Orteke is practiced in performances by a number of professional and non-professional
artists in western, eastern, southern regions of Kazakhstan and the cities like Astana, Almaty,

Aktobe, and Atyrau.

The bearers of this element are musicians, including non-professional as well as craftsmen
on wood. Representatives of interested communities are also scientists, researchers, teachers -
ethnomusicologists and wood carvings. Among the famous masters of Orteke can be called
Mr. Abdulkhamit Raiymbergenov; Mr. Ersayyn Basykara; Mr. Zholaushy Turdygulov; Mr.
Zhakanger Telgozhayev; Mr. Muratkhan; Mr. Adilet Mussa; Mr. Almas Mustaphaev. as well as
among communities are the Almaty Public Puppet Theater and Kokil Musical College in Almaty
City.

For the purposes of the inventory of the element, its inclusion in the National List of the ICH of
Kazakhstan and nomination in the Representative List of the ICH of Humanity, the following
activities were carried out by members:

« meetings of a member of the National Committee of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the
protection of the ICH, professor KazNAI named after Zhurgenov and the University of Turan
E.Mambekov and the State Puppet Theater of Almaty held a series of meetings in 2012 with
masters of making and playing Orteke A.Rayymbergenov, E.Basykara , J.Tordagulov,
J.Telgojayev, M.Donbaev, A.Musa, A.Mustafaev, employees of the Almaty State Puppet
Theater, the Almaty College of Music "Kukil". Collected letters of consent of the communities
were included in the national nomination "Orteke", which was sent to UNESCO in 2012.



6. Description of the element

The core of the Kazakh traditional art performance ORTEKE is manifested by a flexible wooden
figure of a mountain goat, which is set on the daulpaz (drum). The puppet moves due to a thread
fixed to fingers of the artist, who is simultaneously playing on a dombra (Kazakh musical
instrument). The figure makes amusing, dancing movements following the rhythm of music and
taps on the tense skin of a drum. The artist sets the tempo of movement. The accompanied music
varies from region to region (style of performance and rhythms).

The Orteke nature is in original combination of art, musical story, puppet dance and percussmn

An expressive “teke” puppet seems alive due to entertaining movements. The masters of genre
can play simultaneously with 2-3 puppets. The specific technique of manual "dance" follows the
music. While Orteke genre is concentrated on the 'goat family', it can also involve other
personalities. According to Kazakh art researches (A.Zhubanov, Zh.Abilpeissov) in 50-60-es of
XX century the puppets include also the figures of people and horses. Also there are records on
artistic management with 8-10 puppets by a single artist, but these skills were lost.

Unfortunately, this unique genre of traditional art does not receive an appropriate development
and promotlon Its use occurs seldom, - professionally does not develop, performers’ leave,

carrying away with them the skill secrets. Therefore there is a threat of losing the certain skills of
performing this cultural element.

7. Methods of transmission of the element

Nowadays there is a limited circulation of master knowledge and skills relating to an element,
mainly within Ustaz-Shakirt traditional system of teaching arts (master-student).
