6. Description of the element 
Katyrma, kalama, kattama, patir/pitir nan, shelpek, juka nan, tandyr nan, taba nan- are different 
variations of traditional thin flat bread baked in traditional clay oven Tandyr (Tandoor) or pan. 

Traditional composition of thin flatbread includes wheat flour, water and salt. Different 
technologies might include additional ingredients like milk, butter, margarine, sesame or poppy 
seeds. 

One of the most common forms of thin bread called Shelpek represents flat round shaped bread 
fried in pan for few seconds or baked in Tandyr. Shelpek is often baked in portions of7 and 9 
pieces on holidays, religious events or Friday prayer. One of the main purposes for baking bread 
is the tradition of sharing it with the relatives, friends and neighbors. Bread is the first served 
element for the invited guests. 

Thin flatbread katyrma, kalama, kattama, patir/pitir nan, shelpek, juka nan, tandyr or taba nan is 
usually served with tea or as a snack with butter, cheese, sour cream, honey, jam or as a 
compliment to main dishes like palau, sorpa, lagman and etc. 

It is important to note that bread is considered sacral and essential element ofKazakh Dastarkhan 
(table). It must be eaten and tom apart with both hands. Throwing bread on the ground, leaving it 
lying on the ground, stepping over it and throwing bread crumbs is considered as a sacrilege. 

7. Modes of transmission 
Transmission of the element is generally passed from one generation to another in every family. 
During family preparations for festive events and holidays like Nauryz, Eid/ Kurban Bairam or 
other holidays older women teach younger girls traditions and skills of baking traditional thin 
bread - Katyrma, kalama, patyr nan, zhuka nan, tandyr nan.
