WHY?? 

• Mapping indicates challenges associated  with moving 
from policy statements to full implementation in 
curriculum 

• Difficulties in terms of sustainability often due to ad hoc 
or "project based" nature of education for peace 
initiatives 

• Full integration of education for peace within the 
national education system may increase the probability 
of successful implementation
