	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) contributed in establishing International Information and Networking Centre for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region(ICHCAP) and its approval to a Category 2 Centre. After an official announcement at the 33rd UNESCO General Assembly by the Korean Government to establish the Intangible Cultural Heritage Centre for the Asia-Pacific, there were inauguration to the establishment initiative for the Intangible Cultural Heritage Centre for Asia-Pacific as a special body of CHF in 2006. There were three-country meetings(Korea, China and Japan) in order to plan the functions of the Centre in 2008 and feasibility study by UNESCO on establishing the Centre was conducted in the following year. In 2009 the 35th UNESCO General Assembly approved to establish the Centre under the auspices of UNESCO.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) has been organizing several performances, exhibitions and educational programmes subsidized by the government in order to enhance and promote Intangible Cultural Heritage since its inception in 1980. To vitalize the performances for Intangible Cultural Heritage, CHF is promoting the process through regular performances at the Intangible Cultural Heritage Transmission Center. Furthermore, CHF is organizing several permanent exhibitions for the works of holders of Important Intangible Properties(Living Human Treasures) with a view to educate the public on the nation's Intangible Cultural Heritage. For the dissemination of Intangible Cultural Heritage, CHF has been carrying out training programs on the utilization of Intangible Cultural Heritage Transmission Center. They are free training programs carried out by the holders of Important Intangible Poperties. It has contributed largely to increasing the activity area of the holders and expanding the public's enjoyment towards traditional culture. 

In addition, '2014 Intangible Heritage Symposium', and '2014 International Conference of ICH NGOs' held in the Republic of Korea were co-organized by CHF, International Information and Networking Centre for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region(ICHCAP), a UNESCO Category 2 Centre, with support of the Cultural Heritage Administration of Korea. Two conferences collaborated with the ICH NGO FORUM aimed to facilitate an opportunity to reflect on the current situation of ICH NGOs around the world, to seek efficient ways of safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) have made contributed to the drafting of the State's Periodic Report in 2012 by providing CHF's experiences on safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage. For example, concerning "Bilateral, sub-regional, regional and international cooperation", CHF provided the experience of operating a training program called CPI(Cultural Partnership Initiative). Under this program, six people from six countries were invited on annual basis to take a six-month training course with the goal of raising awareness of Intangible Cultural Heritage, sharing of knowledge and experiences for safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage. The invited trainees also participated in organizing performances, exhibitions and reenactments of traditional rituals. 

Furthermore, CHF provided experiences for "promoting and reinforcing of elements which had been inscribed on the Representative List". For example, with a view to promoting and transmitting 'Gagok, Iyric song cycles accompanied by an orchestra', inscribed on the Representative List in 2010, CHF has set up a stage for Gagok masters at Pungnyu Theater. This has contributed to gaining a wider publicity of Gagok.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) have contributed to the drafting of the nomination files by providing CHF's experiences on safeguarding measures. For example, CHF provides current activities for safeguarding of "Daemokjang, traditional wooden architecture," which was inscribed on the Representative List in 2010. CHF has been operating 'Korean Traditional Craft and Architecture School' which provides practical training courses. The school boasts excellent faculty members, including skill holders of Important Intangible Cultural Heritage and regional Intangible Cultural Heritage practitioners. With its 40-week program, CHF have contributed to fostering practitioners of traditional architecture. Besides, CHF also participated in the preparation of nomination file of "Nongak, community band music, dance and rituals in the Republic of Korea," inscribed on the Representative List in 2014, by providing CHF's activity concerning safeguarding measures for Nongak. That is CHF have sent performing goups to culturally isolated regions so the entire nation can enjoy Nongak.

	Communities participate in identifying and defining an Intangible Cultural Heritage(ICH) element included in the inventory from the initial step of submitting the application. If a community that safeguards and transmits a certain element wishes to include the element in the inventory, it completes an application in the required format and submits it to the competent agencies(the central or local government). After receiving the application from the community of the element, local governments or the central government organizes an investigative committee to carry out a field survey. Based on the investigation results, the deliberation organization makes the decision on whether the element is included in the inventory. In the case of Important Intangible Cultural Heritage designated by the central government, the relevant system was improved in 2010 in order to expand the participation of NGOs including Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF), and it has been implemented starting from 2011, with the aim of conducting a more systematic and objective investigation and evaluation with regard to designation. 

Internationally, CHF has supported ICH identification and documentation in Central Asia using online tools. After the inauguration to the establishment initiative for the Intangible Cultural Heritage Centre for the Asia-Pacific as a special body of CHF in 2006, CHF has started to identify ICH in Central Asia using online tools, supporting field surveys since 2011.

	Information such as research reports, digital images and videos produced through many years of researches and documentation of Intangible Cultural Heritage have been archived in a systematic manner. These materials are digitized and stored in a database for online services. First of all, all materials produced by Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) are digitized and provided through the website. Outcomes of symposiums and cultural events hosted by CHF are provided in PDF format, videos and images. Second, in order to provide professional service in diverse contents of Intangible Cultural Heritage, Heritage Channel(www.k-heritage.tv) has been in operation. The channel has produced a variety of contents about Intangible Cultural Heritage and broadcasted it through online website and offline platforms(Subway Stations in Seoul).

