6. Description of the element
Nauryz is the main holiday of the year not only in Kazakhstan, but many people of Eurasia
celebrated for more than five thousand years. Nauryz is a festival of spring. rebirth of nature.
beginning of a new year and new life. Celebration of Nauryz has pagan roots and represents
worshipping to the nature. Nauryz is celebrated on March 21, the day of vernal equinox when
all heavenly bodies — constellations and stars come back to their initial points after making a
year-long cycle. In Kazakhstan many people call Nauryz — “Ulystyn Uly Kuny” meaning the



Great day of nation. The name of “Nauryz” derived from two ancient Iranian words “Now”
(new) and “Ruz”(day).

Nauryz represents the day when light comes down on earth, flowers start blossoming. birds
singing, steps are covered with lush green grass. streams flow. Preparation for the welcoming of
a new vear has always been very responsible. People beforechand prepare and clean their
households. clear the ditches. wear new elegant clothing, prepare rich variety of foods for
Dastarkhan. As a sign of hope for bountiful harvest. people filled all the empty containers in
houses with fresh milk. spring water, Airan or grain.

Rich abundance of food is prepared during the celebration f Nauryz. Festive Dastarkhan is
served in every house symbolizing prosperity and abundance. Prior and after the meal mullah
reads prayers in the honor of ancestors. then eldest man reads out his blessing “Bata”with
wishes of a happy new year. The main festive dish on Dastarkhan is a traditional meal called
“Nauryz kozhe”/”Nauryz porridge™ that includes seven sacral ingredients: water. meat. salt,
mutton lard. flour, cereals and milk. Seven components of Nauryz kozhe symbolize seven
elements of life. Big pot for cooking Nauryz kozhe symbolizez unity. Nauryz holiday is always
accompanied by mass fun and outdoor activities, swinging on Altybakan swings. sports
wrestling, horse riding games. Aitys and other music competitions.

In recent years Nauryz is popularly celebrated with mass parades. theatrical performances on
streets, richly decorated yurts, deliciously cooked food. charity events, national sports games.
greening of the territories. cleaning parks and other recreational areas. streets and squares.
Today “Nauryz meirami™ “Nauryz holiday”is a national holiday of spring, labor and unity.
Today this festival is equally precious for all people living in multinational Kazakhstan.

o Modes of transmission

Celebration of Nauryz involves variety of rituals, ceremonies, culinary skills, craftsmanship,
traditional dances, games and sports activities. Skills and knowledge related to these activities
have been transmitted from generation to generation on family, rural/urban, national levels.
Celebration of Nauryz bears mass character and. therefore, welcomes and involves both men
and women, children and elderly people of different ethnic, religious. age or social groups.
Modern modes of transmitting the element include TV and radio programs. school and
university education, Internet. social networks. newspapers, journals and scientific research
works.
