About
UNESCO’s Futures of Education initiative aims to rethink education and shape the future. In its new report Education in a post-COVID world: Nine ideas for public action, the International Commission on the Futures of Education—established by UNESCO in 2019 and composed of thought leaders from the worlds of academia, science, government, business and education—proposes policy actions that can be taken today to advance education tomorrow.


Key Message
Decisions made today in the context of Covid-19 will have long-term consequences for the futures of education. Policy makers, educators and communities must make high-stakes choices today—these decisions should be guided by shared principles and visions of desirable collective futures.
