	Summary

Paragraph 77 of the Operational Directives for the Implementation of the Convention provides that recognition to contributors shall be provided through an updated list of voluntary contributions to the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund published by the Secretariat. The present document provides a list of donors having made voluntary supplementary contributions to the Fund or having supported the Convention in any other form since the fifth session of the General Assembly.


1. In accordance with Article 25.3 of the Convention, the resources of the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund consist, among others, of contributions made by States Parties, by other States, organizations and programmes of the United Nations system, particularly the United Nations Development Programme, as well as other international organizations and by public or private bodies or individuals. In addition to the compulsory or voluntary assessed contributions foreseen under Article 26 of the Convention, States Parties may wish to provide voluntary supplementary contributions.

2. Voluntary supplementary contributions may be received without restrictions or may be earmarked. Voluntary contributions received without restrictions, together with most other resources of the Fund, are used according to the plan for the use of the resources of the Fund approved by the General Assembly every two years. For the reporting period, no contribution without restriction was received, probably because the operating budget of the Fund is significant and is not yet being fully utilized during a biennium. All voluntary supplementary contributions received into the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund were therefore earmarked either for a specific project within the programmatic framework of the 2014-2017 Complementary Additional Programme endorsed by the Committee for ‘Strengthening capacities to safeguard intangible cultural heritage for sustainable development’ (Decision 9.COM 7) or for supporting the organization of an expert meeting at the Committee’s request or for the sub-fund established by the General Assembly within the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund to be used exclusively for enhancing the human capacities of the Secretariat (Resolution 3.GA 9)
.

3. As provided in paragraph 77 of the Operational Directives, although supplementary voluntary contributions are primarily to be made known on the website of the Intangible Cultural Heritage Convention, updated lists of State Parties or any other entity having made such contributions shall be published by the Secretariat on the occasion of the session of the General Assembly.

4. For the period June 2014 to March 2016, the Fund received voluntary supplementary contributions from eleven States Parties and two private bodies. It is noteworthy that some of the contributions to the sub-fund correspond to the setting up of an interesting mechanism for the reimbursement of specific services provided by UNESCO for technical expertise and institutional training on the implementation of the Convention. In turn, these funds allow the Secretariat to recover the cost of the staff time invested in providing such services and to reinforce its human resource capacities.
5. Taking note that States, as well as other entities, make use of forms of support, financial or in-kind, other than earmarked supplementary voluntary contributions to the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund or to the sub-fund for enhancing the human capacities of the Secretariat, the present document lists all voluntary contributions made in support of the Convention since the fifth session of the General Assembly. As requested by paragraph 77 of the Operational Directives, States Parties having made voluntary contributions to the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund since the fifth session of the General Assembly appear in alphabetical order while private bodies appear in decreasing order of the amount of their contribution.
