It also specifies
the entities with prime responsibility for
implementation, together with time range and
performance indicators. Using the MAB Strategy
2015-2025 and Lima Action Plan 2016-2025 as
the key points of reference, MAB National
Committees and MAB networks are strongly
encouraged to prepare their own strategies and
action plans. These should be founded in
national and regional realities and imperatives
and will contribute both to addressing these and
to implementing the Lima Action Plan at the
global level.

The 29th MAB ICCin June 2017 at UNESCO Headquarters, Paris, discussed the implementation
of the Lima Action Plan and its Strategic Action Area E. Effective governance of and within the
MAB Programme and the World Network of Biosphere Reserves — Action E3.1. Submit a
biennial report to the ICC covering progress made in each Member State, using a template
provided by the MAB secretariat.

While recognizing that the LAP indeed calls for reporting, there was strong agreement that
reporting linked to the LAP should serve the purpose of Member States and that it should not
be unduly administrative in nature. Rather, it should be useful in terms of generating and
sharing lessons learned. The Council referred to the benefits of utilizing on-line, easily
accessible reporting tools and it invited the Secretariat to reflect its comments and
suggestions in its work to finalize the draft template.

The MAB Secretariat therefore prepared an on-line Lima Action Plan Implementation Form
for this purpose. The information collected through that survey form is summarized in this
report.
