The proportion of adults participating in education in the Czech population has been, over the long term,
below the EU-27 average. Unfortunately, there is no clear positive trend in this respect. The CR lags
behind the European average in terms of participation in both formal and non-formal education. Women
have a higher rate of participation than men, which is true of the EU-27 as well as the CR, although the
differences in the CR are not so high. The lower overall participation in adult education in the CR is
caused mostly by lower participation of inactive and unemployed people. The participation of employed
people is above the EU average.4 Most of the adult training is initiated by employers; the investments of
individuals in their own education are much lower.
