Kto su nositelia prvku? 
Nositel'mi prvku su jednotlivci, sokoliari, ktori ovladaju a realizuju sokoliarske umenie- chov, 
vycvik a lov s dravcami, vyrobu tradicnych sokoliarskych pomocok. Uvedene aktivity 
vykonavaju v sulade so sokoliarskou tradiciou, tzv. etikou, moralkou, na zaklade opravneni v 
zmysle platnych pravnych noriem, ktore upravuju sokoliarstvo, tzn. zlozili pol'ovnicke a 
sokoliarske skusky v zmysle stanov klubu, platnych pravnych predpisov na useku pol'ovnictva, 
ochrany prirody a veterinamych predpisov. Komunita zdruzuje l'udi roznorodych profesii, 
ktorych kontaktnou z6nou je sokoliarstvo v celom jeho rozsahu. Sokoliarov identifikuje ucta a 
obdiv k prirode, hist6rii a dravym vtakom. Uvedomuju si jedinecnost', vynimocnost' a potencial 
navrhovaneho prvku, jeho kultumu, socialnu hodnotu a kontakt s nasou hist6riou. Nositelia su 
organizovani na narodnej urovni v dvoch sokoliarskych kluboch (SKS pri SPK a OZ SKS) i 
medzinarodnej urovni (IAF). Sokoliarstvu sa venuju muzi 80% i zeny 20%. Sokoliarstvo je zive 
vo vidieckych i mestskych sidlach prakticky v ramci celeho Slovenska. Kazdorocne sa 
sokoliarskej skuske pred odbomou komisiou podrobi priememe 15 kandidatov-zaujemcov o 
clenstvo v sokoliarskom klube. V roku 2018 zdruzuje SKS pri SPK celkom 260 clenov a 80 
kandidatov. 

Geograficka lokalizacia a rozsirenie prvku 
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V ramci stanov SKS pri SPK su zriadene regionalne sokoliarske strediska, ktore spolu s 
individualnou cinnost'ou sokoliarov pokryvaju cele Slovensko. Komunita organizuje pravidelne 
narodne i medzinarodne stretnutia v r6znych oblastiach Slovenska (Diakovce, Kezmarok, 
Secovce, Liptov). Rovnako udrzuje kontakty so sokoliarskymi krajinami v ramci IAF (Cesko, 
Mad'arsko, Rakusko, Pol'sko, Nemecko, Anglicko). Sokoliarstvo je ,,multikulturny fenomen", je 
realizovane prakticky po celom svete a vyznarnny prvok medzikulturneho dial6gu. Treba vsak 
upozornit', ze kazda krajina ma svoje vlastne specifika, ako v hist6rii, tak i pri vycviku dravcov, 
vyuzivanijednotlivych druhov s ohl'adom na geograficky typ krajiny a druh lovenej zveri, 
slovesne prejavy, obrady, hudbu, odev. 

B. IDENTIFIKA.CIA A DEFINICIA PRVKU 

Opis prvku 
Sokoliarstvo je umenie lovu pomocou dravych vtakov. Je suborom poznatkov, zrucnosti, 
pom6cok a postupov potrebnych k sp6sobilosti vykonavat' manipulaciu s pernatym dravcom v 
jeho vyvojovych stadiach za ucelom ochrany, chovu, vycviku a lovu. Sokoliarstvo patri k 
prastarym sp6sobom ziskavania potravy. Po starocia svojej existencie, preslo procesom vyvoja a 
adaptacie v rozlicnych podmienkach. Slovensko ma svoje vlastne, lokalne specifika pri realizacii 
sokoliarstva v rovinach vycviku dravcov, vyuzivani dravych vtakov /sokolov, jastrabov, orlov, 
sov/ s ohl'adom na hist6riu, geotyp a genotyp krajiny. Rovnako specificke su podoby slovnej, 
piesiiovej, nastrojovej tradicie a obradovych foriem. Sokoliarstvo je o praktickej skusenosti pri 
praci s dravcami. Sokoliar musi mat' teoreticke zaklady, ktore sa vylepsuju praxou. Pri tejto 
cinnosti sa priuca - prebera techniku priamo od skusenejsieho sokoliara. Skusenosti sa 
odovzdavaju ustne a taktiez praktickou ukazkou. Prvok napomaha pri formovani socialnych 
vazieb v ramci komunity i mimo nej. Je spolocenstvom vnimany, ako kultume dedicstvo, 
spolocenska tradicia respektovania prirody, zivotneho prostredia a vychova k ucte. Sokoliarstvo 
je realizovane na nasom uzemi od 5.storocia a najznamejsie artefakty su z cias Vel'kej Moravy. V 
priebehu hist6rie bolo realizovane sl'achtou, klerom i beznym obyvatel'stvom. Za renesanciou 
sokoliarstva stoji Ivan Marosi. On a rnnohi d'alsi pomohli popularizovat' toto umenie. Vd'aka 
systematickemu usiliu nositel'ov ma prvok svoje vymedzenie v pravnych predpisoch uz 50 rokov. 

