3. The NGOs shall be committed to be in contact with UNESCO; it means that they do spare
time to communicate with UNESCO, own the facilities to communicate, as well as
capable contact persons.

We do hope that our mutual cooperation will continue to suppori the safeguarding of culture,
in particular, intangible cultural heritage.
