	Presently the center of Hutsul painted ceramics is town Kosiv and the nearby villages Pistyn, Verbovets, Staryi Kosiv and Kuty. These locations are in Ivano-Frankivsk region of Ukraine in the ethnographic area named "Hutsulshchyna" (Precarpathia).

From the end of the XVIІІ to the mid of the XX centuries making of the painted ceramics developed in such settlements of Hutsulshchyna: Pistyn, Kuty, Stari Kuty, Kosiv with the nearby villages Monastyrske, Moskalivka, Staryi Kosiv, Verbovets. Most craftsmen were concentrated in the village Pistyn.

Soon Kosiv became the center of painted ceramics tradition, this was due to the establishment of the regional organization of the National Artists Union of Ukraine, the college of arts and several craft workshops.

	The tradition of Kosiv painted ceramics (dishes, ceremonial items, toys, tiles) arose in the XVIII century. The name "painted ceramics" appeared because of its way of decorating:

- made from local gray clay the product is watered with an angob (white clay of creamy texture);

- dried product is painted with the technique of "rytuvannya" (scratched with a metal stick) forming a graphical contour drawing, the individual elements of which are filled with brown angob (clay);

- further dried, fired at +950ºC, the ornament is painted with metal oxides, which during the second firing process give the traditional colors: green and yellow.

The main feature of Kosiv ceramics is the figurative language of the ornament, which is the expressive and meaningful accent of the work. The plot motif expresses history, life, folklore, beliefs and customs of the Hutsuls, the surrounding flora and fauna.

An indispensable feature of the Element is the tradition of coloring it in three colors: green, yellow, brown. Because of this color scheme, ceramics is sdentified as "Hutsulska" or "Kosivska". The last one is the most widespread term now. Sometimes masters add a little cobalt, but not much to keep up with the traditional coloring. During the firing, the green dye spreads and creates the effect of "watercolors on the wet." Usually it is called "tears".

Ceramics is fired in wood-burning pottery kilns, electric muffles, holding to the tradition of the technology.

Masters work in their own family workshops and in small craft workshops.

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles, including gender-related ones or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If so, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	The carriers of the Element are masters from family dynasties, who devoted their lives to this craft, masters-professionals who graduated from the Department of Art Ceramics of Kosiv College and live in Kosiv working in ceramic workshops, teachers and students who continue and popularize traditions of Kosiv painted ceramics, studying and taking example by the heritage of the generations, operating with the necessary knowledge and skills.

The Department of Art Ceramics, which was created on the basis of the Kosiv college and is functioning today, ensures the continuity of generations of masters and carriers and has a special responsibility for preserving and reproducing the tradition. In the educational process a complete traditional technological cycle is preserved (potter's wheels, clay, tools, pottery kilns).

Often, in the process of making painted ceramics, the division of roles according to a narrow specialization - a potter, an artist, etc. - is introduced. This is due to the fact that in the family workshops masters specialize in a certain part of work - the formation or painting of ceramic products. More often, the heavier work (preparation of clay, formation of products, production of tiles, burning) are performed by men, and women more often paint. The analysis shows that in the development of the Element both men and women are equally involved. In creative families there are cases when family members who are not involved in practicing the Element act as media carriers, actively promoting knowledge in the community that is the direct user of the tradition.

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	Knowledge on the tradition is transmitted in families from older to younger generations or from a teacher to a pupil.

Relevant knowledge is also transmitted by formal and non-formal education in Kosiv Institute, where students gain knowledge and practice within "Art Ceramics Specialization". The Institute organizes plein-aires for ceramists, seminars and workshops for students and masters, spreading the information and knowledge about the Element in the region and beyond through media, exhibitions and scientific events.

Kosiv regional organization of the National Artists Union of Ukraine raises awareness about the Element organizing master-classes in its workshop and presenting the masters' works in exhibitions and festivals.

Kosiv community and visitors can be involved in the creative process during the annual festivals "Malovanyi dzbanyk" and "Ludyne", at the art meetings and exhibitions.

The museums that preserve the collections of the Kosiv painted ceramics also play an important role in transmitting knowledge about the Element - National Museum of the Folk Art of Hytsulshchyna and Pokuttya (Kolomyia), Natonal Museum of Folk Architecture and Life of Ukraine (Kyiv), National Museum of the Ukrainian Decorative Arts (Kyiv), Museum of  Kosiv Institute and other museums in Ukraine and abroad.

Many masters take an active part in the art events and exhibitions in other regions of Ukraine and abroad, thus spreading knowledge about the Element beyond the place of its localization.

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have for its community nowadays?

	The Element is an integral part of the local community which constitutes sub-ethnos "Hutsuls", relating to different aspects of its social and cultural life. Practice and usage is accepted by the community as an important identity factor and a sign of affiliation to the Hutsul community. It is also evidenced by the fact that the community uses the definitions of the Element "Kosiv painted" and "Hutsul" as equal.

