5.  A. Names of communities, groups and individuals concerned with the elemen.

Most population of Kazakhstan represents the bearers and practitioners of the element. NGO's
like National Togyzkumalak Federation, Togyzkumalak Federation of Astana City play active
role in safeguarding the element.

B. Participation of communities, groups and individuals in inventorying
For the purpose of inventorying the element and its inclusion in the National ICH Register the
following activities have been carried out by the members of the Committee:
. Meetings of the National Committee on the Safeguarding of ICH in 2012-2013 (protocols
of 1,2,3,4,5 meetings). -
. Field expedions organized by the Folk Laboratory named after Korkyt Ata, Kazakh -

Bator in Mongolia in 2012; c) joint expedition with Turksoy in Karagandy region, central
Kazakhstan in 2012; d) organized with the support of UNESCO Cluster Office in Almaty
expedition of the National ICH Committee to the South Kazakhstan (Shymkent, Turkestan, Arys,
Sary Agash, Kazygurt); ¢) organized with support of ICHCAP expedition to East Kazakhstan
region (Oskemen, Semey, Aayagoz, Abay, Tarbagatay, Kurshim, Zaisan, Aqsuat, Shubartau,
Zharman, Kainar, Shygys, Zaisan, Kokpekty, Katonkaragay).
. Ethno-folk and inventory-making expeditions of ICH Committee members, researachers
of Kazakh National University of Arts, State Conservatory named after Kurmangazy, Institute of
Literature and Art Studies named after M.Auezov and other regional universities and insititutions
in the framework of «Madeni Mura» (Cultural Heritage) state program in 2004-2011. Materials
collected in the course of expeditions have been published in scientific journals, «Madeni Muray
online database, music anthologies. Inventory cars of the bearers and practitioners, audio recors
and other research findings are stored in the archives of the abovementioned institutions.

6. Description of the element.

Archaelogic findings of Togyzkumalak early drawings and stone boards found in different
regions of Kazakhstan signify ancient roots of the game. During Soviet government the game
was banned for 25 years till 1943. Later in 1960’s with the attempts of Kazakh intelligencia
M.Auezov, K.Kuanyshbayev and K.Kauketaev Togyzkumalak started to revive. Only after
gaining independence in 1991 the game became widely practiced and popular again.

Often called “shepherds’ algebra” the game Togyzkumala (nine stones) is centered on
number 9, considered sacral by Turkic people. It could equally be played indoors with a carved
board and stones or outdoors by digging holes in the ground and using natural stones.



Classic game is played by two players on a rectangular board, with two sets of 9 oblong
holes (“otau”) confronting each other and two big collector holes in the middle (“kazan” -
cauldron). Each hole is named from left to right (1 — “art”, 2 — “tekturmas”, 3 — “atotpes”, 4 —
“atsyratar”, 5 — “bel”, 6 — “belbasar”, 7 — “qandyaqpan’, 8 — “kokmoin” and 9 — “mandai”).
A set of 81 stones (“kumalak™) is given to each player and spread by 9 in each hole.

The game is played in turns by shifting stones and collecting them into the cauldron. The
first player takes 8 out of 9 stones from one of his holes and drops one by one in each successive
hole counterclockwise aiming to drop the last one in the opponent’s hole. If the number of stones
is even, they are transferred to that player’s cauldron. Each player has a right for “tuzdyq” — first
hole to have 3 stones in it. Every stone falling into “tuzdyq” is transferred to the cauldron of the
player on whose side it is located. The game is played until one of the players collects more than
81 stones in his/her cauldron (win) or until both collect 81 stones (draw). One game party can
last up to 4-5 hours.

7. Modes of transmission

Knowledge and skills related to the game are transmitted from generation to genearation through
nonformal education by observation and inclusion and as extracurricular sports activities and
courses in schools and universities.
