MIT App inventor: MIT App Inventor allows users to develop App on Android 
through an user friendly drag-and-drop mechanism.

Coderdojo: Coderdojo offers great resources to learn different programming lan-
guages. Its community of coders also offer in-person, free, training: one of those 
might be next to you!

Scratch: a great tool to introduce children 8+ to create games, animations and their 
own interactive stories. Scratch encourages creative thinking, collaboration and fun!

Code.org: A great multilingual tool, adapted for different levels, that teachers and 
students alike can use to create new projects. It also offers “unplugged activities”, to 
teach coding skills -without a computer.
