In Dolina, the Spring Procession faces similar risks to Srecha, but the State does not seem to be very concerned about safeguarding the intangible cultural heritage since it has not yet ratified the Intangible Heritage Convention.

	Spring (Hana) Procession in Zabra is an example of ancient folklore that is never changing and endlessly repeated over the centuries. The townspeople of Zabra speak of Hana with pride, especially the women who were once participants in the ceremony. They don’t know its authentic historical meaning, but research is being done to determine it. The oldest descriptions of Hana date from the sixteenth century CE. Attempts at its interpretation date from the late nineteenth century when researchers first became interested in the element. 

Hana was at first spontaneously organized within the community. Older girls who were participants in the ritual passed on the song and dance skills to younger girls, as they do today. In the early 1960s, however, Central Government suppressed many customs and traditions related to religious holidays and peasant life. The procession was not promoted by the Christian Church because Hana is of pre-Christian origin and girls were acting as boys.

The procession was revitalized in the 1980s, when researchers at the Provincial Museum in Bromzha started helping towns in the province to maintain their customs, and to present them on stage in an authentic way within the framework of amateur folklore, just like the folklore festivals did in the late 1940s. One of the researchers had even participated in a Hana Procession in her youth. Today the procession is performed regularly every year in its authentic form and is very popular with young and old alike.

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	The bearers of the practice are those ancient townspeople who speak to us through the singing and dancing of the young girls of Zabra. All members of the community are involved in this beautiful procession in different ways but the girls are the most striking. Thus it is that we can experience the folkloric past of this region, so wracked by conflict in recent times and now so peaceful and sunny in the springtime. Researchers constitute a special group too, a community of skilled people who transmit knowledge about the element through their written works, thus contributing to its safeguarding. 

In the town of Zabra in spring, on Whitsunday, girls dress up as princesses and knights and visit selected houses in different streets in the town to sing and dance to music for the householders. After they are provided with food and drinks in the yard by the householder, the procession goes to another house. On the next day – the second day of Whitsuntide – they visit a neighbouring town, Brymla. Finally there is a celebration of feasting and dancing in the town square of Zabra. The procession is coordinated by the Zabra Folklore Organization.

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	The best way of instructing the girls in their folklore is of course for them to learn the authentic versions of the Hana songs and dances soon to be published by the Provincial Museum in Bromzha. Specialists give instructions to the dancers who perform Hana dances (as part of their repertoire) at the annual folklore festival held in the summer holidays – the Summer Festival. In the hands of modern professionals, the Procession and all its accompanying songs and dances can be passed on from one class of specialists to the next at national and international festivals. Thus alone can one wipe away the cobwebs of the generations and peer clearly into the past. Soon the inhabitants of Zabra will be able to rightfully claim that they have the oldest dances of the country.

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have today for its community?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	The townspeople of Zabra don’t know its authentic historical meaning, but research is being done to determine it. Certain names used in the song seem to point at pre-Illyric fertility rites. The element is economically significant in attracting recent emigrants and tourists to the town, as people come to enjoy the procession or the Summer Festival. The added income enjoyed by local restaurants and hotels, sabre sellers, the church, the local zoo and taxi services far exceeds the expenditure on costumes and food for the festival performers. The Zabra community has welcomed ideas from the tourists on how to improve the Procession to make it more modern and appealing to outsiders. These changes are giving new social functions and meanings to the Procession in a modern world as the community waits for the authentic historical meaning to be established by the researchers. 
The preparation for the procession keeps the older women busy, as they select girls to participate in it, get the costumes ready and organize the food. Girls who participated in the procession the previous year keep busy by teaching younger girls the special Hana songs and dances.

	(v) Is there any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development?

	No, this is an innocent ritual that can be appreciated by young and old alike. In fact, the participation of tourists in all aspects of the Procession is an indication that this practice is compatible with international human rights and mutual respect.

