	During 2014, Fundação INATEL integrated a national ICH working group, coordinated by UNESCO National Commission and composed by the other two Portuguese NGO accredited (Memoria lmaterial Cooperativa Cultural, CRL and CRIA – Centro em Rede de Investigação em Antropologia) and Direção-Geral do Património Cultural – DGPC, the institution responsible for developing the national policy concerning legal protection and definition and promotion of safeguarding methodologies and procedures for the intangible cultural heritage. The main objectives of these working group meetings are: to analyse the several requests presented, at national level, for registration in the inventory; to analyse the several requests presented, at national level, for inscription on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage and for Urgent Safeguarding; to define priorities and criteria concerning the elements presented and its consistency with the Convention; to create guidelines and checklist in Portuguese language, with simple but accurate information in order to help promoters and local agents to evaluate the relevance and consistency of their proposals in line with the Convention; to publicize the Urgent Safeguarding List and the Register of Best Safeguarding Practices as a way to promote and contribute for the replication of good practices; to promote educational actions and events, in mutual cooperation, in order to publicly raise awareness about intangible cultural heritage. Even if it is mainly composed by anthropologists, this working group has an interdisciplinary approach, in line with the different cultural and professional background of its members (governmental, academic and third sector).

	Since its accreditation as NGO, Fundação INATEL as worked actively in cooperation and partnership with UNESCO, through the Portuguese National Commission, in ICH projects whose main objective is to disseminate and raise public awareness to the Convention. In 2011 and 2013 INATEL promoted two seminars (“Living Traditions - Meeting on Intangible Cultural Heritage” and “Heritage as Identity - 10 Years of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage”) and during 2014 organized one public event, “Cidade das Tradições/City of Traditions”, and one project, “Arqueólogos do Imaterial/Archaeologists of the Intangible”, with the support and under the auspices of UNESCO National Commission. The project “Arqueólogos do Imaterial/Archaeologists of the Intangible” involved primary school and elementary school students and was developed in partnership with a public academic institution (network of researchers in anthropology) accredited as NGO, whose results were publicly exhibited in Lisbon. The main objective of this ongoing activity is to raise awareness of the measures for the safeguarding of ICH among juvenile and older population, promoting means of transmission of traditional knowledge among them. Fundação INATEL also promoted events and seminars in cooperation with Secretaria de Estado da Cultura and Secretaria de Estado do Turismo, stimulating dialogue between cultural and political agents that usually don’t meet, especially when considering ICH manifestations, and discussion of several up to date themes like: safeguarding of ICH as a participated management process; assessment of tangible and intangible benefits of big scale events as international festivals of folklore, of traditional music and dance.

	Fundação INATEL contributed to the preparation of nominations to the Urgent Safeguarding List (“Fabrico de chocalhos / Arte chocalheira / Industria de chocalhos”) and to the Representative List ("Fado, urban popular song of Portugal"; "Mediterranean diet"; “Cante Alentejano, polyphonic singing from Alentejo, southern Portugal”) supporting, accompanying, promoting and publicly raising attention to the importance of these cultural manifestations (and subsequent inscription) as a means to give empowerment to the communities involved and to bring cultural, social and economic development in a sustainable way, by safeguarding their intangible cultural heritage.

	Since its existence (1935) Fundação INATEL works in partnership with local and regional associations from all over the country, more than 1.000, which are engaged in the ethnographic data collection and registration, of amateur kind, with the aim of preserving Portuguese traditional life practices and expressions. These local associations are constituted by the communities and are our most important partners in the effort of safeguarding the intangible cultural heritage. INATEL supports these associations by providing them the means to pursue their activities, granting them institutional, financial, promotional, logistic support, and also promoting trainings and workshops dedicated to specific topics related with their activities, raising as well awareness to the importance of safeguarding their intangible cultural heritage. The regular activity of these associations includes: participation and/or organization of national and international folklore festivals and traditional dancing and singing displays, regional costumes exhibits, design and staging of traditional performance shows, organization of museum exhibitions, participation in cultural animations, construction of repertoires (of performing arts and musical nature) and documental archives, based on research and field work carried out among local population, that represent traditional cultural expressions valued by local population as an identity trace of their village/region. The mapping of these activities (including identification, definition and inventory) is an ongoing methodology of work in INATEL, closely undertaken in collaboration with local associations and the communities.

