Strucny vYtah z nominacniho dokumentu: 

Popis statku: 
ceske loutkarstvr pi'edstavuje nehmotny kulturni statek - v cestine provozovane loutkove 
divadlo ve vsech svych historickych podobach a rozmanitYch projevech. Ve shode 
s Umluvou o zachovani nematerialniho kulturniho dedictvi je mozne je povazovat za jev 
lidoveho interpretacniho umeni. Za celou dobu sve existence je uznavano jako vyznamny 
kulturni a spolecensky fenomen. Tento puvodne umely produkt kocovnych loutkai'u, ktei'i k 
nam pi'ichazeli ze zahranici, se v ceskem prosti'edi rozsii'il od poloviny 18. stoleti do te miry, 
ze se cesti marionetai'i, hrajici v matei'skem jazyce, stali soucasti narodne uvedomovaciho 
procesu. Pozdeji dokonce pi'ispeli k formovani obcanske spolecnosti. Loutkove divadlo je v 
ceskem prosti'edi neodmyslitelne spojeno take s profesionalni i lidovou vYfvarnou tvorbou 
(i'ezba, omalovani, kostymovani loutek, malba dekoraci). Pro masove rozsii'eni statku u nas 
vznikly mimoi'adne podminky od poloviny 19. stoleti, fenomenem se stale tzv. rodinne loutkove 
divadlo. Od tohoto okamziku se loutkove divadlo rozviji kontinualne, pi'edava se generacne, a 
to ve dvou rovinach. Jednak jako interpretacni umeni, ktere jeho tvurci diky mnoha 
osobnostem dovedli do svebytneho umeleckeho druhu, jednak jako percepce. 

Ceska tradice loutkoveho divadla se projevuje ve dvou vzajemne se ovlivnujicich a 
prostupujicich liniich - lidove (amaterske loutkai'stvi ve vsech aspektech) a profesionalni 
(statutarni divadla, nezavisle sceny, s61iste, caste i kocujici).

Take v 
soucasnosti se statek vyskytuje v cele Ceske republice. Nejintenzivneji je rozvijen zvlaste ve 
vychodn ich Cechach , v Praze, v jihozapadnich Cechach, Osteckem a Libereckem kraji a na 
Morave - jak dokladaji jednotlive kapitoly nominacniho protokolu.

Ustanovenfm tzv. divadelnfho zakona z roku 1948 se amaterske soubory musely zaclenit do 
ramce spolecenskych organizacf a nektei'f z potomku kocovnych loutkai'u se pak stali cleny 
profesionalnfch loutkovych seen. 

I kdyz mluvfme o ti'ech yYvojovych etapach, je naprosto zi'ejma kontinuita tohoto divadeln fho 
fenomenu, jak se projevuje ve vztahu k loutce, v i'ezbai'ske tradici i v inspiraci stoletou 
inscenacnf zkusenostf tradicnfch loutkai'u. 

Taxonomicke zarazeni statku: 
Geske loutkai'stvr je zivou soucastr ceske kultury, kterou obohacuje jednak jako svebytny druh 
umenf - divadla, jehoz zakladnim vymezujicfm prvkem je loutka animovana hercem 
zastupujicim dramatickou postavu, jednak jako zive umeni nabizene detem i dospelym 
v ramci vei'ejnych kulturnich sluzeb. V tomto smyslu plni socialni i kulturni funkci. Jeho 
autenticita vyplyva z kontinuity a jeho rozsffeni po celem uzemf CR.

A brief excerpt from the nomination document: 

Description of the Element: 
Czech puppetry constitutes an intangible cultural element: puppet theatre performed in the 
Czech language in all its historical forms and diverse manifestations. In accordance with the 
Convention for the Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage, it can be considered as a 
phenomenon of folk performing art. During its entire existence, it has been recognized as an 
important cultural and social phenomenon. From the middle of the 18th century, this originally 
artificial product of strolling puppeteers who used to come here from abroad spread in the 
Czech environment to such an extent that Czech marionetteers, performing it their mother 
tongue, became part of the national awakening process. At a later stage, they even contributed 
to shaping the civil society. In the Czech environment, puppet theatre is also inextricably linked 
to both professional and folk visual art creation (wood carving, puppet painting and costume 
making, scenery painting). Exceptional conditions for mass propagation of the element in our 
country appeared since the middle of 19th century. The "Family Puppet Theatre" became a 
phenomenon. From then on, puppet theatre has been subject to continuous development. It is 
passed on from one generation to another at two levels: As a performing art, which became 
an independent type of art thanks to numerous personalities of its creators, as well as a 
perception. 

The Czech puppet theatre tradition manifests itself in two interacting and overlapping lines -
the folk theatre (amateur puppetry in all its aspects) and the professional theatre (municipal 
and state theatres, independent theatres, soloists, often even travelling soloists). 

Geographical location of the incidence of the Element: 
The first mentions of a broader regional stratification of puppetry in the Czech Lands date back 
to the middle of the 18th century and it has since spread throughout the entire territory of 
Bohemia, Moravia and Silesia. Also at present the element exists in the entire Czech Republic. 
Most intensively, it is developed in eastern Bohemia, Prague, in southwestern Bohemia, in the 
Ustf and Liberec Regions and in Moravia - as evidenced by individual chapters of the 
nomination protocol. 



Identification of the bearers of the Element: 
The bearers of the element include legal entities: Selected puppet theatre troupes in the Czech 
Republic (civic associations, contributory organisations, public service organisations and 
business entities). The bearers of the element (49) of the entities which gave their consent to 
the proposal to inscribe the element on the list constitute representative entities of the element 
and they guarantee the safeguarding of its historical, social and cultural identity, see:

The beginning of the development of puppet theatre in Bohemia and Moravia dates back to 
the second half of the 18th century. Its major development took place at the turn of the 18th 
century, when the production style of the travelling marionetteers and the base of their 
repertoire was gradually stabilised. Traditional marionetteers have essentially retained this 
typical style and repertoire until the middle of the 20th century. 

However, already at the end of the 19th century, there comes a new developmental stage, 
wh ich is characterized by the activity of amateur puppeteers. 

The third developmental stage is associated with the social and cultural changes after World 
War II. After the promulgation of the Theatre Act of 1948, amateur ensembles were forced to 
join the framework of social organisations and some of the descendants of the travelling 
puppeteers then became members of professional puppet theatres. After this act was 
repealed after 1989, the freedom of action of puppet ensembles was fully restored, which has 
been greatly taken advantage of by amateur puppeteer troupes, among others. 

Even if three stages of development are mentioned, the continuity of this theatrical 
phenomenon is absolutely obvious, as it is manifested in the relation to the puppet, in the 
carving tradition and in the inspiration by the century-long staging experience of traditional 
puppeteers. 

Taxonomic Status of the Element: 
Czech puppetry is a living part of Czech culture, which it enriches as an independent type of 
performing art: theatre offered to children and adults in the context of public cultural services, 
whose primary defining element consists in a puppet animated by an actor. In this sense, it 
has both a social and a cultural function. 

The element is passed on from one generation to another, as evidenced by the continuity of 
the activity of a number of ensembles. Its authenticity follows from this generational continuity 
and, at the same time, from the distribution of the element within the entire territory of the 
Czech Republic. It is highly representative in terms of the historical, social and cultural identity 
of the Czech Republic.
