The year of 2020 for our country was even more challenging politically due to
the parliamentary elections held on October 4, but not successfully, following that on
October 16, 2020, the former President of the Kyrgyz Republic officially resigned
and the result of the elections canceled by the election commission.

Transfer of power took place in the Kyrgyz Republic, peacefully and in
accordance with the current legislation the re- elections to parliament will take place
in the next year. Snap elections of the post of the President of the Kyrgyz Republic
are called for January 10, 2021.

The Kyrgyz Republic expresses gratitude to the entire international community,
partners and international organizations, including UNESCO, for the support during
the COVID-19 pandemic.

The recent events once again confirm that the freedom, accountability and rule
of law are the basics in a path of democracy and will continue its development in
accordance with these principles, protecting and promoting of the universal human
rights.

The Kyrgyz Republic declares that it remains fully committed to all of its
international obligations and strict implementation of all previously signed bilateral
and multilateral treaties and agreements.
