To name some of them: Tapis Plein, Centrum voor Agrarische Geschiedenis, Heemkunde Vlaanderen, LECA (Volkskunde Vlaanderen vzw), Firmament vzw,  Het Huis van Alijn, Openluchtmuseum Bokrijk, Resonant. Most of them are recognized as UNESCO-accredited NGOs.

Sportimonium has itself, together with the Flemish gorvernment and Faro, Flemish interface centre for cultural heritage, prepared a proposal file for nomination to the list of Best Safeguarding Practices, namely "A programme to cultivate ludodiversity: the safeguarding of traditional games in Flanders". It was approved and added to the list by decision of the Unesco Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of Intangible Heritage (Bali - Indonesia, November 2011).

Sportimonium had an advisory role in the preparation of the national application file on Falconry and subsequently also in the preparation of the international file (United Arab Emirates, Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, France, Hungary, Republic of Korea, Mongolia, Morocco, Qatar, Saudi Arabia, Spain and Syrian Arab Republic) "Falconry, a living human heritage" for nomination to the Representative List. It was approved and added to the list by decision of Unesco Intergovernmental Committee for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Heritage, Paris - France, December 2012).

Sportimonium had a meeting (December 2013) with the Confédération des Jeux et Sports Traditionnels de Bretagne (Falsab, France) in preparation of a possible application by Falsab for nomination in the list of Best Safeguarding Practices.

	Sportimonium draws national and international attention to traditional games and sports as a form of important intangible cultural heritage. It all started with an extensive research programme (inventory, research, collecting documentation) in 1973 at the Katholieke Universiteit Leuven (Flemish Folk Games Files - prof. dr. Roland Renson). Through the years a torough survey was made of the traditional game culture all over the Flanders and a specialized library was created to document the many traditional sports and games still practised. In the absence of written information, it was necessary to act as participant observator and to go to the clubs themselves and to interview the practioners on the spot in order to gather information on equipment, playing rules, traditions, special language, gender issues, … .

	Staff members regularly give lectures on intangible cultural and how it was put into practice by Sportimonium, on the one hand to inform the general public about the richness of the games traditions (of adults) and on the other hand to stress the importance of intangible heritage. For the same purpose numerous publications have been published. Other publications were meant to dessiminate the results of the scientific research carried out by Sportimonium in collaboration with the universities. 

Sportimonium co-organizes seminars on intangible cultural heritage, mainly in the context of traditional sports and games but with special and broader issues as for instance intangible cultural heritage where animals are involved.
Sportimonium helps, when sports and traditional games are involved, the concerned communities (on a Flemish level) to prepare a dossier for nomination on the national list of intangible cultural heritage, if they want so.

Staff members regularly participate in congresses seminars and festivals abroad, not only in Europe but also in other continents (Brazil, India, Iran, South-Korea, Taiwan, Thailand, …).

Sportimonium is an active member in international networks. It was co-founder of the European Traditional Sports and Games Association (2001) which was at its turn founder of the International Sports and Games Association (2009, members from Africa, Asia, Europe and South America.) A Sportimonium staff member is still member of the board of directors of both organizations. The main goal of these two institutions is the safeguarding of traditional sports and games and for both the Convention of 2003 is an important instrument and guideline. They foster their members to apply for the national lists and to pay attention to good safeguarding principles and to exchange their experiences.
