	SNKI is a national organization for communities of kris enthusiasts gathered togther in associations called pagyuban, traditional workshops called sanggar and institutions of kris culture all over Indonesia. SNKI was established based upon a mandate contained in the nomination file of Indonesian Kris to UNESCO. SNKI was established on 12th March 2006 in Yogyakarta, witnessed by represenatatives of the Ministry of Education and Culture. 
SNKI has encouraged kris organizations in Indonesia to become registered as legal entities by Deed of Notary Public and Decree of the Ministry of Law and Human Rights. These organizations are registered and receive certificiates of association under SNKI. SNKI is a vehicle mutually agreed upon to manifest the vision and mission of safeguarding kris cultural heritage. of Nusantara (Indonesia) within the corridor of its values. For manifesting this vision and increase public awareness, in 2016 it was agreed to propose to the Government 19th April as National Kris Day.  
SNKI has played an active role in creating kris studies at ISI Surakarta (Indonesian Institute of Arts) in 2012. Furthermore, SNKI joined in the creation of the Nusantara Kris Museum in Solo City in 2017. SNKI has been directly involved in creating an institution for professional certification in the field of kris, and now has five assessors. SNKI has given annual awards to experts and activists in the field of kris through the SNKI Award since 2016. SNKI has conducted researdh and published books and catalogues on kris culture, including Minangkabau Kris and Lombok Kris.

	SNKI along with the National Museum has carried out documentation of historic krises to be published as a book. SNKI has collaborated with local museums to inventory and document their kris collections. In collaboration with ISI Surakarta (Indonesian Arts Institute), SNKI was directly involved in designing and executing the Kerisfest (Keris Festival) at ISI Surakarta. 
In collaboration with Neka Art Museum, SNKI has carried out research and documentation of Balinese kris. In collaboration with Museum NTB (Western Nusatenggara Museum), SNKI has carried out documentation and published a book on Lombok Kris. 

SNKI collaborated with MURI Foundation (Indonesian Museum of Records) to break the national and international record  with an exhibition of 1000 krises and for the First Proposal for a National Kris Day.

SNKI has collaborated with Slonding Foundation in Bali to document and duplicate lontar (palm leaf manuscripts) with content regarding kris. 

SNKI has collaborated with the Indonesian People's Representative Council (Parliament) to hold a thematic exhibition on krises of Nusantara (Indonesia) every year. SNKI is represented on the National ICH Committee of the Ministry of Education and Culture as Secretary of the Committee.

	SNKI was part of the team formed by the Ministry of Education and Culture which drafted the report on implementation of the 2003 Convention by the Republic of Indonesia to UNESCO, which was presented on 15/12/2013 and reviewed by the Committee in 2014. This is because Indonesian Kris had been proclaimed a Masterpiece of the Oral and Intangible Heritage of Humanity in 2005 and subsequently inscribed on the Represenative List of the Intangible Cutlural Heritage of Humanity at the 3.COM Meeting of the IGC in Istanbul in 2008. 

SNKI will certainly be involved as part of the team which will draft the next report of the Republic of Indonesia to UNESCO in 2020.

	It was the founders of SNKI who later became the Governing Board of SNKI during its first period (2006-2011) who drafted the nomination file of Indonesian Kris as a Masterpiece of the Oral and Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity in 2004-2005. Subsequently Indonesian Kris was inscribed on the Represenative List of Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity in 2008 along with the other former masterpieces. Establishment of SNKI was one of the items of the safeguarding action plan for Indonesian Kris contained in the nomination file. One of the paragraphs in the Declaration founding SNKI was that SNKI would be responsible for carrying out the safeguarding action plan of Indonesian Kris. Since its founding, SNKI has been responsible for safeguarding and development of the cultural heritage of Indonesian kris. 

Personnel ffrom SNKI have been involved in drafting the following nomination files from Indonesia: Batik Indonesia (2008-2009); Angklung Indonesia (2009-2010); Saman Dance (2010-2011); Noken  Multifunctional Knotted and Woven Bag Handcraft of the People of Papua (2011-2012); 3 Genres of Traditional Dance of Bali (2010-2015). Personnel from SNKI have also been involved in giving suggestions for the revision of files by fellow State Parties, including Vietnam, Kyrgz Republic, etc. 
Some members of SNKI Governing Board will be involved in the teams drafting future nominations of Indonesia.

	The kris organizations and community are placed in the forefront in development and safeguarding of kris cultural hertaige. In every activity organized by SNKI, the widest possible opportunity is given for participation by kris groups and communities. Examples include the proposal for National Kris Day, SNKI Awards to kris experts, establishment of museums, etc. 

Besides this, SNKI Membership Cards have been issued as a legal protection for kris community members who are carrying kris and conducting activities related to kris. A directory has been prepared of activities of kris communities on a national scale, based on the activities of kris groups and communities on a local scale and on information from regional coordinators of SNKI.SNKI has represented kris communities in activites on a national scale in collaboration with the Government. Examples include "Kris Goes to School", "Kris Goes to Campus", and collaboration with schools and universities. 

