	Through its innovative Community Cultural Initiatives (CCI) program, CTMD has worked in partnership with artists, educators and traditional arts advocates to conduct multi-year research, documentation and presentation programs in a number of New York City-based immigrant groups, including the Albanian, Arab, Dominican, Irish, Indo-Caribbean, Central Asian, Chinese, Phillipino, Peruvian, Soviet Jewish, Ukrainian, Mexican and West African communities.  While CCis are deeply grassroots and NY-based, they produce ripples that can extend nationally and even internationally.   In the 1970s, CTMD's project to document and present Jewish klezmer music helped spark a world-wide revival. In the 1980s, CTMD helped form the renowned all­ women's ensemble Cherish the Ladies which inspired huge interest amongst women across North America and even Ireland in performing Irish music (previously a male-dominated activity). In the 1990s, CTMD was the first organization to introduce Indian Bhangra music to the US.
And, in the few years, CCis have generated the first Mariachi academy on the East Coast as well as the first Peruvian music and dance school for youth in the US.
