Provisional Agenda

In the context of the implementation of the Global Action Programme on Education for Sustainable Development (ESD),
a pilot group of 250 schools of UNESCQO’s Associated Schools Network (ASPnet) from 25 countries will implement the
whole-institution approach to ESD, with a special focus on climate change. The objective of the project is to support
ASPnet schools in their efforts to reduce climate change by taking action at all school levels, and to empower young
people to play an active role in this process.

For schools to be able to engage most effectively in the project, UNESCO organises a training of trainers (ToT) for a
selected group of school facilitators and national project coordinators. Workshop participants will then be expected to
train their peers at country level and to act as mentors throughout the project.

Main expected outcomes:

e 26 facilitators (2 per country) and 13 national project coordinators are able to lead and facilitate the
implementation of the whole-institution approach to climate change in their respective schools, and to coordinate,
monitor and evaluate whole-institution action.

e 26 facilitators (2 per country) and 13 national project coordinators are competent and confident to organise and
deliver a peer training (to school facilitators) at national level.
