Note concerning item 12 of the provisional agenda:

Election of the members of the Intergovernmental Committee 
for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage
	The General Assembly is responsible, as provided in Article 6.5 of the Convention, to ‘elect as many States Members of the Committee as required to fill vacancies’. In a letter of 4 June 2010, the Ambassador and Permanent Delegate of Zimbabwe informed the Director-General that Zimbabwe was resigning, with immediate effect, from the Committee. There is consequently a vacancy in the Committee and the General Assembly must elect another State Party to complete the unfinished mandate of Zimbabwe until 2012. 

Before filling the vacancy created by Zimbabwe’s resignation, the Assembly must first determine from which electoral group the seat shall be filled. In his letter, the Ambassador and Permanent Delegate of Zimbabwe recalled an agreement that had been reached between Electoral Group IV and Electoral Group V(a) at the time of the elections to the Committee during the 2nd session of the General Assembly, under which Zimbabwe would serve only two years of its term and the seat would then pass to Electoral Group IV.
