Exactly in Navruz it is possible to 
observe a cultural diversity and creativity of all people of the republic, and it 
promotes mutual respect of all people, their live in harmony and care for own 
cultural heritage. Navruz is celebrated in all makhallas of Uzbekistan and 
combines all main directions of ICH. 

Navruz is registered on the Representative List of the ICH of Humanity (2009) 
and since 2010 March 21 is declared by UN as the International Day ofNavruz.
