03.01.05. Palov culture and tradition 

Palov culture and tradion are widely spread over the whole territory of 
Uzbekistan and practiced in every family, mahalla, guzar, oshkhona and choykhona. 
The element is a centuries-old phenomena and its qui ntessence is based on its 
fu nction of strengthening the family and community customs and cu lture of close 
neighborhood. The element carries cultural and spiritual value and develops close ties 
among people. Moreover it contributes to strengthening of cultural communication 
between social groups and strata. 

The element accompanies people throughout their lifetime. The element exists 
in the ceremonies on all occasions including birth of a child (aq iqa oshi), circumcision 
of young boys (sunnat to'y oshi), matchmaking (fotiha to'yi oshi), marriage (qiz oshi , 
khotin oshi), wedding ceremony (nikoh oshi), for the friends of bridegroom after the 
wedding ceremony (kuyov oshi ), "beshikka sol ish" (putting the baby to a cradle) 
ceremony (beshik to 'y i oshi) and funeral (ehson oshi). 

Such pat1icular qualities as tolerance and hospitality retained since The Great 
Silk Road times to the present days make the basis of the element. 

The element shapes the sense of cu ltural identity and identities comm itment to 
the values. 

The Association of Cooks of Uzbekistan and International Center of Uzbek 
Culinary Art are established in order to safeguard the customs, trad itions and 
ceremonies re lated to Palov culture and tradition and they have been carrying out a 
series of works on safeguardi ng, advocacy and promotion. Viabil ity of the element 
will be secured via holding sc ientific and practical studies on the element and media 
coverage.
