That pursuant to current Fallero Regulations, resulting from the VIII General Fallero Congress and 
approved on 22 February 2002 by the Plenum of the City Council of Valencia, it is established that 
the General Assembly of Fallas Presidents, comprising all presidents of Fallas Commissions duly 
constituted and censused, is the maximum decision-making body of all Falleros and Falleras, 
imbued with the free will of all individual Falleros who are members of Fallas Commissions. 

Now therefore, in the General Assembly of the 26th day of January 2011, the President of the 
Central Fallas Board, in virtue of section 55.3 of the Falleros Regulations, hereby exercising his 
office of presiding the General Assembly of Fallas Presidents, informed and placed before all 
Fallas presidents for their approval the commencement of the necessary proceedings to achieve 
the application for the registration of the Cultural Space of the Valencian Fallas as Intangible World 
Heritage, which was approved by unanimous vote of all Fallas Presidents who in turn represented 
each and every one of the Fall eras and Fall eras of Valencia.

Minutes of the General Assembly of Fallas Presidents of 26 January 2011. 

Minutes of the General Assembly of Fallas Presidents of the central Fallas Board held in the 
Chambers of Valencia City Hall on 26 January 2011 under the presidency of Mr. Felix Crespo 
Hellfn and as secretary Mr. Alejandro Rodrfguez Pedret, and with the attendance of the Fallas as 
listed in the annex. 

At 22:45 hours, Mr President opens the session and firstly, within the first item on the agenda, 
approves the Minutes of the last Assembly by consent of all. 

SECOND POINT ON THE AGENDA: "Reeort from the President" 

Condolences. 

Mr. President expressed the condolences of all members of the Presidential Assembly to the family 
members of Manolo Niza, a member of the Central Fallas Board for over 26 years, serving 13 as 
First Vice-Secretary of the Fallas Board, and those of lndalecio Soriano, also a member of the 
Central Fallas Board for over 13 years, among other positions, such as President of the Altar of the 
Market, who passed away recently, leaving a significant gap in the world of the Fall as. 

Fallas Documentation 2011. 

Mr. President informed that in past month of December the deadline had arrived for delivering to 
the City Council of Valencia all Fallas Documentation 2011 for grants, street barriers, tents, 
fireworks zones, etc. and that there were still four Commissions (Murillo-Palomar; Espartero-G.V. 
Ram6n y Cajal; Casas de Barcena and Grup de Peixcadors de El Perellonet) who had not handed 
in their Documentation. 

He also stated that several Commissions had been given a warning, as although they had handed 
in their Documentation, these contained a series of formal defects, and that visits were now being 
made to those Commission who had alleged problems in zoning, either due to construction work or 
to the bicycle terminals of the city bikes Valenbisi. 

Honorary "Bunyols d'Or" Awards from the Central Fallas Board. 

Mr. Crespo informed that during the Plenum of the Central Fallas Board, the granting of the 
Honorary "Bunyol d'Or" Award of the Central Fallas Board (JCF) to the maintainers of the 
Exaltations of the Falleras Mayores of Valencia 2011, Mr. Enrique Garcfa Asensio and Ms. Marta 
Querol Benech, and that the granting of the Group "Bunyol d'Or" to the Falla of the Armed Forces 
was also approved in recognition of the many years during which this Falla has been extant. 

No Smoking Act. 

Mr. President informed that the Central Fallas Board is working on a report for an in-depth analysis 
of the new No Smoking Act published in the Official State Gazette (BOE) on 2 January 2011, 
explaining that all doubts being expressed to the Central Fallas Board will be included in said 
report for its subsequent submission to the Regional Government Ministry of Health and to the 
State Ministry of Health for consideration as to whether freedom is granted to Fallas Commissions 
to permit smoking inside their Fallas Casales, as these premises are non-for-profit associations 
with their own legal framework, and when said resolutions should be forthcoming from the 
Regional and National administrations, all Fallas associations shall receive this information. 

New Gambling Act. 
Mr. President informed the Assembly that the new Gambling Act may threaten the flexibility with 
which lottery shares are now sold, and with which many associations (Fallas, and other festive 
organizations, schools etc.) obtain key revenue for their funding. 



The text, in its preliminary phase, includes fines for organisations that issue said participations 
without the relevant permits. Nevertheless, the interpretation of several sections of said Act may 
suggest that cultural, sports and social associations and citizen bodies deriving finance from the 
intermediary and commercialisation activities for public gambling such as lotteries may no longer 
be considered part of the promotion and commercialisation of said promotions. There is also an 
additional stipulation that establishes exceptions to this rule, and that further information would be 
made available as and when the details of this new Act and how it might affect Fallas Commissions 
become known. 

Fallas Casal Regulations. 

Mr. Crespo commented that on 25 January the latest meeting dealing with the decree that 
regulates activities at Fallas Casals was held at the Council of Governance, indicating that the 
Decree is now fully drawn up and that it would see the light in February or March 2011, after almost 
two years of negotiations to regulate and balance out citizen rights to leisure and rest. lt was finally 
approved unanimously by the Valencian Federation of Municipalities and Provinces, Town 
Councils, Fallas Boards and Local Festivities Boards. 

Subsequently, it is the Town Councils which will specify the corresponding ordinances to regulate 
the activities of the Casals as type A and type B in respect of management and activities, as type C 
(free competition) activities are regulated under the Entertainment Act. 

He also commented that a Council of Traditional Festivities will be created, which will intervene 
between Festivity Headquarters and Neighbourhood Groups so as to duly avoid any kind of 
juridical conflict. The Decree also foresees voluntary membership in the Consumer Arbitration 
System and the term of one year for Town Councils to deliver their initial registrations for Festive 
Bodies. 

Mr. President also pointed out that it was a day for satisfaction for the whole Fallas world, because 
public and legal recognition has been given to traditional festivities as an important part of today's 
society, and the Decree recognises the fact that many people work throughout the year for 
preparing and promoting this festivity. 

UNESCO Declaration. 

Mr. Crespo informed that the Central Fallas Board wishes to ensure that the Fallas will be listed as 
Intangible Cultural World Heritage by the UNESCO, and that it is believed that there are sufficient 
grounds for having our festivity recognised as being unique in such a way. Meetings will begin this 
forthcoming 27 January at the Central Fallas Board headquarters, where the President and Vice­
President Jorge Guarro will be meeting with experts from the University of Valencia and the 
Valencia Polytechnic. 

Mr. Councillor affirmed that it would be a process lasting at least a year or two, because in the first 
place it was necessary to receive support documents from Town Councils, the Regional 
Government and other Official Bodies, and that later it would have to undergo a national selection 
process for various candidatures and then be elevated to the world level. 

Mr. President commented that information on the possibility of calibrating said possibility has 
already been gathered for quite some time now, and if the requirements as given by UNESCO are 
fulfilled, and once compliance had been proven, the procedural file would be initiated. The Fallas 
have a centuries-old tradition, large citizen participation and they are a unique artistic phenomenon 
arising in the Valencian people and reflected by our Fallas artists, and also thanks to the Fallas, 
traditions have been preserved, such as silkmaking and embroidery, using eighteenth-century 
looms and patterns that are still preserved, as well as oral traditions, literary manifestos (such as a 
prop6sits), among many other things. 

THIRD POINT ON THE AGENDA: "Motions and Queries" 



Mr. President opened the round of interventions, and taking the floor was the representative of 
Falla 45, who in reference to the new No Smoking Act, and seeing as he had called a General 
Meeting for the day after the General Assembly, asked exactly what he should tell his Commission, 
to which Mr. President answered that he should inform as announced previously under the 
corresponding point of the agenda in reference to the subject in question and that he would 
continue to inform on any new developments when answers would be forthcoming from the 
Regional Ministry and State Ministry in reference to the report being prepared by the Central Fallas 
Board. 

The Delegate from the El Carme neighbourhood section announced a motion in reference to the 
problems they were having in the Commissions in their Section, such as for example when parking 
their vehicles within the limits of their Fallas, for example to hold their General Meetings, and to the 
amount of traffic being produced in their neighbourhood where their Fallas were located, asking the 
Central Fallas Board for help in order to solve, at least in this respect, the problem of having had 
the entire Old Quarter of the city, and their neighbourhood El Carme, listed as an Acoustically 
Saturated Zone (A.S.Z.), and even stating that the Falleros, most of whom live in this 
neighbourhood, work to preserve the El Carme district and its conditioning factors. Mr. President 
answer by explaining the restrictions of the A.S.Z., such as closing times for businesses, traffic 
regulations, etc., which, despite being antipopular methods, were intended to regulate the well­
being of all residents in the zone and respect their rights to rest and sleep, but that in any case 
work was being done on the possibility of studying and taking into consideration the opinions of 
residents in the district, and that the Urban Planning Councillor had agreed to meet with them to 
discuss this situation. 

