With the tabors and bagpipes 

first sound, pride and emotion overtake the attendees'. Recordings from 

second generation villagers, have shown love and nostalgia for the custom. A 

custom that had always been a great part of our ancestors' lives and wi ll, for 

sure, continue having a great role in the newest generations, since their 

asseccion in it comes with a deep experienced way. We agree with the 

custom's registration in UNESCO's International Catalog of Cultural 

Inheritance.

dtamatist interesting is the traditional folk theater, the "MomogerJl'" 
was taking place on days of Twelve between Christmas and Epiphany 

o.JilY within the village who was organizing. In the variant of custom depicting Otii 
association attended a twelve-member group of dancers, who accompanied persons, 
as the old man and the Graia, the police, the doctor, the devil and the two brides. The 
troupe that toured the village, visiting each one of the houses with members of the 
dancing and pretend the above roles. 
The custom of Momogeria connected with the ancient drama and its roots back to the 
cUlt of Dionysus. Basic idea and symbol of the custom is death and resurrection, 
rebirth of nature. For this reason and more related rituals are placed around the winter 
solstice in December and January. 
The core of the troupe, in the Matsoukas Pontus, was a serious and disciplined set of 
midnight stable foustaneloforon with helmets, dress them gave a ellinoprepi view. 
Moreover, the appearance ofMomogeria betrays a lasting national resistance, an 
aspiration for national revolution and freedom of the genus. Understandably therefore 
was not to be presented as custom alone, the Turkish-Sea. For this reason, the stitches 
on the custom of Momogeria dressed with a mantle folklore, which were the other 
members of the troupe. The comical old man and the old woman having fun with their 
antics and the mischievous devil give the custom satirical character, who more 
strongly revealed in the dialogues of the police and the doctor. 
the ancient roots of custom stand beyond the ordinary clothes foustaneloforon and 
iiie. manner and style of the dance.

It is inhabited by local indigenous and Greek 

refugees from Pontos, sorne refugees from Minor Asian and Thrace and a few 

families of Vlachs. The custom of Momoeri is now a tradition of all of us. This 

tradition that the Greek refugees from Matsouka of Pontos brought here, was 

something magical that the locals quickly loved and accepted. It was the main 

cause for the locals to love and embrace the Greek refugees from Pontos and 

to participate in the spectacle, sometimes overcoming the Greeks of Pontos 

themselves. I am not originating from Pontos but I also participate in the 

dance group during the spectacle and I consider it as my traditional heritage, 

as the rest of the villagers."

Th e revival of the ancient old festival of "Momogeroi". 

Back in t hose years, in th e begging of winter late Octobe r, the main top ic among villagers was 

the preparati on for Momogeria. The groups of men were preparing the patte rn for the revival 

while th e women were engaged in creating and modifyi ng the costumes and their accessories. 

Early December and after the theater and dance group had been finalized, the daily dress 

rehearsals were beginni ng to take place. Interestingly enough despite the heavy demands of 

the role and the strict discipline required on behal f of the dancers, participation and excitement 

was great since taking part in such an event was considered a great honor . 

Th is is my firs t memory of the custom of Momogeria in 1956, at the age of 7. Despite the long 

time that the festival stopped happening, on account of the dictatorship and the migration of 

young people, I am very happy and proud that with the new generation that followed we 

managed to preserve it over time. Today we relive the festival every year and we hope to pass 

it on intact to the future generations of Pontius.

From a young age 

my grandfathers and grandmothers talking to me and telling me stories about the ways an d 

customs of our unforgettable homeland, as they used to refer to Pontus. A part from many 

stories that intrigued my mi nd was fixed on a cus tom so special; the custom of M omogeria. 

It is a festival which, from w ritte n reco rds, is one of the oldest and in my opinion, most 

important custom we practice. Ever since I was a child, I can remember myself ru nning behind 

t he cast of actors and dancers every w inter. Then, ca me a time w hen I had to learn th e dance 

and its history. The first time I wore the cos tume of M omogeria, I experienced a newborn 

feeling; it was as if I ha d a part of my ancestor' history on me. 

The festival of M omogeria is not only a way of communication as the whole village pa rticipates 

and gets actively involved excha nging greet ings but also a way of life for us. Our grandfathers 

brought the festiva l from Pontus and kept it alive with only one requirement; not to let it 

perish . It is a custom which characterizes me and I proudly inherited from my grandparents and 

parents and I hope to deliver it intact t o my offspr ing. 

Therefore, I consent and ask that the festival be recorded in the International list of Intangible 

Cultural Heritage of UNESCO.

