Regarding the identification and issuance of the Bahraini Intangible Cultural Heritage 
Lists 

Chairman of Bahrain Authority for Culture and Antiquities: 

After reading Decree of Law No. (11) of 1995 regarding the protection of antiquities, 

And Decree No. (10) of 2015 regarding the establishment of Bahrain Authority for Culture and 
Antiquities, 

And after reviewing the agreement of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural 
Organization (UNESCO) regarding the protection of intangible cultural heritage which was 
adopted in Paris on 17th of October 2003 and attested as per Decree No. (7) of 2014, as well as 
for the purpose of issuing the Bahraini Intangible Cultural Heritage Lists for the protection and 
preservation as shown in the agreement and law, the following has been decided: 

Article (1) 

The Antiquities and Museums and National Heritage Administrations shall be tasked with the 
study, identification and issuance of lists that determine all forms of the intangible cultural 
heritage in the Kingdom of Bahrain, including but not limited to:

Article (2) 

For the sake of performing their duties stated in the previous article, the assigned 
administrations may:

2 Seek help from the experts who specialize in the heritage and antiquities affairs inside or 
outside the Authority 

Article (3) 

The two administrations shall send periodic reports to the Chairman of the Authority in which 
they explain what has been achieved in the require fields, and shall attach lists that show what 
has been identified as subjects for the Bahraini intangible cultural heritage that is concerned 
with the protection and preservation as per the legal systems referred to in this decision for the 
purpose of approving the same and issuing a decision from her excellency. The two 
administrations may also present any suggestions to modify the lists in the future. 

Article (4) 

The employees in the Authority, each in his/her field of specialization, must implement this 
decision, which shall be enforced as of the date of signing the same.
