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The Telling Tradition of Hoja Nasreddin Anecdotes 

Currently, in order to preserve and transfer rich intangible cultural heritage 
to future generations, the National Commission of Uzbekistan for UNESCO in 
cooperation with responsible organizations in Turkey, Azerbaijan, Tajikistan, and 
Turkmenistan is preparing a multinational nomination file "The Telling Tradition 
of Nasreddin Hoja Anecdotes" for inclusion in the UNESCO Representative List 
of Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. 

It is impossible to imagine everyday life and social relationships of a 
person without laugh. Infants start to laugh at the age of four - five months. We do 
not know the real reason. In any case, we enjoy baby laughter. People all over the 
world know that those who can not laugh sincerely are those who are sad (pitiful). 
People overcome difficulties, trouble and joy in their life and even anxiety about 
imminent death with laughter. Laughter is so widespread that we come across a 
funny situation and hear funny stories every day. 

The term "latifa" comes from the Arabic word "grace" which means to 
think delicate, do good, show kindness and honor. Like many other people in the 
world, Uzbeks love laughter, imitation and humor. Laughter gives a person a sense 
of health, good mood and complacency. 

The images of Uzbek jokes can be conditionally divided into two large 
groups. If the first group consists of Afandi, followed by one person, one woman, 
one child, etc., second group consists of people from all classes of society, animals 
and natural phenomena. 

The name ofNasreddin began to appear in Uzbek folklore since the second 
half of the 19th Century. Images' of Afandi in Oriental folklore are very diverse, 
and we see that there are many similarities between them. Although these images 
are called differently in different folklore, anecdotes change from one folk art to 
another, and the name of the image changes accordingly and takes on a national 
character. 

Effendi and his "images" in other folklore are so popular and so close to 
people that each nation interpreted them as their representatives, and they looked 
for history and a prototype to prove it. As a result, more than one "real Nasreddin" 
was found. 

The largest number ofUzbekjokes dates from the 1960s and 1980s. These 
include the collections of Latifah by Abdullah Kahhor, Hadi Zarif, 1970, 
Khoshimjon Razzakov, Shotursun Shomaksudov, Shukhrat Shoakhmedov.