CHF has been publishing books on Intangible Cultural Heritage Items of the Republic of Korea in both English and Korean in order to improve the visibility of Intangible Cultural Heritage and promote it to the public. In 2013, CHF published book on 'Kimjang, making and sharing Kimchi', and in 2014 on 'Nongak, community band music, dance and rituals in the Republic of Korea,' and both were inscribed on the Representative List. In the process of publishing books, CHF has cooperated with local communities and related experts. For example, when preparing for the book on Nongak, interviews with relevant preservation associations were conducted, and on-site research on Nongak was carried out. Published books have been distributed to institutions and public libraries concerned.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) is currently operating several education programmes for the expansion of transmission education for Intangible Cultural Heritage. At 'Korean Traditional Craft and Architecture School', students learn necessary practical knowledge on methods of traditional craft and dissemination of tradition craft from holders of Important Intangible Properties(Living Human Treasures). Together with the expansion, the yearlong course is created to contribute to the fostering of rising craftsman. Also, for the harmony between traditional crafts and creative designs, we have provided a modern application plan and to foster expert craftsman for the future, and have set up traditional craft design classes, which will vitalize the crafts sector for Intangible Cultural Heritage. Furthermore, CHF is fostering rising artists through contests and carrying out an experience program for elementary school children and their family. Education programmes for young people are held more than a hundred times in a year. CHF is contributing towards the vitalization and utilization of Intangible Cultural Heritage by increasing children's interest towards traditional culture and encouraging transmission activities. 

With a view to raising awareness and Promoting Intangible Cultural Heritage to the public, CHF publishes monthly magazine and ICH NGOs Newsletter. It aims to enhance visibility of Intangible Cultural Heritage and promote CHF's activities by disseminating information about Intangible Cultural Heritage and issues regarding Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage. These means give both domestic and international readers to indirectly experience the Intangible Cultural Heritage. CHF has expanded the participation of the writings by concerned individuals, communities and experts.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) has been operating the CPI(Cultural Partnership Initiative) Programme since 2008. The CPI funds Intangible Cultural Heritage specialists, selected from ICH NGOs all around the world, to stay in Korea for six months to share the experience of safeguarding Intangible Cultural Heritage and carry out research on Intangible Cultural Heritage system. So far, 27 participants in total from 14 countries including Mongol, Vietnam, Kenya and Colombia have been invited to CHF's CPI Programme. 

In 2014, CHF and International Information and Networking Centre for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region(ICHCAP), a UNESCO Category 2 Centre, co-organized international conferences in March and June. At the 8th session of the Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage(IGC) held in Baku, 2013, with four representatives of the ICH NGO Forum and ICHCAP, we discussed about convening an international conference of NGOs. In March 2014, there were '2014 Intangible Heritage Symposium', where four representatives of the ICH NGO Forum were invited to share their experiences and to lay out plans to organize an international conference of ICH NGOs. After this, '2014 International Conference of ICH NGOs' was held on June. Under the theme of "Towards Efficient Roles of NGOs for Safeguarding ICH in the Asia-Pacific Region," fifty NGOs from the Asia-Pacific, Europe, South America, and Africa participated in the conference. The conference provided a venue to have a better understanding of various ICH NGOs working on the protection and transmission of ICH.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) participated in the 3rd session of the General Assembly(GA) in 2010, 6th session of the Intergovernmental Committee(COM) in 2011, the 4th GA in 2012, 7th COM in 2012, 8th COM in 2013, the 5th GA in 2014 and 9th COM in 2014. Furthermore, CHF have participated in the ICH NGO Forum every year, exchanging a lot of ideas and information. In the 6th COM held in Bali, 2011, CHF delivered a presentation sharing the CHF's mission, main activities for safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and future plan. Every year, CHF shared the outcomes of the international symposium hosted by CHF with the distribution of books, CDs and CHF's English newsletter. Besides these, CHF had several meetings with NGOs to promote and seek participants of CHF's CPI(Cultural Partnership Initiative) programme for international cooperation and network. In addition, with four representatives of the ICH NGO Forum(Traditions for Tomorrow, The Cross-Cultural Foundation of Uganda, Banglanatak and Tapis Plein) and International Information and Networking Centre for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region(ICHCAP), a UNESCO Category 2 Centre, CHF discussed and planned convening an international conference of NGOs to be held in Korea.