Aku ulohu zohravaju nositelia (prislusne spolocenstvo) pri udrziavani/zachovavani prvku ako 
sucasti vlastneho kultumeho dedicstva? 

Nositelia aktivne realizuju sokoliarstvo a vytvaraju prilezitosti pre j eho aktivny zivot­
organizaciou spolocnych narodnych a medzinarodnych stretnuti, propaguju prvok a vyvijaju 
cinnosti spojene s osvetou prvku v radoch odbomej i laickej verejnosti. Ciel'om spolocenstva je 
udrziavat', rozvijat' a odovzdavat' prvok, ako subor pristupov a poznatkov v jeho primamych i 
novodobych podobach. Nositelia su podstatnou sucast'ou pri popularizacii prvku, vzdelavani a 
vychove verejnosti v oblasti ochrany pematych dravcov a sov. Komunita aktivne spolupracuje s 
organmi a organizaciami ochrany prirody, odbomymi, vyskurnnymi, kultumymi instituciami a 
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skolami, ktorych praca suvisi s pematymi dravcami. Nadvazuje a rozvija spolupracu so 
zahranicnymi sokoliarskymi organizaciami a propaguje nase sokoliarstvo v zahranici. Kazdy clen 
spolocenstva je povinny dbat' na dodrziavanie pravidiel, ktore suvisia s dravymi vtakmi v sulade 
s platnymi pravnymi predpismi, sokoliarskou a pol'ovnickou tradiciou, moralkou a etikou. 

Ake spolocenske a kultume funkcie ma prvok v sucasnosti? 

Prvokje konzervativnou az rigidnou l'udskou cinnost'ou, po starocia zotrvavajucou na 
osvedcenych postupoch a principoch, zachovava si svoje tradicie a obradove prvky, ktore uzko 
suvisia s etikou a filozofiou sokoliarstva a pol'ovnickou tradiciou. Vo svojej primamej funkcii 
sluzil ako sposob ziskania potravy. Historickymi, tzn. spolocenskymi, technologickymi zmenami 
sa tato funkcia stava okrajovou a v sucasnosti sa prvok realizuje skor cez komunikacno­
pragmaticke aktivity, ako je predvadzanie sokoliarskeho umenia pri roznych prilezitostiach (na 
hradoch, zarnkoch, historickychjarrnokoch, kultumych a vzdelavacich podujatiach), kde sluzi 
ako obraz kultumeho zivota a je umocnenim zazitku pri spoznavani vlastnej i spolocnej hist6rie. 
Prvokje sucast'ou zazitkoveho ucenia v ramci forrnalneho i neforrnalneho vzdelavania (lesnej 
pedagogiky, biol6gie a avesterapie). V sucasnosti plni nenahraditel'ne ulohy pri biologickej 
ochrane miest, letisk a pol'nohospodarskych plodin. Rovnako vyznarnna je cinnost' clenov 
spolocenstva pri posiliiovani genofondu, kedy vd'aka sokoliarskym chovom boli do vol'nej 
prirody vratene vzacne druhy dravcov. Sokoliarstvo je vyraznym prvkom dial6gu, spaja 
jednotlivcov do skupiny roznorodej vekovej kateg6rie, socialneho a kultumeho statusu, konfesie 
ci narodnosti. 

Existuje nejaka cast' prvku, ktora nie je zlucitel'na s existujucimi medzinarodnymi nastrojmi 
upravujucimi l'udske prava, s poziadavkou vzajomnej ucty medzi spolocenstvami, skupinami a 
jednotlivcami alebo s trvalou udrzatel'nost'ou? 

NIE NEEXISTUJE. Kazdy clen spolocenstva je povinny dodrziavat' pravidla vymedzujuce 
cinnosti spate s prvkom. Tieto pravidla su sucast'ou narodnych i medzinarodnych pravnych 
predpisov v oblasti pol'ovnictva, ochrany prirody, veterinamych predpisov - WELFARE, CITES. 
Neexistuje moralna, eticka vyhrada voci realizacii sokoliarstva, akje vykonavane spravne. 
Ciel'om spolocenstva je trvala udrzatel'nost' prvku v novodobych kultumych a spolocenskych 
podmienkach, zachovanie kulturnych znakov a tradicie slovenskeho sokoliarstva.

Who are the bearers of the element? 

The bearers of this element are individuals, falconers, who master and practice the art of falconry -
the breeding, training and hunting using birds of prey, and the manufacturing of falconry tools. They 
carry out these activities in line with the falconry tradition - the ethics and morale, based on 
authorisations issued under applicable legislation related to falconry, i.e. upon passing hunting and 
falconry exams in accordance with the club's organisational order, the applicable legislation on 
hunting and nature protection, and veterinary regulations. 

The community brings together people of various professions whose contact zone is falconry. 
Falconers are identified by showing respect and admiration for nature, history and birds of prey. They 
realise the uniqueness, specificity and potential of the proposed element, its cultural and social value, 
and its links to our history. 