Masters feel that they are in the center of the cultural life of the community. Today there is a growth of interest in the Element, which prompts masters to follow family craft tradition. It is a fashionable phenomenon to collect works of craftsmen and to decorate the interior of the houses with the painted ceramics not only in the region or in a whole Ukraine, but also abroad. Drawing attention to the Element contributes to social protection of craftspeople, who create cultural heritage, becouse this craft is a source of income for many masters.

On the national level, the Element is acknowledged as a part of culture, as the Hutsul art is perceived as a part of the national heritage.

The Element promotes harmony, formation of the aesthetic taste. Ceramics, which is used in everyday life, has not only practical but also artistic value. It is a necessary attribute for local people to have Kosiv painted ceramics at home.

	(v) Is there any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development?

	The tradition of Kosiv painted ceramics is compatible with the existing international documents on human rights or the requirements of mutual respect between communities, groups and individuals, as well as on sustainable development. The activities of ceramic craftsmen come whithin the provisions of the national laws on culture and the national arts, which guarantee not only the protection of the rights of masters, but also encourage the establishment of mutual respect between cultures of different ethnic groups and national minorities who live in the territory of Ukraine, maintaining conditions for creative self-realization of any person. Practice in workshops is protected by the civil law of the country to ensure their security. Materials (clay, glaze, dyestuffs) are natural and non-toxic.

Every master or creative family has the right to register an enterprise or become an entrepreneur, as well as freely practice as a creative worker of a local cultural institution or independently represent their work in various forums.

	In the process of preparing the Element for enlisting into the Representative List, the local community (carriers, community, youth) shows a great interest to the tradition of painted ceramics. Particularly valuable is the fact that there is increasing in the knowledge of the Element. So, the inscription of the Element "Tradition of Kosiv Painted Ceramics" will help to:

• provide a basis for understanding the importance of cultural heritage by the local community;

• expand the cooperation, understanding and respect to the carriers of tradition in the local community.

The Element helps to preserve the historical and spiritual community memory, to respect nature and the World via symbols in ornaments. Craftsmen continue to use natural materials, show respect to traditions through promotion of knowledge about the Element.

	The inscription the Element "Tradition of Kosiv Painted Ceramics" to the Representative List will result in:

• revitalization and rethinking of cultural values at the regional and national levels;

• deepening of creative exchanges between master-carriers of the Element and masters from other regions of Ukraine, that will increase respect for ethnic regional artistic values, which form the national culture of Ukraine as a whole;

• bringing up a concern on preserving the nature and respect for it in other types of national cultural activity through rethinking of the figurative ornamental language in the works of the Element carriers.
The Element has caused the visualization of traditions in Ukraine: stamps, special coins with Kosiv paintings, use of ornament motifs of the Element in local brands, etc., that will attract attention and increase understanding of its importance at the national level.

	Due to the wide information campaign in the media, holding of international creative exhibitions and symposia, the Element “Tradition of Kosiv Painted Ceramics” will have a chance to appear in the world as a special cultural value, preserved and developed by several generations of local masters. The inscription of the Element into the Representative List will enhance the understanding and enrich the knowledge of the world community on the diversity of cultural features and world perceptions with the example of the inheritance of the sub-ethnos Hutsuls, will encourage the development of international cooperation based on respect for creativity, recognition of the interdependence of cultural and social factors.

	The process of preparing the Element for inscription has already led to an interest in the history of this tradition, broad media discussions and raisingthe awareness of the Element of the masters, scientists, other stakeholders and world community.

· expand the knowledge of Element through practice, workshops among children, youth as the future potential carriers of the tradition.

	The Element is an example of how creative traditions are cherished in the family and transfer to future generations, without limiting creative thinking and self-expression. Increasing the demand for painted ceramics, combining it with other types of crafts is a demonstration of a recognition of the master's work by the society. Different ways of demonstration of the Element (exhibitions, festivals, master classes) contribute to encouraging the master in creative self-expression.

The inscription of the Element in the Representative List will contribute to further recognition and respect for cultural diversity and creative individuality, due to the demonstration of practices of masters, the diversity of painted ceramics, spreading in human's everyday life.

	Kosiv ceramics reached its golden age in the middle of the XIX century. After that the work on the safegarding and preservation of a craft was launched by means of creating ceramist schools and museums were created, exhibitions in Europe held. In 1959, on the basis of Kosiv School of Applied Arts, a department of ceramics was established to preserve painted ceramics.