	The element was revitalized by researchers in the 1980s. Many of the older townswomen still remembered performing it, and taught the younger women what to do. It is now performed every year and is – as stated above – very popular with young and old alike. Inscription of the element on the Representative List will further revitalize it because it will be more widely respected as having received the honour of being inscribed on the World Intangible Heritage List. Communities, groups and – if need be – individuals associated with similar processions elsewhere may wish to emulate the inhabitants of Zabra by reinforcing their ICH and giving it back its historical context.

	(vii) How can inscription encourage dialogue among communities, groups and individuals?

	Dialogue among communities, groups and individuals is important and the procession gives people in Zabra an opportunity to get together every spring, chat about any problems they are having and share their dreams and hopes for the year ahead. When the girls go to Brymla on the second day the dialogue is brought to an even wider level. Sometimes members from Dolina country who share the same practice come to join the Procession. Some members claim that the Zabra Procession lacks the original cultural meaning because it originated in Dolina. This results in tension as arguments about the origin of the element emerge, but with the inscription of the Hana Procession in Zabra, this problem will be resolved.

	The diversity and purity of the songs, the beauty of the girls, and the grandeur of the scenery around Zabra all help to create an impression of a very creative community that has lived here for centuries. One should emphasize, however, that Zabra people never showed a lack of respect for culture or for creative people.

Past and current efforts to safeguard the element

	(i) How is the viability of the element being ensured by the concerned communities, groups or, if applicable, individuals? What past and current initiatives have they taken in this regard?

	The Hana Procession in Zabra has been studied by folklore experts for some time. They helped revitalize it in the 1980s, when the procession was resumed on a regular basis in the community. In 2005, with the support of the State, more research was undertaken on the Hana Procession. A Summer Festival was organized to raise awareness about ICH in the Bromzha Province where Zabra is located. The festival includes the performances of up to six Hana groups from various towns in the province, alongside other traditional dances. These performances, authenticated by researchers, may slowly replace the less professional performances by girls in some of the villages and towns. The repertoire of songs performed at the festival is still limited, and some of the texts are historically incorrect, but the Provincial Museum in Bromzha will soon publish a textbook with the best song sheets for the organizers of the festival and the processions to follow. 
At present a proposal is under discussion in Zabra to allow boys to play the roles of the knights; according to the ethno-choreographer of the Provincial Museum this would probably be a reversion to the original practice. Some inhabitants of the town have protested against this proposal, but their view was rejected as unscientific by the ethno-choreographer. In any case, since some of the sabres were placed in the Provincial Museum, there are now usually no more than five knights performing in the Zabra procession. In its current state, the Procession is well appreciated by many and once inscribed on the Representative List, the Zabra community can be rest assured that the Hana Procession will be fully recognized internationally.

It is anticipated that the well-publicized safeguarding plan will attract funds from diverse sources to support its implementation as an important government project that is accepted by UNESCO.

	The element is currently viable, but inscription of the Hana Procession may unintentionally jeopardize the viability of the Summer Festival where Hana dances and songs are performed. The Zabra mayor – who has four daughters – actively supports the Whitsuntide Procession and the festival. The mayor has expressed concern that because of the economic recession that has affected the country, without efficient and widely supported measures, and without inscription, the public performances of the songs and dances in the festival will not attract as many people as before and the authorities will not be in a position to implement the plan. It is anticipated that inscription may attract a multitude of visitors from neighbouring countries and beyond and the community expects the State to use its authority to enforce law and order to protect this national treasure.

	In mid-2006 the procession was proclaimed as an element of the national cultural heritage of the country and the townspeople were very glad to have been recognized in this way. The participation of communities at that time was easily mobilized by the Mayor who is the government and people’s representative. He still has the authority to bring together the concerned community together and get them to participate in the nomination process. A few years later, the idea of nominating the Hana Masterpiece for UNESCO's List of World Intangible Heritage was announced in the local press. Schoolchildren were also informed about UNESCO and its Lists.