	One of the major INATEL training activities in the area of traditional culture is the Traditional Musical Instruments Classes, providing non-formal classes in different cities throughout the country, giving special value to the local transmission of knowledge and the sharing of ideas and experiences between young and old musicians and traditional players, between professional and amateur musicians, and between musicians with formal artistic background and with empirical artistic background. In 2013 INATEL promoted classes on Viola Beiroa (traditional guitar from the Beiras region), as a methodological step toward a wider revitalization project of this traditional musical instrument whose practice was at risk of disappearance. Also in the scope of this project, Fundação INATEL edited a manual on Viola Beiroa Method and supported the creation of Instrument Construction Workshops in Castelo Branco, during 2014, regenerating and revitalising the social function of this musical instrument, and stimulating the compromise of civil society on its safeguarding as a participated collective management process. In 2011, Fundação INATEL supported the publication dedicated do the ICH Convention, "Património Cultural Imaterial: Proposta de uma Metodologia de Inventariação". Fundação INATEL supported the recording and registration of the musical practices of Portuguese oral tradition prevailing in various regions of mainland Portugal and in the islands: the rarest and most relevant rhythms, the performance of amateur voices and talents in a unique concert. Fundação INATEL commissioned to Tiago Pereira the direction of "Intangible Symphony", a representative movie of the richness, diversity and unique value of the Portuguese intangible heritage.

	In 2013, INATEL organized with the institutional partnerships of Lisbon Municipality and Portuguese National Commission for UNESCO, the festival "Cidade das Tradições/City of Traditions" whose program featured ethnography, traditional folk music, folklore, pottery and embroidery, playing and construction of traditional instruments workshops, D. Roberto traditional puppet theatre, traditional games, handicraft and traditional gastronomy. "Cidade das Tradições/City of Traditions" was conceived has a way to enhance, give value and public recognition, visibility and knowledge to the folk and ethnographic groups and brass bands which are dedicated to the preservation and dissemination of arts and traditional cultural practices. In addition to monitoring, encouraging and supporting in a sustained way the work developed by amateur cultural associations and communities, INATEL intended to give recognition and prominence to artists, musicians, dancers, craftsmen and artisans, professionals and amateurs involved with us, on the daily mission of safeguarding the intangible cultural heritage. In 2014, "Cidade das Tradições/City of Traditions" was already a reference in the city of Lisbon and was focused on the Alentejo region, supporting, accompanying and sharing knowledge about the request for inscription of “Cante Alentejano” in UNESCO ICH Representative List. Fundação INATEL Video Contest has, since 2006, the objective of encouraging the production of short-feature films in video (sections of fiction or documentary), being since 2011 dedicated to the Intangible Heritage through the creation of a specific ICH Award, promoting the production of films on ICH and screening them publicly all over the country every year, hence promoting educational information to general public.

	Fundação INATEL is presently the only nationwide entity working regularly with local and regional associations, covering, accompanying and supporting ICH activities carried out all over the country since each capital region in Portugal holds one INATEL representation (presently, we work with 23 INATEL agencies). Specifically concerning our revitalization project of Viola Beiroa, a traditional guitar from the Beiras region, whose practice was at risk of disappearance (an ongoing project, implemented in 2012), it was a great opportunity to share locally, regionally and on a nationwide level the principles of the ICH safeguarding and to implement measures involving communities, academic researchers, musicians, municipalities, various entities of the third sector and local and national press, generating a participating process and a renovated interest on the terms of ICH Convention. Internationally, this project also raised great interest among Brazilian and Spanish musicians, players and researchers, because of similar traditional instruments played in these countries, reminiscent of Portuguese emigrants. Also, the project “Arqueólogos do Imaterial/Archaeologists of the Intangible” was carried out in various schools of the north, centre and south of the country, involving primary school and elementary school students and the communities holding specific knowledge about several ICH domains in partnership with a public academic institution and a private centre of primary and elementary schools present all over the country.