SNKI brings together associations of kris enthusiasts and communities of kris lovers from all over Indonesia and even from abroad. SNKI was established by 15 paguyuban associations and kris museums in 2006. By the time of the 1st SNKI Congress in 2011, the organization had grown to 60 paguyuban associations. After the 2nd Congress in 2016, SNKI has grown to included 170 paguyuban associations which have been issued certifiicates of assocation, with a total membership of around 17,000 community members spead all over Indonesia..

	SNKI promotes the function of ICH especially kris by holding exhibitions, events of traditional customs, seminars and kris workshops, and encougagement of creative economy through kris exchange events all over Indonesia. On average, an event is held every 1 or 2 weeks thoughout the year. SNKI has prepared teaching materials which are used in schools, universities and places of non-formal education (ateliers and forges)

SNKI is active in advancing scientific and technical studies regarding kris at universities, including ISI Surakarta and ISI Yogyakarta. Such studies train young kris master craftspersons, both male and female, who later return to their various places of origin and carry on safeguarding and development of kris ICH. SNKI is active promomting recently crafted krises (tangguh kamahardikan), made by young craftspersons. SNKI has joined in education activities at high school level through Youth Scientific Works in kris culture, eg. at SMA Warga Surakarta Senior High School. 

General information regarding kris ICH is duplicated as books, catalogues, educational video films, photo albums and disseminated through social media and WA group. SNKI very much respects and joins in safeguarding the secrecy of kris ICH which is sacred and secret (kawruh ingkang sinengker) 
Paguyuban groups which are members of SNKI consist of kris communities in all 34 Provinces . Communities are always actively involved in events organized by SNKI, or in collaboration with other parties on local or national levels. SNKI maintains continuous contact with kris communities all over Indonesia through social media and WA groups.

	SNKI regularly (on average, weekly) and with full participatioin of groups and communities organizes exhibitions, workshops and seminars regarding kris ICH all over Indonesia, open for the general public and especially for students and youth. 

SNKI is involved in giving education and training in kris ICH at universities (ISI Surakarta, ISI Yogyakarta) and schools (Kris Goes to School), with participation of groups and local kris communities.

SNKI regularly organizes workshops to build capacity of kris groups and communities to safeuard, develop and utilize kris ICH.Such workshops are often held at the same time as kris exhibitions
SNKI assists transmission of kris ICH informally at kris attelier, by providing teaching materials and training by kris mastercraftspersons. Examples of some of these kris attelier include: Braja Buwono, Lingkar Kajian Keris, Padepokan Brojodiningrat, Paseban Kampung Budaya Sunda, etc
SNKI is involved in research to reveal historical places in relation to kris ICH. for example, collections of kris and other tosan aji at former royal palaces, temples, museums and provate collections.

	SNKI actively gives space amd movement for activitries to all its members organizations of commuities, which hold on average at least one activity per year, distributed over all 34 of Indonesia's Provinces. SNKI has 170 paguyuban associations of kris enthusiasts as its members. Thus there will be kris events on average every one or two weeks. 

Besides this, events organized directly by SNKI involving its members and communities are held at least once in a year, in connection with National Kris Day. On the international scale, collaboration is developed at least once in a year. Among others, collaboration with the Sultanate of Selangor, Malaysia, Documentation with the Valkenkudne Museum in the Nehterlands, Workshop on the Technology of Creating Krises in Belgium, and Kris Education in Japan. SNKI encourages institutions to present souvenirs in the form of krises. For example, the Indonesian People's Represestative Council (Parliament) has presented krises to Ambassadors, and also in 2018 to the Director General of UNESCO.
Beginning in 2011 until the present, SNKI has often attended and made presentations regarding kris ICH at workshops and seminars organized by UNESCO Category 2 Centres, including  ICHCAP (Rep. Korea), CRIHAP (PRC), dan Tehran ICH Centre.

	Kris ICH touches all five ICH domains. Thus SNKI has experience working across several ICH domains. Members of SNKI are experienced in drafting and revising ICH nominations across ICH domains (See B.4 above) 

Before modern times, kris ICH was mostly transmitted orally. Much of kris terminology inventoried by SNKI is in local languages, such as Javanese, Madurese, Balinese, Minang, Sasak, etc. 
Kris is not a performing art. However, krises with certain characteristics are worn by wayang puppets and dancers in many kinds of performing arts, for example, wayang puppetry and wayang orang opera.
Kris is closely related to traditions and customs of many ethnic communities in Indonesia. for example, kris is an accessory to tradtional dress of many Indonesian ethnic commuknities. Kris is worn in marriage ceremonies. 

IKris science contains much knowledge about the materials used to make kris (iron, steel, pamor material) and also material for kris accessories such as the sheath or warangka and hilt (jejeran) (varieties of wood). The kris blade is considered to be a union of materials from the earth (iron and steel) and the sky (meteorite). 
Making of the kris blade and its accessories is an expertise in craftsmanship with a high artitistic value.

Kris organizations in various regions always present proposals to SNKI for collaboration for activities, both related to material and to facilities.