The representative of Falla 130 asked, in respect of the "Tr6 de bac" subject (a kind of firebomb), if 
these could only be used in consideration of regulations by 18-year-olds or over, in accordance 
with the existing moratorium, and Mr. Crespo answered that the moratorium was on the 
manufacture and handling of these firebombs, and that with authorisation and in the company of an 
adult, minors would be permitted to use these products, as is being done at present, for example in 
the Popular "Desperta" or Morning Reveille organised by the Central Fallas Board, and that he 
would ensure that the corresponding permits would be delivered to all Commissions so that they 
would be covered in this respect. 

There being no further business, at 23:35 hours on 23 January, Mr President closed the session 
with all points on the agenda having been dealt with and being agreed on, and in witness whereof, 
I hereby certify as Recording Secretary.

NON-LEGISLATIVE PROPOSAL: 

REFERRING TO THE RESTORATION AND REHABILITATION OF THE "MADRID 
VIADUCT" IN REDONDELA, IN PONTEVEDRA PROVINCE. PRESENTED BY THE 
POPULAR PARTY PARLIAMENTARY GROUP TO THE CONGRESS. (File number 
161/001382.) 

Ms. PRESIDENT: The session is now open. 
Ladies and gentlemen, we are now starting this session of the Culture Commission, which is 

charged with examining various non-legislative proposals. One of these has been withdrawn, and 
two will be dealt with in cumulative form, so the nine points on the agenda are reduced to seven. 
We can estimate the voting time to be not before half past six this afternoon, but this will depend 
on the time used by your good selves in your interventions. 

The first non-legislative proposal presented by the Popular Party Parliamentary Group to the 
Congress refers to the restoration and rehabilitation of the "Madrid Viaduct" in Redondela, 
Pontevedra. In its defence, Mr. Perez Area now has the podium. 

Mr. PEREZ ARCA: Ladies and gentlemen, I am intervening in substitution of my colleague Ms. 
Marfa Pilar Ranallo, author of this initiative, but who unfortunately cannot be here today to defend 
it. We understand that this initiative is as urgent as it is necessary, as we are proposing a solution 
to a problem that cannot be delayed any longer. I am referring to the overriding need to undertake 
the restoration and rehabilitation of one of the most important works of Spanish industrial heritage, 
known as the Madrid Viaduct or the Floriani Viaduct located in the Pontevedra municipality of 



Redondela. lt is a railway viaduct that was listed as an Asset of Cultural Interest in the year 1978 
and which today is literally falling to pieces, something that, obviously we should not allow for 
various reasons, of which I will only underscore the four main ones. 
The first of these is its indisputable value from the historical and cultural viewpoint, and in this 
sense it should be pointed out that the infrastructure forms part of a legacy from one of the most 
interesting ages of our history ... [page 2 finishes here] 
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... district, so, in the forthcoming years, but once the economic situation improves, the management 
problems described by the Court of Accounts of the Generalitat are solved, and a feasibility plan 
and execution and social responsibility plan are drawn up, the Government will act in 
consequence, as it could not be otherwise. But for this, we must be responsible; we must stop 
playing the ever-complaining song of inane victimism and cease catering to the forum advocating 
squandering. 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Ms. Garcia Sena, could you please state whether you accept the amendment 
of the Socialist Group, since we have not arrived at any compromise amendment. The floor is 
yours. 

Ms. GARCiA SENA: No, I do not accept the amendment. I would like the "Proceedings of the 
Session" to record our displeasure at the statements and political terms used in this intervention by 
Mr. Bono Ara. I believe this is not the right place for words such as he has used. 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Mr. Bono. 

Mr. BONO ARA: I really do not know what the good lady means; perhaps next time she should 
dictate to me what she wants me to say; I don't know. 

Ms. GARCiA SENA: I have to state, Mr. Deputy, that we are not on campaign. 

Mr. BONO ARA: How unfortunate, because I believe your Mr. Camps is under accusation. 

Ms. GARCiA SENA: If I had to name all the persons under accusation in the Socialist Party ... 

Ms. PRESIDENT: I would ask all of you to limit yourselves to the purpose of our non-legislative 
proposal. Ms. Garcfa Sena, I still do not know if you will admit the amendment proposed by the 
Socialist Group. 

Ms. GARCiA SENA: I have already said I will not accept it. 

Ms. PRESIDENT: You have already said you will not accept it, all right. 

ON THE SUPPORT OF THE MINISTRY OF CULTURE FOR THE CANDIDATURE OF 
THE VALENCIAN FALLAS AS UNESCO WORLD HERITAGE IN THE CATEGORY OF 
INTANGIBLE HERITAGE. PRESENTED BY THE SOCIALIST PARLIAMENTARY GROUP. 
(File number 161/0021 09.) 

REFERRING TO THE LISTING OF THE VALENCIA FALLAS AS INTANGIBLE 
CULTURAL WORLD HERITAGE BY THE UNESCO. PRESENTED BY THE POPULAR 
PARTY PARLIAMENTARY GROUP TO THE CONGRESS. (File number 161/002178.) 

Ms. PRESIDENT: We continue to the 3rd point on the agenda which we shall deal with 
cumulatively with point 6 on the agenda. Point 3 is the non-legislative proposal from the Socialist 
Parliamentary Group on the Support of the Ministry of Culture for the Candidature of the Valencian 
Fallas as Unesco World Heritage in the Category of Intangible Heritage. As I have said, this non-



legislative proposal is to be accumulated with point 6 on the agenda, presented by the Popular 
Party Parliamentary Group referring to the listing of the Valencia Fallas as Intangible Cultural World 
Heritage by the Unesco. Bearing in mind that the first non-legislative proposal to be presented was 
from the Socialist Parliamentary Group, for the defence of this, their spokesman, Mr. Calabuig, 
shall be given the floor. 

Mr. CALABUIG RULL: The Fallas of Valencia are an entirely unique cultural expression that 
has precedents going back for ages, and in the 18th century there began to be produced Fallas 
monuments, with references to social realities, of a satirical or burlesque nature. The festivity of the 
Fallas is based on a cultural, ritual and social legacy of great value that deserves to be 
safeguarded and obtain the maximum recognition. The Fallas have grown up around the 
monuments that we all know so well, but in addition to this they include many practical activities 
and traditions of diverse nature, including folklore, traditional costumes, traditional handicrafts and 
even a literary subgenre of a satirical nature. 

The Fallas have also given rise to the profession of the Fallas Artist, which profession has been 
inherited through the generations and is now going to enjoy, in addition, a vocational training 
degree which has been developed by the Ministry of Education and whose start-up is expected for 
the 2012-13 academic year. lt should be remembered that in February 2009 this Congress agreed 
to urge the Government to develop this degree by means of a non-legislative proposal presented 
by the Socialist Group and which was approved unanimously by the House. And apart from all this, 
the Fallas are deeply rooted in the initiatives of citizens themselves and specifically in the effort to 
organise and create them which continues throughout the year thanks to over one hundred 
thousand Falleros and Falleras. For all these reasons, we can affirm that without any doubt the 
Fallas has become a fundamental cultural heritage of the Valencian people that clearly transcends 
the reality of the Valencia Region itself and is being projected on the international level. 

As we have stated, recently in a compromise agreement which we reached for this proposal 
between the Popular Group and the Socialist Group, the City Council of Valencia unanimously 
agreed to initiate the administrative procedures and measures, both documentary and institutional, 
to make this idea come true and achieve this Representative Listing. (Murmuring.) On the other 
hand we should point out that this process will take some time, but we need these steps to be 
taken, and we need them, because, as you all know .... (Murmuring continues.) 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Just a moment, Mr. Calabuig. Ladies and Gentlemen, I would ask you to 
please be silent so as to facilitate the speaker's task. 