The custom "Momo'eroi " or "Kotsamania ", as it is called in our village 

(Tetralofos, Kozani), is an ancient kind of folk theater, which takes place 

in the countryside, in the streets and all the people that are watching it 

can take part in it, apart from the group of the troupe. Besides 

entertaining, its main purpose is the purification of the New Year, so that 

it would be "good", " fruitful' ', "iucky", "ha ppy" and "successful" in some 

way, and the farewell of the old year that goes. 

Our ancestors bequeathed this custom to us (nowadays, Pontians of 41
n 

generation and further) in the rnost authentic way they could through 

the centuri es, and I personally consider as my duty to preserve, revive 

and retain this custom as something magical and inexplicable, which is 

dominant during the Twelve Days from Christmas Day to 6!1' of January.

I am il third generation Pontia!l Greek, descendan t of a Pontian refl1gee family, growing up 

w it h difficulties wh1ch I managed many times to overcome by particip:~ting in an effort to 

preserve and augment the customs and t raditions of my ancestors. 

During th l' 12 day Christ ian Holidays from Christmas day until Epiphany in the region of 

Livera in Pont us, the custom of Momoeria (Mltl J.lOi:pta) or Kotsiamnn (l<oH:aaw'tv) for t he 

people of Livera, was revived. For them it wz;s a surnmita! and enchanting event based on 

religious tr<lditions. Fof the residents of Tetralofos in the county of Kozani. it is still a 

summital event of gre<~t ln'lponance. 

! remember the mass1ve participation of my feiiO'.'>' villagers to prepare the uniforms of the 

partakers for the event. Some sewed the fustaneii<Js, some rn;;nufactured the l">elmets, some 

embeHis hed the vets. others were preparing the wedding dress, others the clothes of the o!d 

man and so on. Everything was rn<lgical and rituaiistic. 

The dressing of the Kotsiamanos in every home was a rite. E erything had to be perfect. ·nw 
decisions \.vere made by the breadwinner of the fa mil~·· The dressing process w;;s 

accompanied by s1ngmg and music from aggeio or lyre or simply ily pla1n singing if there 

wasn 't a rn usrcal instrument. I have been put of this process for many years. It was a special 

mornent for me then as a Kotsiamancs, c:nd today as having th •~ prirnary of d ressing my son. 

Th is repetitive event used to be (and sti ll is) based on the wishes fM a blessed and fertile 

forthcoming year. Throughout the process I recail my fath .,;r'; say ing:

Momoyeroi event, with a descent that dates back centuries even before the 

emergence of ancient attic drama, is revived nowadays in contemporary Greece and 

constitutes an integral part of international history. 

In t he province of Protohori Kozani t he event appears in t he 1920s when the first 

refugees of Pontus settled and continues until today, for a lucky new year. Young men 

participate (12 fustanella barriers and the t roupe} accompanied by the music of lyre and 

pipes, they sing, dance and comment on the annoying and unpleasant everyday affairs 

causing the admiration and enjoyment of the following crowd. It is worth mentioning that 

we are dealing with a street theatre in which only men take part, as was customary in 

Ancient Greek Theatre .It is impressive for the researchers the fact that all the young 

participants are experientially connected to the event, which is passed on from one 

generation to the next considering to be a way of living as well as a connecting bridge to 

ancestry and history. However, the humanitarian part of the revival of the event plays an 

important role, in Pontus and in Greece as well, where funds are raised and dispensed to 

families in need, promoting the sense of humanism as a way of living. 

Momoyeroi event has passed through the centuries and arrived in Greece to remind 

us of all the turning points in history by preserving them alive until nowadays.

Statement 

The traditional folk event called "Momogeria" or "Kotsamania" happens in the period between 
Christmas and Epiphany and includes elements of theater, dance and satire fro m ancient pagan rituals 
about the fertility of the earth. This is the time to bid farewell to the old year and welcome the New 
Year. The satire troupe is a group of entertainers who wear masks and go around the town, 
accompanied by Pontian m usicians satirizing the mistakes of the society. During Ottoman Empire 
there was an anti-au thoritarian struggle. In 19th century they were satirizing the emerging 
bourgeoisie, which had western standards of life. Today, it has developed into a popular satirical 
happening of recreational relief and social purification. 

The mainstay of the troupe is 12 young men dressed in the national Greek skirt called "fustanela", 
silk belt, decorated vest, tie and helmet with rosettes and mi rrors . They keep sticks with colorful 
ribbons in their hands. The other main characters of the group are the bride, the doctor and the 
"Pragkalon", a zoomorphic creature in a jester role.