During the Intergovernmental Committee, in cooperation with the Korean government, CHF have endeavored to raise visibility and promote Intangible Cultural Heritage by distributing English books and screening video of Korea's Intangible Cultural Heritage. Furthermore, CHF organized 'Nongak performance' held in the 9th COM in Paris by cooperating with regional communities.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) has strived to raise public awareness of the Intangible Cultural Heritage by operating several exhibitions, performances, training programmes since its inception in 1980. However, CHF could not have chance to directly provide advisory services by working as a member of the Consultative Body or Evaluation Body to evaluate nomination files for the List of ICH in Need of Urgent Safeguarding, requests for International Assistance, Best Safeguarding Practices or Representative List. At the 9th session of the Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage(IGC) held in Paris, 2014, CHF was nominated as one of the NGOs for the establishment of the Evaluation Body for the 2015 cycle, but CHF was not elected. 

Even though CHF did not have the chance to work as a member of the Consultative Body or Evaluation Body, CHF has constantly participated in the General Assembly(GA), Intergovernmental Committee(IGC) and ICH NGO Forum. Especially by participating in the ICH NGO Forum, CHF shared a lot of ideas to safeguard Intangible Cultural Heritage and could lay out plans to organize an international conference of ICH NGOs with representatives of ICH NGO Forum(Traditions for Tomorrow, The Cross-Cultural Foundation of Uganda, Banglanatak and Tapis Plein). Two conferences, '2014 Intangible Heritage Symposium' and '2014 International Conference of ICH NGOs' held in the Republic of Korea, is the fruit of the effort. The outcome of the conferences in the Republic of Korea was reported to the UNESCO secretariat in the 9th IGC. 
CHF is planning to expand its activities to support developing countries' identification and documentation of the Intangible Cultural Heritage. CHF really hopes to have chance to work as a member of the Consultative Body or Evaluation Body to provide active advisory services to the Committee.

	Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) has been working across several ICH domains such as performing arts and traditional craftsmanship. To vitalize the performances for Intangible Cultural Heritage, CHF is promoting the vitalization through regular performances at the Intangible Cultural Heritage Transmission Center, 'Arts spirit which has been passed down for generation(2010-2014)', 'Let's Go Watch Good(2010-2014)', and other various Intangible Cultural Heritage performances. Among these performances, 'Let's Go Watch Good' has played a large role in expanding cultural arts enjoyments opportunites for residents living in culturally isolated areas. Between April and November in 2012, the performance was shown in 9 different places in Korea including culturally isolated regions.
Furthermore, CHF is carrying out 'Transmission activity support projects' such as training programs and hosting exhibitions with a view to support the transmission of traditional craftsmanship. CHF provides a wide range of support towards skill holders of Important Intangible Cultural Heritage and regional Intangible Cultural Heritage practitioners and education and teaching assistance to the transmitters. Also, by systematically supporting the transmitters on domestic and international exhibitions and cultural events, CHF contributes to inspiring the transmitters to desire to transmit their traditional craftsmanship. In 2014, CHF operated a hands on event in order to experience the essence of traditional crafts through a public cooperative event with skill holders of Important Intangible Cultural Heritage. Participants had opportunities to be taught how to weaving of Mosi(fine ramie),inscribed on the Representative List in 2011, by  holders of Important Intangible Cultural Heritage.

	Since 2011, ‘Academic Seminar on Cultural Heritage' has been held annually and academic theses are evaluated by Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF). The 'Academic Seminar' is intended for graduated students studying Cultural Heritage fields. When students submit theses on designated topic such as 'Utilization plan of Cultural Heritage', 'Vitalization of Cultural Heritage Education program' or 'Digitalized way for Safeguarding of Cultural Heritage', CHF evaluates and analyse the theses by examination standards of academic value, originality and potential for utilization. On average, 10 theses are selected per year and the selected theses are published in the research paper of CHF.

In 2014, the book was about "Nongak, community band music, dance and rituals in the Republic of Korea", also inscribed on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. Both books were written in English by five staffs of CHF. The staffs participated in the whole process of planning, writing, translation and editing process. CHF have plans to publish English books on Intangible Cultural Heritage annually.

	With operating CPI(Cultural Partnership Initiative) Programme, a training program for international researchers of Intangible Cultural Heritage NGOs, Korea Cultural Heritage Foundation(CHF) have shared Korea's Intangible Cultural Heritage safeguarding systems such as inventory, law and education programs since 2008. After the six-months training in Korea, the invited trainees return to their own countries to apply several cultural programs for youth, digital archives and inventory system for promoting and transmitting of the Intangible Cultural Heritage. 

Besides, CHF has organized several international exhibitions and performances in the U.S.A, the United Kingdom, Canada and Japan. In 2012, in cooperation with skill holders of Important Intangible Cultural Heritage, CHF held an exhibition and performance in Washington to promote Korea's Intangible Cultural Heritage such as Pansori, traditional Korean fan dance and traditional crafts. Furthermore, during the 2012 London Olympics, CHF participated in the Thames Festival to promote Korea's traditional lifestyle culture by reenacting traditional wedding ceremony. Those international events have contributed to strengthening international cooperation and reinforcement of CHF's capacity for working at the international level.

Besides, CHF and International Information and Networking Centre for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region(ICHCAP) co-organized international conferences in March and June, 2014. CHF will strengthen its active cooperation with UNESCO.