At the national level, the bearers of the element are organised in two falconers' clubs ( the Slovak 
Falconers' Club at the Slovak Hunting Chamber - SFC at SHC, and the Slovak Falconers' Club 
Civic Association - SFC CA), and in the International Association for Falconry (IAF) at the 
international level. Falconry is practiced by 80% males and 20% females. 
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Falconry is practiced both within rural and urban areas all over Slovakia. Each year, fifteen 
candidates for membership in the falconers' club in average pass an exam before an expert 
committee. In 2018, SFC at SHC had 260 members and 80 candidates in total. 

Geographical location and range of the element 

Regional falconry centres have been established in accordance with the Rules of Functioning of the 
SFC at SHC which, along with falconers' individual activities, cover Slovakia as a whole. The 
community organises regular national and international meetings at different Slovak sites (Diakovce, 
Kezmarok, Secovce, Liptov), and establishes and maintains contacts with falconry countries within 
the IAF (Czech Republic, Hungary, Austria, Poland, Ukraine, England, etc.). Falconry is a "multi­
cultural phenomenon" practiced all over the world and is an important element of the inter-cultural 
dialogue. However, each country has its own specificities in terms of the history, training of birds of 
prey, the use of different species depending on the geographical specificity of the country and the 
type of hunted animals, verbal expressions, rituals, music and clothes. 

B. IDENTICATION AND DEFINITION OF THE ELEMENT 

Description of the element 
Falconry is the art of hunting using birds of prey. It entails a set of knowledge, skills, tools, and 
methods needed for manipulation with a feathered predator throughout its development phases for 
the purposes of protection, breeding, training, and hunting. Falconry is an ancient way of obtaining 
food. Throughout centuries of its existence, falconry has undergone the process of development and 
adaptation under various conditions. Slovakia has its own local specificities in the practicing of 
falconry at the level of the training and use of birds of prey (falcons, hawks, eagles, and owls) in the 
context of the country's history, geotype and genotype. Equally specific are the forms of verbal and 
song tradition, the use of tools and ritual forms. 
Falconers must have basic theoretical knowledge which is improved by practicing. They learn the 
technique directly from more experienced falconers. The practical experience is transmitted both 
orally and by practical demonstration. The element helps shaping social ties within and outside the 
community. It is perceived by the community as cultural heritage, a social tradition of respect for 
nature and the environment. In our territory, falconry has been practiced since the 5th century, and 
the best-known artefacts date back to the Great Moravian era. In the course of history, it was 
practiced by the nobility, the clergy as well as by common people. Falconry has been revived thanks 
to Ivan Marosi. He and many others helped promote this art. Thanks to the systematic efforts of the 
bearers, the element has been regulated by legislation already for 50 years. 

What role is played by the bearers (community) in maintaining/preserving the element as part of 
their own cultural heritage? 
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The bearers practice falconry actively and create opportunities for its active practicing - by 
organising joint national and international meetings, by promoting the element and designing 
awareness-raising activities for the expert and general public. The objective of this community is to 
preserve, develop and transmit this element to the next generations of candidates as a set of 
approaches and knowledge in their primary and modem forms. The bearers represent a significant 
component of the popularisation of this element, education of the public and awereness-raising 
regarding the protection of feathered predators and owls. The community cooperates with nature 
protection authorities and organisations, professional, research, cultural institutions and schools 
whose work relates to birds of prey. It establishes and develops cooperation with foreign falconry 
organisations, and promotes our activities abroad. Each member of the community is required to 
comply with the rules related to birds of prey in accordance with the applicable legislation, the 
falconry and hunting tradition, morale and etiquette. 

What are the social and cultural functions of the element today? 

The element is a conservative or even rigid human activity that has for centuries followed certain 
practices and principles, preserves its traditions and ritual elements that are closely linked to the 
ethics and philosophy of falconry and the hunting tradition. In its primary function, it served as 
a way of obtaining food. Along with the historical, social and technological changes, this function 
became marginal, and is currently practiced through communication pragmatic activities, such as 
demonstration of the art of falconry on various occasions (at castles, mansions, historical fairs, 
cultural and educational events), presenting the picture of cultural life and enhancing the experience 
in getting familiar with one's own history. It forms part of experiential learning in the framework of 
formal and informal education (forest pedagogy, biology and avestherapy). This element currently 
plays an irreplaceable role in the biological protection of sites, airports and agricultural crops. 
Equally important are the activities of the community members in strengthening the gene pool, as 
thanks to falconry breeding, scarce species of birds of prey returned to the wild. Falconry is an 
important part of the dialogue and brings together individuals within a group of diverse age 
categories, social and cultural statuses, confessions or nationalities. 

Is any part of the element incompatible with existing international human rights instruments, as well 
as with the requirements of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, and of 
sustainable development? 

NO, IT IS NOT. Each member of the community is required to comply with the rules that define the 
activities related to the element. These rules are part of national and international legal regulations in 
the field of hunting, nature protection, veterinary regulations - WELFARE, CITES. 

There is no moral or ethical objection against the practicing of falconry, provided that it is performed 
correctly. The community aims to ensure the sustainability of the element under current cultural and 
social conditions, and the preservation of the cultural features and tradition of Slovak falconry.