Since the proclamation of the initiative to introduce the Element to the Representative List the following events have been held by the local community and certain stakeholders:
- since 2010 the annual international youth ceramics plein airs are held at the premises of Kosiv Institute;
- in 2014 the festival "Malovanyj dzbanyk" was established with the purpose to promote the Element and motivate an individual creativity. A constantly renewed database of masters was created; 

- museums of Ukraine, which have collections of Kosiv artefacts, update expositions, invite masters to demonstrate the living Element;

- the design of the architectural structure "Dzban" was developed for Kosiv community. The aim of the project is educational work, attracting the attention to the Element, as well as to the intangible cultural heritage of Ukraine;

- in 2017, the company "Hutsul Sweets" developed promotional package products with the elements of the ornament of Kosiv painted ceramics;

- in the framework of formal and informal education Kosiv Institute provides a complete technological cycle of the Element for studing and practicing; introduces master classes for adults and children.

	- The researchers from Kosiv Institute, Kyiv National University of Culture and Arts have conducted a research, created electronic catalogs of masters and published the monograph "Kosiv painted ceramics as a phenomenon of Ukrainian culture".

- The theoretical and practical course "ceramics" was designed in 2016 on the basis of Kuty Art School in order to revive the Element in the village of Kuty.

- Since 2016, Kosiv District Council and Kosiv Regional State Administration finance the festival "Malovanyj dzbanyk".

- In 2015 the regional "Tourism Development Program for 2016-2017" was approved. The attention is focused on the promotion of the Element.

- Several films have been created on the initiative and with the financial support of Kosiv town council.

- On September 19, 2017, the district program "Development and protection of Kosiv painted ceramics for 2018-2021" was approved.

- By the decision of Verbovets village council (2017) 0.6 hectares of land for construction of the cultural and artistic center "Dzban" has been allocated with a space for ceramic workshops, exhibitions, seminars and attracting the attention of the society to the Element as well as the intangible cultural heritage of Ukraine and the world.

- In 2017, the National Bank of Ukraine in the series "Ukrainian Heritage" issued two festive coins in denominations of 5 and 10 hryvnias with Kosiv painting, acknowledging the painted Kosiv ceramics as one of the outstanding phenomenon of spiritual culture of Ukraine.

Local authorities form an unified policy for the protection of the Element, which is realized through the joint Program for the development and protection of Kosiv painted ceramics for 2018-2021 years, approved by Kosiv District Council on the 19th  September, 2017, No. 133 (24 000 USD).

One of the main directions of the Program is education, aimed at providing the heredity of generations of masters. In particular:

2018-2021: 

- conducting seminars, lectures, working out the curriculum documents by the Department of culture of Kosiv District State Administration (hereinafter - DSA), experts and scientists.

- assistance to educational institutions in reviving the traditions of painted ceramics, buying of technological equipment (Department of Culture of Kosiv DSA, village councils, Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna", 1560 USD). 

- support to the annual festival "Malovanyj dzbanyk" in order to give boost to the social cohesion and carriers' creativity.
- particular emphasis is placed on research, monitoring and information work (Department of Culture of the DSA fund, Kosiv Town Council, Verbovets and Smodna village councils, 10200 USD).

- database update. The publication of the monograph "Kosiv painted ceramics (Historical aspect)" (1930 USD).

- in order to encourage and raise the value of the creative personality Kosiv District Council established the Prize of Oleksa Bakhmatyuk (Kosiv DSA, village councils, 1500 USD; Department of Culture, regional media; 740 USD).

	"The program of developing the Intangible Cultural Heritage for 2018-2021" will be implemented in close cooperation between the local authorities: Kosiv Town Council, Kosiv District State Administration, Kosiv District Council, Verbovets and Smodna village councils. These authorities assume financial participation in the realization of the Program activities and also in supporting the local community initiatives, in particular according to the proposed action plan for the protection of the Element.

The coordination of the realization of the proposed measures for the protection of the Element and monitoring the implementation will be done by the Department of Culture of Kosiv District State Administration in cooperation with the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna".

The financial and organization-methodological assistance will be provided by the local authorities according to their annual action plans and development programs, including "The Program of Tourism Development for 2016-2020 " approved by the resolution of Kosiv District Council, on the 24th of December 2015 and the Program of development and protection of Kosiv painted ceramics for 2018 - 2021 years. The research will be done at the expense of local budgets and costs of the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine which are planned to be given to the institutions for the research activities. For the realization of the activities to promote the Element and to increase the awareness of the society the funds of the Ministry of culture of Ukraine will be involved according to the annual Program of supporting NGOs initiatives.

	The proposed plan of measures for the protection of the Element is the result of broad discussions in this area between the carriers, public organizations and local communities that participated in seminars, sessions of district and local councils, festivals, symposia, etc.

- The carriers of the Element are involved in almost all events. For example, the program of the festival "Malovanyj dzbanyk" is constructed in such a way that masters are its main participants.