	INATEL Foundation develops, since its foundation, in 1935, a partnership work with local and regional associations from all over the country, committed to ethnographic data collection and registration, of amateur kind, with the aim to preserve Portuguese traditional rural and maritime life practices and manifestations. Traditional culture is one of the main areas of our cultural intervention which, in the more specific domain of ethnography and folklore, orients its activity through the objectives of promoting and valuing the knowledge and preservation of Portuguese traditional expressions and stimulating and giving social meaning to the work developed by ethnographic associations, the social agents actually responsible for the promotion of Portuguese intangible cultural heritage. Our activities are, preferably, addressed to these associate partners with the intention to contribute for the enrichment of their activity, of their methods of collection, registration, preservation and transmission and their diverse repertoires (traditional music and dance, work songs, regional costumes, “romarias”/pilgrimages, traditional balls and festivities, religious and ritual acts, arts and craftsmanship). More than 1.000 local and regional associations from all over the country are associated and work with INATEL, comprising folkloric dance groups, ethnographic associations, regional dance groups, traditional music schools, traditional singing and dancing groups, traditional singing and costumes groups, typical orchestras, lavradeiras groups, zés pereiras[big drums] groups, cavaquinhos[ukuleles]/bandolins[mandolins]/bombos[big drums] groups –  that have constructed a specific collection, of local and regional characteristics, composed by traditional instruments, regional costumes, documental archives, publications (of discographic, videographic and bibliographic nature) and ethnographic artefacts (sometimes even local museums).

	Fundação INATEL is an institution with eighty years of history and activity and is publicly and institutionally recognized as the leading national entity dedicated to the study, promotion, valorisation, recognition and financial support of traditional culture in Portugal since its foundation, assuming the mission of safeguarding and promoting intangible cultural heritage. It’s the only nationwide entity that supports all the cultural manifestations and practices, performing arts, theatre and music developed by non-profit and amateurs associations – including not only ethnographic and folkloric groups, but also musical associations, orchestras and philharmonics, amateur theatre groups, and several genres of traditional music and coral groups and ensembles. Our community and network is composed by approximately 2.600 collective members and, historically, Fundação INATEL has been the main supporter and sponsor of these activities. Our regular activity concerning the implementation of financial support programmes (presently, INATEL sponsors two kinds of programmes) is based on the evaluation of proposals (sent to our organization spontaneously) and on the evaluation of projects, activities and events requested by our community of cultural associations that require the fulfilment of programme regulations and also the filling of an application. 	Fundação INATEL also holds the Presidency and Secretariat of the Portuguese National Section of CIOFF® (a NGO accredited to the ICH UNESCO Convention), participating in CIOFF® international meetings and promoting cultural exchange between CIOFF® National Sections. CIOFF®Portugal is a cultural association composed mainly by festival’s organizers and folklore groups, but neither of this entities has conditions – neither financial conditions nor logistic or organizational conditions – to develop an adequate administrative work in order to be up to date and to communicate in proper conditions with the CIOFF® organization at an international level. So it is in INATEL Foundation that we base the headquarters of CIOFF® Portugal, regularly exchanging information with the National Sections and Working Committees of CIOFF®, on behalf of the Portuguese National Section of CIOFF®. Regularly, we translate from English or French to Portuguese several recommendations, programmes, obligations, and summary project and requests to our CIOFF® members, maintaining a fluid communication at a national and international level. Three members of INATEL Cultural Department demonstrate very good command of English and French.