Mr. CALABUIG RULL: .. . it is the States who are members of the Convention on World Heritage 
who are the ones to register this application in the so-called "Initiative List", which is the first step 
towards presenting a definite candidacy. According to the current division of competencies, it 
corresponds to the Autonomous Regions, in this case the Regional Government of Valencia, to 
propose that its assets should be brought before the World Heritage Council, and it is in this space 
between the autonomous administrations and the General Administration of the State where such 
proceedings should be re-affirmed. From there on, we should be able to advance along these lines 
and have this included in the Representative List of Intangible Cultural World Heritage, once the 
Autonomous Community of Valencia has made the proposal. I have no doubt that this will come to 
pass, regardless of whomsoever will receive the trust and votes of the citizens this forthcoming 
22nd of May. Once the World Heritage Council decides on the candidatures to be presented, it will 
be the Unesco that makes the final decision. The reason for this non-legislative proposal which the 
Socialist Group presented last February is precisely to urge the Government of the nation to bear 
in mind the will expressed by different Valencian institutions, and support this initiative, once all 
requirements have been formalised, and all necessary criteria have been fulfilled, and have the 
Fallas declared as World Heritage of the Unesco in the category of Intangible Cultural Heritage. I 
wish to add that, as I indicated previously, the Socialist Group and the Popular Group have 
reached a compromise proposal, which I now hand over to the Table. 

Ms. PRESIDENT: For the defence of this amendment, on which you have arrived at a 
compromise, and to record whatever she deems convenient, the floor is now given to Ms. Torrado. 

Ms. TORRADO DE CASTRO: I would like my first words to express our satisfaction and joy, 



because recently we have seen that the Socialist Group, especially the members of the Valencian 
Community, are supporting all the proposals related to the significance of Valencian culture and 
traditions. This is something that on behalf of the Popular Group we have done at all times, but due 
to certain coincidences, it is drawn to my attention that the Socialist Party, perhaps due to the 
proximity of municipal and regional elections, is now being more mindful of this significance of 
Valencian culture and traditions. As I was saying, in the Popular Group, at all times in the past, we 
have supported and been mindful of Valencia and its festivity of the Fallas, which constitutes the 
maximum expression of a festive and cultural tradition accompanying our people down to today. 
Good proof of this is also the fact that all our mayors, Popular mayors, have always attended all 
Fallas proclamations, and many events in favour of and in support of the Fallas, which support has 
not always been forthcoming from Socialist mayors, who up to just a few days ago, or just a few 
weeks ago, or just a few months ago, had completely forgotten even the meaning of the Fallas 
festivity. 

The cultural weight of the Fallas festivity and its rituals surprise both locals and visitors from 
abroad, because of all the numerous professionals tracing their origins back to the ancient Guilds, 
such as silkmakers, jewellers, spinners, carpenters, and other professions such as Fallas artists, 
reciters, festive poets, and "mestres coeters" (fireworks masters). These are our own cultural 
manifestations in the field of letters, which have enabled us to maintain and transmit the use of our 
own language, Valencian, in popular theatrical plays such as those staged during the Fallas, in the 
form of "sainetes" and "aprop6sits), and also in numerous native festive publications such as the 
"llibrets" or the Fallas magazines. We firmly believe that the renown derived from their inscription in 
the Representative List of Intangible Cultural World Heritage sponsored by the Unesco will 
contribute to extending the intangible cultural heritage of the Valencian Fallas Festivity, because it 
is the festivity itself that is the element that identifies us as Valencian, in a series of rituals such as 
the Planta [falla erection], the Crema [falla burning], and all our fireworks displays. Over one 
hundred thousand people are active in the Fallas associations and participate by means of 
numerous Fallas Commissions, of which there are over 370 in the city of Valencia alone. 

I would like to highlight the importance we give to the profession of the Fallas Artist and ancillary 
trades, such as jewellers, fireworks, costumes creation, and of course, the musical heritage related 
to this festivity, the singing called "Cant d'Estil", the figure of the reciter or literary writer, with their 
"llibrets", "sainetes", "aucas", and also without forgetting the wealth of the Fallas Museum. All of 
these make up the intangible heritage of a people which is transmitted from generation to 
generation, and there are few other socio-cultural events that might be catalogued as intangible 
heritage for more reasons that this one. Anyone who has visited Valencia in Fallas is totally 
surprised: fire heralds an act of renewal at each of the almost 800 Fallas monuments in the city, 
counting both the large-scale fallas and the children's fallas, which are distributed throughout the 
city and disappear in the flames on the night of the 19th of March to give way to new monuments 
for the coming year. And it is on that same day, the Crema, the night of the burning, that the 
tradition originating with the carpenters guild, and held in honour of their patron saint, when the 
new year begins in which the imagination of the Fallas artists begins to create anew. But it is not 
only the Fallas monuments, the thundering sounds of the "mascleta" [2 o'clock sound fireworks 
display] and the unmistakable smell of gunpowder everywhere, which all of us Valencians love so 
much, and Alicanteans as well with their bonfires and "mascletas" too; or the colourful displays of 
the night-time fireworks, or the music bands marching through all the streets of the city, with their 
parades, making the whole city vibrate. No, ladies and gentlemen, what we are talking about is the 
maximum representation of a tradition that is over two hundred and sixty years old, and which has 
spread beyond our borders, taking this tradition to many other parts of the world. We are talking 
about a cultural and social tradition that is difficult to remain aloof from, because the festivity is held 
in the streets and no one is able not be touched by it. Even the smallest children, with the support 
of their parents and teachers, offer up their creativity by making children's fallas at their schools, 
giving shape to the effigies called "ninots", representing their own children's world and using the 
famous phrase: "Mr Fireworks Master, you can now light the mascleta", as pronounced by the 
Fallas Queen from the balcony of the Valencia City Hall, giving the green light to the sound 
fireworks, a symphony of cannon shots, as described by the great master Rostropovich, who, by 
the way, also defended and proudly described the Palau de les Arts, which has been so well 
defended by my colleague in the foregoing point of our business for today. So, as I was saying, this 
symphony of cannon shots as defined by the fireworks master Rostropovich brings together on 



each first day of March thousands of people who wish to feel and listen to the traditional 
"mascleta". And it is precisely in that very same place, from the City Hall of Valencia, the reference 
point for these festivities, thanks to our interest in safeguarding this cultural heritage, where our 
unanimous decision in the form of a municipal plenum agreement of the City Council of Valencia 
was so clearly manifested this past month of January 2011. 

For all these reasons, from our Popular Parliamentary Group, we are fully convinced that the 
festivity of the Fallas should be included in the list of the Unesco, because this recognition will 
ensure that this unique event can be improved without losing its traditions, without leaving behind 
what former generations have achieved, preserving its nature and its raison d'etre, and will also 
favour the development of systems and methods that will ensure the transmission of all the 
knowledge acquired over its long history, such as the inclusion of the specialisation of the Fallas 
artist in the educational system, a measure that at all times has enjoyed the support not only of the 
City Council of Valencia, but also, as I pointed out before, of the Congress of Deputies, which gave 
its unanimous approval to this measure. If the time allowed for this intervention permitted it, I would 
give many more arguments that would justify the initiative that we have undertaken within our 
Popular Group - a non-legislative proposal by which we wish to support this agreement, which, as 
I have indicated, was approved by the City Council of Valencia at the request of its Central Fallas 
Board. I take this opportunity to indicate that in the Valencian Community, we are working shoulder 
to shoulder with everyone to support this, as I said, great step forward which will provide even 
greater promotion for the Fallas of Valencia so that they can be included in the Representative List 
of the Intangible Cultural World Heritage of the Unesco. 

ON THE INCLUSION OF "HANDICRAFTS OF THE WORLD" IN THE CANDIDATURE 
FOR THE REPRESENTATIVE LIST OF INTANGIBLE CULTURAL WORLD HERITAGE 
OF THE UNESCO. PRESENTED BY THE MIXED PARLIAMENTARY GROUP. (File 
number 161/002119.) 

Ms. PRESIDENT: We now move forward to the non-legislative proposal under point 4 of our 
agenda for today, on the inclusion of "Handicrafts of the World" in the candidature for the 
representative list of Intangible Cultural World Heritage of the Unesco, presented by the Mixed 
Parliamentary Group. For its defence, the floor is now given to Ms Oramas. 

Ms. ORAMAS GONzALEZ-MORO: First of all, I would like to thank both the Popular Group 
spokesperson, Mr. Domfnguez, as well as Ms. Murioz, the spokesperson of the Socialist Group, for 
the improvements made to this non-legislative proposal by means of their amendments, which has 
enabled us to come to a compromise agreement which has now been handed over to the Table 
and which is now more exact and better manifests the proposal brought to you by this 
spokesperson. 