- The masters conduct excursions and workshops in the routes and promote the Element among the local communities and the world community.

- Carriers of the Element are directly involved in the organization and participation in regional, Ukrainian and foreign exhibitions of works of the painted ceramics.

- Some masters and their families are the authors of catalogs of their creativity (M. Grinyuk, O.Chornyi, I. Kozak, O. Beisyuk, Trots family and others.

- Masters are particularly involved in educational work, in formal and informal education among young people and the community. They are invited to schools for educational activities to raise awareness of the Element among the local youth.

	In 2012, the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine together with Ivano-Frankivsk Regional State Administration and the Department of Culture of Kosiv District State Administration initiated the preparation of the Nomination dossier "Kosiv ceramics as a traditional craft of the Carpathian region." The Element was included to the List of Intangible cultural heritage of Ukraine.

The representatives of the creative community among the masters of the creative center of Kosiv regional organization of the National Union of Artists of Ukraine, the Regional public organization "Heritage of Hutsulshchyna", the National Museum of Folk Art of Hutsulshchyna and Pokuttya named after Josaphat Kobrynskyi are actively involved in the preparatory process since 2013. They confirmed their participation in the Element protection measures by sending the letters to the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine.

The carriers expressed their interest in participating in the preparation of the dossier and developing a plan of measures for the protection of the Element.

In 2014 the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna" took the mission to be the moderator in the preparation of the dossier of the Element together with the Department of Culture of Kosiv District State Administration. During the festival "Malovanyi dzbanyk", a community meeting was held where the carriers agreed to support the inclusion of the Element to the Representative list.

The Fund also initiated the updating of the inventory card of the Element in the National list, according to the new form which was established by the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine in 2014. 

Information about the process of preparing of the dossier was spread through the media (television and newspapers), the reports and video materials about the Element, the creativity of the artists and an educational workshop were prepared by the media. The festival "Malovanyi dzbanyk" (2014-2016) and the interviews with artists, experts, authority representatives, who stated the importance of the Element and expressed proposals for including it to the Representative list were broadcasted on TV.

During 2014-2016 several meetings were held with the carriers, local authorities, scientists, cultural workers, experts, in order to discuss the key point - the preservation and the development of the Element, the measures for protection and support by the authorities.

In January 2015 on the initiative of the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna" and the National Museum of Folk Art of Hutsulshchyna and Pokuttia a seminar "International Cooperation and the Convention on the Protection of ICH" was held, in which the Element carriers, experts, scholars, museum workers and the representatives of the authorities took part. The need to protect Kosiv painted ceramics under the protection of UNESCO was discussed.

In July 2016 Kosiv Town Council together with the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna" initiated a round table with the local authorities, the carriers, the representatives of NGOs, cultural institutions, which confirmed the readiness of all participants to work together in order to include the Element to the Representative List.

	The keen interest in the preparation for the enlisting the Element to the Representative List has been shown by the carriers. Therefore, it were they who agreed to include the Element in the Representative List. In 2014 during the festival "Malovanyi dzbanyk" a community meeting was held when the text of the statement was drawn up and signed by everyone (alltogether 34 persons, including 19 women and 15 men). The Head of the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna", Mariia Gryniuk, as the moderator of the festival and as one of the carriers was instructed to print a text with a list of names of carriers - participants of the meeting.

In 2017 the masters who make tiles decided to give their agreement too, marking themselves as a separate group of masters in order to emphasize the value of endangerd of tile - making genre of Kosiv painted ceramics.

The letter of agreement was made by the tile-masters themselves. The initiator was the Tulains family from Kosiv. All data, family-names and signatures were written by themselves. Among the signatories there are representatives of three families who work in Kosiv and the village of Staryi Kosiv. The letter was signed by 9 people. These are 5 men who make tiles and 4 women who color tiles. They instructed the chairman of the Fund, Mariia Gryniuk, to attach a letter of consent to the Nomination Dossier. (letters are attached)

On November 7, 2014, by order of the Ministry of Culture № 951 a new form of registration card was approved for the Element NCH. On June 25, 2016, the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna" updated the Inventory Card of the Element.

The information about the Element was collected in 2011 by the Department of Culture of the Kosiv District State Administration. Then a wider information was collected by the Fund "Authentic of Hutsulshchyna" together with the carriers. It was resulted in an updated and expanded database of masters, families, dynasties of Kosiv painted ceramics, which is more than 70 persons. So, men are almost equal in number to women, because most of the masters work by families. As a result of identification, the geographical location, the zone of living and vital activity of the Element were determined.

Support (in the form of letters) for the inclusion of the Element in the National List was provided by a number of non-governmental organizations: Kosiv Society "Hutsulshchyna", NGO "Heritage of Hutsulshchyna", Kosiv Regional Organization of the National Union of Artists of Ukraine.