I am going to speak generally first, and then, perhaps, make a few detailed observations. You 
will coincide with me that Arts and Crafts are the syntactic expression of the soul of a people, of 
their ideas, ideals, their imagination and their life concepts. They involve a sentiment of identity 
with an urge for continuity, but at the same time and above all, they are a driving force for cultural 
diversity amongst the peoples of the world. Fortunately, from the year 2003, Arts and Crafts have 
acquired true world recognition. Safeguarding them has become one of the priorities of 
international cooperation, thanks to the guiding role played by the Unesco. And it was in that year, 
moreover, when the Convention for the safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritage was held. This 
heritage, which is transmitted from generation to generation, is constantly recreated by the 
communities and groups depending on their surroundings, their interrelationships with nature, with 
history, and giving them a sense of identity and continuity, contributing to .... [page 9 ends here] 

[page 19 starts here] ... speak only of the restoration but also of the rehabilitation of the Steel Mill 
Furnace No. 1 of Sestao and the adaptation of its surroundings. 

Since we are not moving beyond the talking stage, I fear that this will be nothing more than a 
declaration, pure and simple, with no definite shape. The only thing I do hope for, apart from all the 
declarations remaining unspecified, is that we will be able in the next budgetary periods to do what 
we have not be able to do in former periods. Said Mr. Montalban: Do not specify that the budgetary 
allowance has to be in 2012, because we are forecasting that this budgetary allowance will have to 



be in 2013. This statement is very disconcerting for me, Ms. President, because it happens to be 
true that in 2009 it was postponed to 2010, and in 201 0 it was postponed again to 2011, but then in 
the budget for 2011 and in its pluriannual forecast it is not being postponed to 2013, and it is being 
said that in 2012 one million euros will be available, and I am very concerned by the fact that on 
the same day on which we are approving a non-legislative proposal in which we are support all 
this , someone is saying: Do not talk to me about 2012, because in 2012 we are not going to 
earmark a million euros as in the pluriannual budget, but rather start talking about it in 2013. I hope 
that this will not be confirmed and that this non-legislative proposal will truly serve to ensure that 
the Government will undertake what it has committed to undertake since 2007 but which today still 
has not seen the light of day. 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Now that the debate on the various non-legislative proposals on our agenda 
for today has been concluded, let us now proceed to vote on them, at just about the time we 
originally announced. We still start with the item shown as point 1 in reference to the restoration 
and rehabilitation of the "Madrid Viaduct" in Redondela, Pontevedra, by voting on the compromise 
amendment of the Popular and Socialist parties. 

After the votes, it was heard: 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Motion unanimously approved. 
Now we vote on the non-legislative proposal shown as point 2 on the agenda, referring to the 

Palau de les Arts Queen Sofia. Voting is in its own terms. 

After the votes, the following results were shown: 17 votes for, 18 against. 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Proposal rejected. 
Now we shall vote on the non-legislative proposal shown as point 3 on the agenda, on the 

support of the Ministry of Culture for the candidature of the Valencian Fallas as Unesco World 
Heritage in the category of Intangible Heritage. This non-legislative proposal will be voted on 
cumulatively, because it has already been debated, and it does not make much sense to vote on 
both separately, with the non-legislative proposal shown as point 6 on the agenda referring to the 
declaration of the Fallas Festivity of Valencia as Intangible Cultural World Heritage of Unesco. We 
have debated them together and both present a compromise amendment between the Popular 
and Socialist groups. Therefore we are voting this compromise amendment. 

After the votes, it was heard: 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Motion unanimously approved. 
We now go on to the non-legislative proposal under point 4 of our agenda for today, on the 

inclusion of "Handicrafts of the World" in the candidature for the representative list of Intangible 
Cultural World Heritage of the Unesco, presented by the Mixed, Popular and Socialist groups. 

After the votes, it was heard: 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Motion unanimously approved. 
We now go on to the non-legislative proposal under point 5 of our agenda for today, on the 

creation of a network of Cervantes Centres, pursuant to a compromise amendment between the 
Popular and Socialist groups. 

After the votes, it was heard: 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Motion unanimously approved. 
Let us now vote on the non-legislative proposal under point 7 of the agenda, referring to the 

commemoration of the Bicentenary of the death of Gaspar Melchor de Jovellanos, with the 
acceptance of the amendment from the Socialist Parliamentary Group. 

After the votes, it was heard: 



Ms. PRESIDENT: Motion unanimously approved. 
Finally, we vote on the non-legislative proposal under point 9 of the agenda, under which the 

Government is urged to consolidate the restoration of the Steel Mill Furnace No. 1 of Sestao, 
Vizcaya. lt is to be voted in its own terms because as the proposing group has announced, the 
amendment form the Popular Group has not been accepted. 

After the votes, it was heard: 

Ms. PRESIDENT: Motion unanimously approved. 
The sitting is now closed. 

lt was six hours forty minutes in the afternoon.

(Conferencia Mundial sobre las polfticas culturales, 

celebrada en Mejico D.F., 26 de julio- 6 de agosto de 1982) 

La UNESCO, referencia obligada en terminos de producci6n del discurso patrimonialista a nivel 

internacional, en la Convenci6n para la Salvaguarda del Patrimonio Cultural Inmaterial de 17 de octubre de 2003, 

define en su articulo 2 el patrimonio cultural inmaterial en los siguientes terminos: 

"Se entiende par patrimonio cultural inmaterial los usos, representaciones, expresiones, conocimientos y 

tecnicas -junto con Ios instrumentos, objetos, artefactos y espacios culturales que le son inherentes- que las 

comunidades, los grupos y en algunos casos, los individuos reconozcan como parte integrante de su patrimonio 

cultural. Este patrimonio cultural inmaterial que se transmite de generaci6n en gerreraci6n, es recreado 

cons.tantemente por las comunidades y grupos en funci6n de su entorno, su interacci6n con la naturaleza y su

historia, infundiendoles un sentirniento de identidad y continuidad y contribuyendo asf ~ promover el respeto de la 

diversidad cultural y la creatividad humana. 

El"patrimonio cultural inmaterial", de acuerdo con la definici6n anterior, se manifiesta en particular en los 

siguientes ambitos: 

a) Lenguas y expresiones 01·ales; 

b) Expresiones musicales, dandsticas y senoras; 

c) Expresiones rituales, escenicas, ceremoniales, actos festivos, juegos tradicionales; 

d) Conocimientos, habilidades y tecnicas asociadas a la elaboraci6n de objetos, diseiios y pintura corporal; 

e) Usos sociales, conocirnientos y practicas sobre el ser humano, la naturaleza y el universo; 

f) Conocimientos y practicas relacionadas con sistemas juridicos tradicionales; 

g) Conocimientos, practicas y tecnicas asociadas a la gastronornia". 

Los estudios realizados sabre la fiesta de Las Fallas coinciden en remarcar su enorme contenido cultural, 

con una compleja convivencia de elementos tangibles e intangibles, en los que estan presentes los criterios de 

popularidad, antigiiedad documentada, singularidad, durabilidad y arte, entendido como valores esteticos, tecnicos 

y creativos, que hacen a la fiesta merecedora de protecci6n. 

Destacan, sin animo exhaustive en su definici6n: 

a) Las fallas o monumentos effmeros fie caracter satirico que se plantan y queman en las calles y plazas de 

la ciudad y sus bocetos hist6ricos; 

b) El oficio de artista fallero (conjunto de conocimientos, saberes, tecnicas, herrarnientas, naves y artistas 

que conforman una profesi6n ii.nica); 

c) La. literatura popular fallera (las obras de teatro popular propio de la fiesta de las Fallas - sainetes, 

aproposits - y las publicaciones festivas aut6ctonas -llibrets, aucas, revistas falleras -, que contribuyen a la 

transrnisi6n popular del valenciano coma lengua propia); 

d) El ciclo ritual (con la Planta - con formas peculiares como la planta "a tomb"- y la Crema, coma 

rituales especfficos de las Fallas, que conviven con otros que son compartidos por otras fiestas populares, coma los 

pasacalles, !as Presentaciones y Exaltaciones de las Falleras Mayores, la "Crida" o Preg6n, la "Ofrenda de Flares a 

la Virgen de !os Desamparados", ... ); 

e) La indumentaria tradicional (prendas, telas, herramientas y conocimientos de confecci6n de la ropa 

tradteional vale.nciana, especialmente en relaci6n a la pieza singular del "espoli" de seda natural); 



f) la Pirotecnia (en I as formas propias de la fiesta de la fall as, como la "desperta" -con el "tro de bac"- y la 

"mascleta"); 

g) Los oficios tradicionales artesanales, con rerniniscencias de los antiguos Grernios, como la orfebreria, 

peluqueria, la fabricaci6n de abanicos, el arte floral, las tecnicas de los Velluters ... , a cuyo fomento y 

conservaci6n coadyuva la fiesta; 

h) El patrimonio musical relacionado con la fiesta ( el "cant d' estil", con instrumentos como "tabals y 

dol~aines" la figura del "versaor" ... ); 

i) La red asociativa (red de cornisiones y demarcaciones falleras que ocupa toda la superficie de la ciudad, 

y las formas de sociabilidad festiva y ritual derivadas, que irnplican a un elevado porcentaje de la poblaci6n, 

sustentada en valores dernocniticos). 

Sin olvidar la riqueza del Museo Fallero, que recoge los "ninots" indultados del fuego por votaci6n 

popular desde 1934, y de la documentaci6n hist6rica sobre la fiesta, y que la rnisma representa una importante 

fuente de ingresos y de dinamizaci6n de los _valores culturales valencianos entre los ciudadanos locales y 

extranjeros, teniendo la condici6n de Fiesta de Interes Turistico Internacional (BOE numero 41 de 16/2/1980). 

El Ayuntamiento de Valencia, punto de referencia de estas fiestas, desde el interes por salvaguardar este 

patrimonio cultural, acord6 por unanirnidad en sesi6n plenaria celebrada el pasado 28 de enero de 2011, impulsar 

el expediente para iniciar el procedirniento que lleve finalrnente a la inscripci6n de la Fiesta de las Fallas en la 

Lista Representativa del Patrimonio Cultural Inmaterial de la Humanidad de la Unesco. 

En el Congreso de los Diputados se presentaron dos Proposiciones no de Ley, una por cada uno de los dos 

partidos politicos mayoritarios («BOCG. Congreso de los Diputados», serie D, num. 533, de 1 de marzo de 2011 y

num. 554, de 5 de abril de 2011), que finalizaron en la aprobaci6n de una transaccional por la cualla Camara daba 

su apoyo a la candidatura de la fiesta de Las Fallas como Patrimonio Inmaterial de la Humanidad 

Llegados a este punto, la previa declaraci6n de la fiesta de las Fallas de Valencia como Bien de Interes 

Cultural (BIC) de Caracter Inmaterial, dotandola de la maxima protecci6n patrimonial de la Comunidad 

Aut6noma, constituye un requisito necesario que debe cumplirse para que las Fallas puedan optar a .ser declaradas 

por la UNESCO Patrimonio Inmaterial de la Humanidad 

En nuestra Comunidad Aut6noma, el Patrimonio Inmaterial esta reconocido desde la aprobaci6n de la Ley 

4/1998, de 11 de junio, de la Generalitat, del Patrimonio Cultural Valenciano, reconocimiento que se ha vista 

acentuado con las posteriores modificaciones introducidas por las Leyes 7/2004, de 19 de octubre, y 5/2007, de 9 

.de febrero, a resultas del impacto de la documentaci6n de la UNESCO. 

La Ley del Patrimonio Cultural Valenciano, reconoce y caracteriza el Patrimonio Cultural "lnmaterial o 

Intangible", a lo largo .de su articulado. Sefiala en su articulo 1.3 que "forman parte del patrimonio cultural 

valenciano, en calidad de Bienes Inmateriales del Patrimonio Etnol6gico, las creaciones, conocimientos, tecnicas, 



practicas y usos mas representatives y valiosos de !as formas de vida y de la cultura tradicional valenciana"; 

afiadiendo en sus articulos 26.1 D) y 45.1 que, bajo la categorfa de bienes inmateriales, pueden ser declarados de 

interes cultural "!as actividades, creaciones, conocimientos, practicas, usos y tecnicas representatives de la cultura 

tradicional valenciana, asi coma aquellas manifestaciones culturales que sean expresi6n de !as tradiciones del 

pueblo valenciano en sus manifestaciones musicales, artfsticas ode ocio, y en especial aquellas que han sido objeto 

de transmisi6n oral y !as que mantienen y potencian el uso del valenciano". 

En dicho contexto y a la vista de Ios elementos y valores que la integran, las Fallas de Valencia, con una 

antigi.iedad documentada que se remonta a la segunda mitad del siglo XVIII, merecen de la mayor protecci6n que 

la Ley de Patrimonio Cultural Valenciano otorga a aquellos elementos del llamado Patrimonio Inmaterial o 

Intangible, con su declaraci6n coma Bien de Interes Cultural Inmaterial, por constituir una tradici6n festiva, 

cultural y social, de gran complejidad y coherencia, que Ios valencianos hemos recibido de nuestros predecesores 

generaci6n tras generaci6n, infundiendonos un sentimiento de identidad y continuidad, y que tenemos la 

obligaci6n de mantener y preservar, desde Ios ambitos publico y privado, con la finalidad de trasmitir a! futuro un 

legado cultural enteramente nuestro, vivo y autentico, y promover el respeto por la diversidad cultural y la 

creatividad humana. 

De este modo, las Fallas de Valencia, se sumarfan al Tribunal de la Aguas de Valencia y la Solemnidad del 

Corpus Christi en la ciudad de Valencia, declarados Bien de Interes Cultural de Caracter Inmaterial por sendos 

Decretos 73/2006, de 26 de mayo, y. 92/2010, de 28 de mayo. 

La Ley del Patrimonio Cultural Valenciano dispone en sus articulos 26.2 y 27 que la declaraci6n de un 

Bien de In teres Cultural se had. mediante Decreta del Consell, a propuesta de la conselleria competente en materia 

de cultura, y previa incoaci6n, de oficio o a instancia de cualquier persona, y traffiitaci6n del correspondiente 

procedimiento por la misma. La solicitud de incoaciqn habra de ser resuelta en el plaza de tres meses y el silencio 

administrative sera desestimatorio. La incoaci6n del procedimiento determinara la aplicaci6n inmediata al bien 

afectado del regimen de protecci6n previsto para Ios bienes ya declarados.

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By agreement of the Illustrious Plenary Council, adopted in its ordinary session held on 30 
September 2011, and following the order of the Commission for Culture and Education dated 
26 September 2011 , by unanimous decision, the motion presented by Mr Francisco Lled6 
Aucejo, Deputy Councillor for Festivities and Popular Culture, has been approved, which 
reads literally as follows: 

MOTION 

Adopting a definition supported by the UNESCO to the effect that "The cultural heritage of a 
people includes the works of its artists, architects, musicians, writers and scientists and also 
the work of anonymous artists, expressions of the people's spirituality, and the body of 
values which give meaning to life. lt includes both tangible and intangible works through 
which the creativity of that people finds expression: languages, rites, beliefs , historic places 
and monuments, literature, works of art, archives and libraries." (World Conference on 
Cultural Policies held in Mexico City, 26 July-6 August 1982). 

The UNESCO, a mandatory reference in terms of production of heritage discussions on the 
international level, in its Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage 
2003 defines intangible cultural heritage in Article 2 in the following terms: 

''The ·'intangible cultural heritage" means the practices, representations, expressions. 
knowledge, skills - as well as the instruments, objects, artefacts and cultural spaces 
associated therewith -that communities, groups and, in some cases, individuals recognize 
as part of their cultural heritage. This intangible cultural heritage, transmitted from generation 
to generation, is constantly recreated by communities and groups in response to their 
environment, their interaction with nature and their history, and provides them with a sense of 
identity and continuity, thus promoting respect for cultural diversity and human creativity. 

The "intangible cultural heritage". as defined in paragraph 1 above. is manifested inter alia in 
the following domains: 

{a) oral traditions and expressions, including language as a vehicle of the intangible cultural 
heritage; 

(b) performing arts; 

(c) social practices, rituals and festive events; 



(d) knowledge and practices concerning nature and the universe; 

(e) traditional craftsmanship." 

(f) knowledge and practices related to traditional legal systems; 

(g) knowledge, practices and techniques associated with gastronomy. 

Studies made on the festivity of Las Fallas coincide in underscoring their enormous cultural 
content, with a complex coexistence of tangible and intangible elements, in which there are 
present criteria of popularity, documented antiquity, uniqueness, durability and art, 
understood as being aesthetic, technical and creative values that make this festivity 
deserving of said protection. 

Of note in their definition, without being exhaustive: 

a) Las Fallas, as ephemeral artistic monuments of a satirical nature which are erected and 
burnt in the streets and squares of the city and their historical sketches; 

b) The craft of the Fallas Artist (a compendium of knowledge, wisdom, techniques, tools, 
factory bays and artists who make up one single profession); 

c) Popular Fallas literature (popular theatrical works pertaining to the festivity of the Fallas 
called "sainetes" and "aproposits", and autochthonous festive publications (llibrets, 
aucas, Fallas magazines), which all contribute to the popular transmission of 
Valenciano as a language; 

d) The ritual cycle (including the setting up of the Fallas monuments (Pianta) , with peculiar 
methods such as the "Pianta a tomb", and the burning of the monuments ("Crema'') as 
specific rituals of the Fall as festivity, which coexist with other popular festivities, such as 
the street processions, the Presentations and the Exaltations of the Fallera Mayor, the 
proclamation called the "Crida" or "Preg6n". the Flower Offering to the Virgin of the 
Forsaken, etc.; 

e) The traditional costumes (clothes, fabrics, tools and knowledge of the manufacture of 
traditional Valencian clothes and costumes, especially in relation to the unique "espoli" 
of natural silk); 

f) Pyrotechnics (in its specific form relating to the Fallas festivity, such as the morning 
awakening ("desperta". with firebombs called '·tro de bac") and the sound fireworks 
called "Mascleta"); 

g) Traditional handcrafting skills, with reminiscences of ancient guilds, such as gold and 
silversmithing, hairdressing, fan manufacturing, floral art, the techniques of the 
Silk makers, which are all promoted and preserved by the festivity; 

h) The musical heritage related to this festivity (the "cant d'estil", with instruments such as 
''drums and dulcimers". and the figure of the poetry reciter or "Versaor"); 

i) The associative network (groups of Fallas commissions and demarcations that occupy 
the entire surface area of the city, and the forms of festive socialability and derivative 
rituals, involving a large percentage of the population, sustained by democratic values). 

Without forgetting the richness of the Fallas Museum, which preserves the ''ninots" saved 
from the flames by popular vote since the year 1934, and historic documentation on the 
festivity, and this museum represents an important source of income and of promotion of 
Valencian cultural values amongst local citizens and foreign visitors, listed as the Fallas are 
as a festivity of International Tourist Interest (Official State Gazette of Spain, No. 41, of 
16/2/1980). 



The City Council of Valencia, the major city where these festivities are held, is interested in 
safeguarding this cultural heritage and therefore unanimously agreed in its plenary session 
held last 28 January 2011 , to promote the proposal to initiate a procedure leading to the 
registration of the Festivity of the Fallas in the UNESCO list of Intangible Cultural Heritage of 
Humanity. 

In Spain's Chamber of Representatives (Congress of Deputies) two motions were presented, 
one for each of the two majority political parties (BOCG Congress of Deputies. Series D, No. 
533, 1 March 201 1 and No. 554, 5 April 201 1 ). which were finally approved in a transactional 
bill under which the Chamber gave its support for the candidature of Las Fallas as Intangible 
Heritage of Humanity. 

At this point, the former declaration of the festivity of Las Fallas of Valencia as an Asset of 
Cultural Interest (BIC) of an Intangible Nature, giving them the maximum protection as a 
heritage by the Regional Government of Valencia, constitutes a necessary prerequisite that 
must be fulfilled so that the Fallas can opt to become listed as UNESCO Intangible Heritage 
of Humanity. 

In our Autonomous Region, Intangible Heritage has been recognised since the approval of 
Act 4/1998 of 11 June, from the Regional Government, on Valencian Cultural Heritage, and 
this recognition has already been accentuated with subsequent modifications to this Act 
introduced by Acts 7/2004 of 19 October, and 5/2007 of 9 February, resulting from the impact 
of the documentation from the UNESCO. 

The Valencian Cultural Heritage Act recognises and characterises "Tangible or intangible" 
Cultural Heritage throughout its different sections. Of note in section 1.3 is that it "forms part 
of the Valencian cultural heritage, in its quality as Intangible Assets of the Ethnological 
Heritage the most representative and valuable creations, knowledge, techniques, practices 
and uses of Valencian ways of life and traditional culture" adding in sections 26.1 D) and 
45.1 that the category of intangible assets can include as assets of cultural interest "the 
activities, creations, knowledge, practices, uses and techniques that are representative of 
traditional Va!encian culture, as well as those cultural manifestations that are the expression 
of traditions of the Valencian people in their musical, artistic or leisure manifestations, and 
especially those that are the object of oral transmission and those maintaining and promoting 
the use of Valenciano." 

In said context and in view of the elements and values included therein, the Fallas of 
Valencia, with a documented antiquity reaching back to the second half of the 18ttl century, 
deserve the maximum protection that the Valencian Cultural Heritage Act can afford to those 
elements of so-called Tangible or Intangible Heritage, with the declaration as an Asset of 
Intangible Cultural Interest. in that they constitute a festive, cultural and social tradition of 
great complexity and coherence, which we Valencians have received from our predecessors 
generation after generation, imbuing us with a sense of identity and continuity, and which we 
have the moral obligation to maintain and preserve, from both public and private spheres, 
with the purpose of transmitting to the future a cultural heritage that is wholly ours, living and 
authentic, and promoting respect for cultural diversity and human creativity. 

In this way, the Fallas of Valencia would be added to the Water Court of Valencia and the 
Solemnity of the Corpus Christi celebrations in the city of Valencia, which have already been 
listed as Assets of Intangible Cultural Interest by Decrees 73/2006 of 26 May and 92/2010 of 
28 May. 



The Valencian Cultural Heritage Act declares in its sections 26.2 adn 27 that the declaration 
of an Asset of Cultural Interest is achieved by Decree of the Council, at the proposal of the 
competent regional ministry for culture. following the opening of a procedural file, by mandate 
or at the request of any person, and its processing by the corresponding procedure for the 
same. The application for the opening of a procedural file would have to be achieved within a 
period of three months and administrative silence would be grounds for disapproval. The 
opening of the procedural file would determine the immediate application for the asset in 
question of a protective scheme as foreseen for similar assets being so declared. The 
procedure being followed would have to enjoy the favourable reports of at least two 
institutions being consulted, and audience would have to be given to the public and private 
bodies most closely related to the activity being proposed for listing, and all procedures 
should have been completed within a period of two years in the case, as in the present case, 
of intangible assets. 

For all of the above reasons, the undersigned Deputy Councillor of Festivities and Popular 
Culture, in his own name and on behalf of the Popular People's Party of the City Council of 
Valencia, requests that the following be elevated to the Illustrious Plenary Session of the City 
Council of Valencia, subsequent to a report from the Cultural Commission, as a 

PROPOSAL FOR AGREEMENT 

To request the Regional Government Ministry of Tourism, Culture and Sports of the 
Generalitat Valenciana the opening of a procedural file for the declaration as an Asset of 
Cultural Interest (BIC) of an Intangible nature the festivity of the Fallas of Valencia. 
proceeding by means of the Junta Central Fallera to undertake all such administrative, 
documentary and institutional procedures as may be necessary for the purpose of providing 
said festivity with legal protection corresponding to said assets, and that the festivity of the 
Fallas may then exercise its option to become listed as UNESCO Intangible Cultural Heritage 
of Humanity."

Its inclusion on the Agenda was submitted to vote, and was accepted by 8 votes in favour (PP, 
Vicent Costa I Vicenta Jimenez), with the abstention of 5 members (BNV, AIXA and Silvia Fornes 
and Carolina Artigues), which exceeds the quorum required under section 116.2 of Act 8/2010 of 
the Valencian Regional Government. 

Mr. Andres Ferrer Ribes, Mayor of the Town council of Pedreguer, pursuant to section 97.3 of the 
of the Regulations of the Organisation, Operation and Legal Framework of Local Bodies, presented 
before this Plenum for debate the following 

MOTION 
Cultural heritage not only includes monuments and collections of objects. It also includes living 

traditions and expressions inherited from our forefathers and transmitted to our descendants, such as 
oral traditions, entertainment arts, social customs, rituals, festive activities, and practical knowledge 
of our nature and universe, or traditional skills and crafts in the manufacture of handicrafts and 
objects. 

Although these elements are not material - in the sense that they are not tangible - they also go to 
make up a significant part of our cultural heritage. They are our intangible cultural heritage, a living 
kind of heritage that is continually recreated and developed as we adapt our customs and traditions 
to the world around us. 

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) is the UN 
body specializing in the questions related to education, social or natural sciences, culture and 
communication, with the aim of promoting international cooperation in these fields and making the 
world a more peaceful place. 

The UNESCO, with 193 Member States and 6 Associate Members, is the only specialist UN 
body with an express mandate in the field of culture enabling it to create the necessary conditions 
for dialogue based on respect for shared values and fostering international cooperation. The 
Organization has been working for 60 years in the field of intangible cultural heritage and this 
labour culminated in 2003 with the adoption of The Convention for the Safeguarding of the 
Intangible Cultural Heritage. 

In Valencia the festivity of Las Fallas is the maximum expression of a festive and cultural 
tradition accompanying our people down to today. This festive tradition has not only been limited to 
the city of Valencia, but it has also extended to many other towns in the Valencia Region and even 
beyond our frontiers both in Spain and in foreign lands, where colonies of emigrating Valencians 
have settled. 

The cultural weight of the Fallas festivity and its rituals surprise both locals and visitors from 
abroad. [This is because of] the involvement of numerous professionals in the arts and crafts, all 
tracing their origins back to the ancient Guilds of Valencia (silkmakers, jewellers, spinners, 
carpenters), and others with histories going back one or two centuries (fallas artists, reciters, festive 



poets, fireworks masters); and our own cultural manifestations in the field of letters, which have 
enabled us to maintain and transmit the use of our own language, such as in popular theatrical plays 
as staged during the Fallas (sainetes, a prop6sits), printing native festive publications (llibrets, 
aucas, Fall as magazines ... ) 

The renown derived from said inscription in the Representative List of Intangible World Heritage 
sponsored by the UNESCO will contribute to extending the intangible cultural heritage of the 
Valencian Fallas Festivity. Greater awareness of the importance of these elements will be achieved 
and this will propitiate dialogue. It will also contribute to the recognition and appreciation of 
minority groups and even help to enhance their self-esteem and the prestige of the Valencians as 
depositories and users of this intangible cultural heritage. 

In this sense, the Valencia City Council, in its plenary session of 28 January 2011, approved a 
Motion agreeing to promote the file and initiate the procedure that will hopefully culminate in the 
registration of the Festivity of the Fallas in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural World 
Heritage of the UNESCO. 

Wherefore the request was made to adopt of the following 
AGREEMENT 
ONE AND ONLY. The Plenum of the Town Council of Pedreguer shows its support for the

8.12 Resolution on the registration of the Fallas as Intangible Cultural World Heritage. The 
Secretary announced the resolution issued by the Information Commission on Culture and Social 
Initiatives in its session held on 28 April 2011 on the registration of the Fallas as Intangible Cultural 
World Heritage. 

Cultural heritage not only includes monuments and collections of objects. lt also includes living 
traditions and expressions inherited from our forefathers and transmitted to our descendants, such 
as oral traditions, entertainment arts, social customs, rituals, festive activities, and practical 
knowledge of our nature and universe, or traditional skills and crafts in the manufacture of 
handicrafts and objects. 

Although these elements are not material - in the sense that they are not tangible- they also go to 
make up a significant part of our cultural heritage. They are our intangible cultural heritage, a living 



kind of heritage that is continually recreated and developed as we adapt our customs and traditions 
to the world around us. 

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) is the UN body 
specializing in the questions related to education, social or natural sciences, culture and 
communication, with the aim of promoting international cooperation in these fields and making the 
world a more peaceful place. 

The UNESCO, with 193 Member States and 6 Associate Members, is the only specialist UN body 
with an express mandate in the field of culture enabling it to create the necessary conditions for 
dialogue based on respect for shared values and fostering international cooperation. The 
Organization has been working for 60 years in the field of intangible cultural heritage and this 
labour culminated in 2003 with the adoption of The Convention for the Safeguarding of the 
Intangible Cultural Heritage. 

In Valencia the festivity of Las Fallas is the maximum expression of a festive and cultural tradition 
accompanying our people down to today. This festive tradition has not only been limited to the city 
of Valencia, but it has also extended to many other towns in the Valencia Region and even beyond 
our frontiers both in Spain and in foreign lands, where colonies of emigrating Valencians have 
settled. 

If the Fallas festivity is one of the major exponents of Valencian culture, we cannot forget that in 
Xirivella it is a festivity that is deeply rooted in our identity as a people. At this time we can affirm 
that it is the festive and cultural movement that brings together the most neighbours of all, 
structured into 6 magnificent Fallas Commissions. 

The cultural weight of the Fallas festivity and its rituals surprise both locals and visitors from 
abroad. [This is because of] the involvement of numerous professionals in the arts and crafts, all 
tracing their origins back to the ancient Guilds of Valencia (silkmakers, jewellers, spinners, 
carpenters), and others with histories going back one or two centuries (fallas artists, reciters, 
festive poets, fireworks masters); and our own cultural manifestations in the field of letters, which 
have enabled us to maintain and transmit the use of our own language, such as in popular 
theatrical plays as staged during the Fallas (sainetes, a prop6sits), printing native festive 
publications (llibrets, aucas, Fallas magazines ... ) 

The renown derived from said inscription in the Representative List of Intangible World Heritage 
sponsored by the UNESCO will contribute to extending the intangible cultural heritage of the 
Valencian Fallas Festivity. Greater awareness of the importance of these elements will be achieved 
and this will propitiate dialogue. lt will also contribute to the recognition and appreciation of minority 
groups and even help to enhance their self-esteem and the prestige of the Valencians as 
depositories and users of this intangible cultural heritage. 

In this sense, the Valencia City Council, in its plenary session of 28 January 2011, approved a 
Motion agreeing to promote the file and initiate the procedure that will hopefully culminate in the 
registration of the Festivity of the Fallas in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural World 
Heritage of the UNESCO. 
Submitted to vote, the Town Council in this plenary session without debate and unanimously 
agreed: 
To manifest the support of the Town Council of Xirivella to the agreement of the Valencia City 
Council for the purpose of obtaining from the UNESCO the registration of the festivity of the Fallas 
of Valencia as Intangible Cultural World Heritage. 

And for the record, may this have the effects as correspond, with the reservation referred to in 
section 206 of Royal decree 2568/86 of 28 November, I hereby issue this certification by order of 
and with the approval of Mr. Mayor-President, Josep Soriano Martfnez.

HEREBY CERTIFIES: That the Plenum of the Town Council, in its ordinary session, held at the first 
call on twenty-three February two thousand and eleven, adopted, among others, the following 
AGREEMENT: 

7. MOTIONS, AS RELEVANT 
7.4. PP and PSOE Motion: SUPPORT FOR THE CITY COUNCIL OF VALENCIA FOR THE 
APPLICATION TO UNESCO FOR LISTING THE FALLAS FESTIVITY AS INTANGIBLE 
CULTURAL WORLD HERITAGE 

Following a declaration of urgency, unanimously agreed, as this was not an item on the agenda, a 
reading was made of the motion subscribed by the spokesperson of the Popular Party Municipal 
Group and the spokesperson of the Socialist Party Municipal Group, which literally stated: 

"Cultural heritage not only includes monuments and collections of objects. lt also includes living 
traditions and expressions inherited from our forefathers and transmitted to our descendants, such 
as oral traditions, entertainment arts, social customs, rituals, festive activities, and practical 
knowledge of our nature and universe, or traditional skills and crafts in the manufacture of 
handicrafts and objects. 

Although these elements are not material - in the sense that they are not tangible - they also go to 
make up a significant part of our cultural heritage. They are our intangible cultural heritage, a living 
kind of heritage that is continually recreated and developed as we adapt our customs and traditions 
to the world around us. 

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) is the UN body 
specializing in the questions related to education, social or natural sciences, culture and 
communication, with the aim of promoting international cooperation in these fields and making the 
world a more peaceful place. 

The UNESCO, with 193 Member States and 6 Associate Members, is the only specialist UN body 
with an express mandate in the field of culture enabling it to create the necessary conditions for 
dialogue based on respect for shared values and fostering international cooperation. The 
Organization has been working for 60 years in the field of intangible cultural heritage and this 
labour culminated in 2003 with the adoption of The Convention for the Safeguarding of the 
Intangible Cultural Heritage. 

In Valencia the festivity of Las Fallas is the maximum expression of a festive and cultural tradition 
accompanying our people down to today. This festive tradition has not only been limited to the city 
of Valencia, but it has also extended to many other towns in the Valencia Region and even beyond 
our frontiers both in Spain and in foreign lands, where colonies of emigrating Valencians have 
settled. 

The cultural weight of the Fallas festivity and its rituals surprise both locals and visitors from 
abroad. [This is because of} the involvement of numerous professionals in the arts and crafts, all 
tracing their origins back to the ancient Guilds of Valencia (silkmakers, jewellers, spinners, 
carpenters), and others with histories going back one or two centuries (fallas artists, reciters, 
festive poets, fireworks masters); and our own cultural manifestations in the field of letters, which 
have enabled us to maintain and transmit the use of our own language, such as in popular 
theatrical plays as staged during the Fallas (sainetes, a prop6sits), printing native festive 
publications (1/ibrets, aucas, Fallas magazines ... ) 



The renown derived from said inscription in the Representative List of Intangible World Heritage 
sponsored by the UNESCO will contribute to extending the intangible cultural heritage of the 
Valencian Fallas Festivity. Greater awareness of the importance of these elements will be achieved 
and this will propitiate dialogue. lt will also contribute to the recognition and appreciation of minority 
groups and even help to enhance their self-esteem and the prestige of the Valencians as 
depositories and users of this intangible cultural heritage. 

In this sense, the Valencia City Council, in its plenary session of 28 January 2011, approved a 
Motion agreeing to promote the file and initiate the procedure that will hopefully culminate in the 
registration of the Festivity of the Fallas in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural 
Heritage of the UNESCO." 

Hence, hereby solicited is the adoption of the following 

AGREEMENT 

ONE. The Plenum of the Town Council of San Vicente del Raspeig shows its support for the 
agreement adopted by the City Council of Valencia addressed to obtaining from UNESCO the 
declaration of the Fallas Festivity of Valencia and its towns as Intangible Cultural World Heritage. 

The Plenum of the Town Council, following deliberation and with the interventions indicated at the 
end of this paragraph, by a majority of 19 votes in favour (12 PP, 7 PSOE) and two abstentions 
(EU). 

HEREBY AGREES: 

To approve in all of its points the motion transcribed hereinabove. 

Interventions 
Mr. Jose Juan Bevia Crespo (EU) defends the Fallas of Valencia for their cultural and traditional 
character, but sees no clear need for the municipality of San Vicente to come to the defence of 
these festivities, and therefore announces his abstention. 

Mr. Refino Selva Guerrero (PSOE) expresses the support of his group for the agreements and 
the content of this cultural and festive expression, and believes it can later be extended to other 
bonfire festivities. 

Mr. Jose Juan Zaplana L6pez (PP) clarified that the City Council of Valencia communicated its 
interest in having a motion supporting the Fallas festivity being listed as UNESCO heritage 
approved, explaining that the motion should be understood as including the communication of the 
agreement to the City Council of Valencia. 

This ensues from the draft of the minutes of the session to which I refer. 

And in witness whereof, and pursuant to the results of the approval of the corresponding minutes, I 
hereby issue the present certification by order and with the approval of Ms. Mayor President, in 
Sant Vicente del Raspeig, this twenty-eight day of March two thousand and eleven.

The resolution of the Information Commission on Social Well being of 22-02-2011 was reported, 
referring to showing support for the agreement adopted by the City Council of Valencia addressed 
to obtaining from UNESCO the declaration of the Fallas Festivity of Valencia as Intangible Cultural 
World Heritage. 

Herewith follow the interventions: 

The Motion was announced as presented by Mr Rafael Fita Santamarfa (entry registry No. 5066, of 
18-02-2011), whose text read as follows: 

MOTION 

"Cultural heritage not only includes monuments and collections of objects. lt also includes living 
traditions and expressions inherited from our forefathers and transmitted to our descendants, such 
as oral traditions, entertainment arts, social customs, rituals, festive activities, and practical 
knowledge of our nature and universe, or traditional skills and crafts in the manufacture of 
handicrafts and objects. 

Although these elements are not material - in the sense that they are not tangible - they also go to 
make up a significant part of our cultural heritage. They are our intangible cultural heritage, a living 
kind of heritage that is continually recreated and developed as we adapt our customs and traditions 
to the world around us. 

The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO) is the UN body 
specializing in the questions related to education, social or natural sciences, culture and 
communication, with the aim of promoting international cooperation in these fields and making the 
world a more peaceful place. 

The UNESCO, with 193 Member States and 6 Associate Members, is the only specialist UN body 
with an express mandate in the field of culture enabling it to create the necessary conditions for 
dialogue based on respect for shared values and fostering international cooperation. The 
Organization has been working for 60 years in the field of intangible cultural heritage and this 
labour culminated in 2003 with the adoption of The Convention for the Safeguarding of the 
Intangible Cultural Heritage. 

In Valencia the festivity of Las Fallas is the maximum expression of a festive and cultural tradition 
accompanying our people down to today. This festive tradition has not only been limited to the city 
of Valencia, but it has also extended to many other towns in the Valencia Region and even beyond 
our frontiers both in Spain and in foreign lands, where colonies of emigrating Valencians have 
settled. 



The cultural weight of the Fallas festivity and its rituals surprise both locals and visitors from 
abroad. [This is because of] the involvement of numerous professionals in the arts and crafts, all 
tracing their origins back to the ancient Guilds of Valencia (silkmakers, jewellers, spinners, 
carpenters), and others with histories going back one or two centuries (fallas artists, reciters, 
festive poets, fireworks masters); and our own cultural manifestations in the field of letters, which 
have enabled us to maintain and transmit the use of our own language, such as in popular 
theatrical plays as staged during the Fallas (sainetes, a prop6sits), printing native festive 
publications (llibrets, aucas, Fallas magazines ... ) 

The renown derived from said inscription in the Representative List of Intangible World Heritage 
sponsored by the UNESCO will contribute to extending the intangible cultural heritage of the 
Valencian Fallas Festivity. Greater awareness of the importance of these elements will be achieved 
and this will propitiate dialogue. lt will also contribute to the recognition and appreciation of minority 
groups and even help to enhance their self-esteem and the prestige of the Valencians as 
depositories and users of this intangible cultural heritage. 

In this sense, the Valencia City Council, in its plenary session of 28 January 2011, approved a 
Motion agreeing to promote the file and initiate the procedure that will hopefully culminate in the 
registration of the Festivity of the Fallas in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural World 
Heritage of the UNESCO. 

The request was therefore made to adopt the following 

AGREEMENT 

ONE AND ONLY. The Plenum of the City Council of Alzira shows its support for the agreement 
reached by the City Council of Valencia with the aim of obtaining recognition from the UNESCO for 
the festivity of the Valencian Fallas as Intangible Cultural World Heritage.

In Valencia the festivity of Las Fallas is the maximum expression of a festive and cultural tradition 
accompanying our people down to today. This festive tradition has not only been limited to the city 
of Valencia, but it has also extended to many other towns in the Valencia Region, such as Burjassot, 
and even beyond our frontiers both in Spain and in foreign lands, where colonies of emigrating 
Valencians have settled. 



The cultural weight of the Fallas festivity and its rituals surprise both locals and visitors from 
abroad. [This is because of] the involvement of numerous professionals in the arts and crafts, all 
tracing their origins back to the ancient Guilds of Valencia (silkmakers, jewellers, spinners, 
carpenters), and others with histories going back one or two centuries (fallas artists, reciters, festive 
poets, fireworks masters); and our own cultural manifestations in the field of letters, which have 
enabled us to maintain and transmit the use of our own language, such as in popular theatrical plays 
as staged during the Fallas (sainetes, a proposits), printing native festive publications (1/ibrets, 
aucas, Fallas magazines ... ) 

The renown derived from said inscription in the Representative List of Intangible World Heritage 
sponsored by the UNESCO will contribute to extending the intangible cultural heritage of the 
Valencian Fallas Festivity. Greater awareness of the importance of these elements will be achieved 
and this will propitiate dialogue. It will also contribute to the recognition and appreciation of 
minority groups and even help to enhance their self-esteem and the prestige of the Valencians as 
depositories and users of this intangible cultural heritage. 
In this sense, the Valencia City Council, in its plenary session of 28 January 2011, approved a 
Motion agreeing to promote the file and initiate the procedure that will hopefully culminate in the 
registration of the Festivity of the Fallas in the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural 
Heritage of the UNESCO.
