I also make figurative sculptures (e.g. roosters) made of iron and 
galvanized wire. Wire craft is my occupation, I am a free lancer. In 2008, I was awarded the ,.Regional 
product Kysuce" brand certificate by the National Committee for local labelling of regional products. 
In 2013, my father and I were awarded the Honour ofKarol Guleja by the Kysuce Cultural Foundation 
in Bratislava in cooperation with the Town of Cadca for the development of wire craft and its 
representation. 

1 continue in the craft tradition of my ancestors who were wire craftsmen for at least 4 
generations and who came from Vefke Rovne, the centre of wire craftsmen. My great-grandfather 
Pavel had a workshop in Kiev and Odessa in Russia and my grandfather Alexander was one of the last 
active wire craftsman masters. He worked with wire until his death and thus contributed to the fact that 
the wire craft technology did not completely disappear in the 1970s and 1980s. My father Jozef started 
to work with wire after he retired. I learnt the basics of wire work from him. My father and my wife help 
me at present. I have been inspired by my grandfather's work and that is why I use many of his favourite 
technological elements. In general, 1 follow his style, but 1 adapt it to the contemporary taste and I 
gradually introduce my own elements characterized by the simplicity of shapes, purity of lines and a 
moderate use of ornaments. 

I do care that the wire craft is preserved and that is why I try to promote it in cooperation with 
institutions involved in wire craft, e.g. the Pova.Zie Museum and UCUV. As part of this cooperation, I 
participate in various presentation and exhibition projects at home and abroad I demonstrate working 
with wire in public, at various markets and folklore festivals. In this way, I spread knowledge on wire 
craft among the general public. Children, in particular, can try working with wire either at these events 
or at creative workshops. 

1 hereby grant my consent to the inscription of the element Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and Art in 
the world cultural heritage of humanity, because in my opinion, the wire craft is considered, not only in 
Slovakia, but also abroad, to be a technical and artistic phenomenon that many generations of wire 
craftsmen pursued in the past and many wire craftsmen still pursue today.

I 
enjoyed the wire work so much that I started making other products too. I heard about the wire craft 
museum in Zilina, I visited it and met wire craftsmen who used to come to creative workshops there every 
year. Seeing all those things that can be made of wire made me pursue this craft and even today I 
regularly and gladly come back and attend these meetings in the Povazie Museum. In 1999- 2012 I 
actively cooperated with the Centre for Folk Art Production in Bratislava as a producer and lector of 
wire work courses. 

The old wire craft is still my source of inspiration. 1 mainly focus on production of utility 
objects - baskets of various shapes and sizes, wire wrapped ceramic plates, candle holders, coat racks, 
bird cages, but I also make decorative objects and sculptures, such as miniature models of bicycles, 
motorbikes, cars, technical inventions and miniature figures of sportsmen, artisans, fairy tale creatures 
and animals.

I am an artist and craftsman and my family comes from Dlhe Pole, a village that 
belonged to the most important wire craft villages in the past. My great-grandfather Jozef 
Holanik-Bakel' and my grandfather Jakub Serik-Fujak belong to the well-known Slovak wire 
craftsmen who made this craft famous all over the world. I first encountered wire craft as a 
child at my grandparents' house. Extraordinary wire products that seemed as though made of 
lace and life stories of my ancestors made me proud of their work and later aroused my 
interest in the wire work. 

As a little child I used to help my grandfather and he taught me the basic work 
processes. I used this knowledge in 2002 when I founded a wire craft workshop and thus 
revived the 140-year-long family tradition. With my p·roducts I directly continue in the work 
of my great-grandfather and grandfather and I use the same techniques as they did. I make 
baskets, bowls, vases, trays. jewellery boxes, cases and canisters, as well as decorative objects 
and jewellery. My specialties are wire roses named after my great-grandfather and badges in a 
form ofthe stylized Slovak coat of arms that were part ofthe product range ofmy grandfather 
Jakub. 

Wire craft means the whole world to me. l try to promote it whenever I can, in media, 
radio and television. Several documentary films~ in which I also appeared, were made about 
the history of my family. I also cooperate with institutions involved in wire craft, in particular 
with the Pova.Zie Museum in Zilina, Slovak National Museum in Martin and UEUV (The 
Centre for Folk Art Production) in Bratislava. I often work in public places. To promote wire 
craft I prepare many popularization projects. e.g. the latest project "Srdce pre Slovensko" 
(Heart for Slovakia) when I spent one year wandering around the country like old wire 
craftsmen used to do and I participated in various public events and visited schools where with 
the help of the public I made a wire heart. In this way, I brought 173 7 people together and we 
created a 137 cm high object. 

I have been awarded the title of "Master of FoRe Art Production" and our family of 
wire craftsmen has been entered into the Golden Book of Wire Craftsmen. I am very proud of 
my ancestors. I try to reconstruct their house in Dlhe Pole and turn it into a museum. My 
grandfather Jakub Serik-Fujak did not get any recognition in the socialist Czechoslovakia and 
our family tradition was gradua11y forgotten. I am glad that I have managed to revive it again. I 
would like to bring the tradition to the same level as my great-grandfather JozefHolanik-Bakel' 
did, when he transformed wire craft into art.

I use 
classic wire techniques and also my own techniques. Among the techniques that I use the most there 
are techniques of winded linear and spiral wire mesh. When creating sculptures I try to capture the 
characteristic expression of the model and to give each sculpture life and movement which are the 
main characteristic of my work. I learnt the basics of wire work technology by attending wire work 
and wire art courses organized by UEUV (The Centre for Folk Art Production) in Bratislava and by 
attending a hobby group "Wire work" at Dom Quo Vadis in Bratislava led by the creative artist and 
jewellery maker Remigia Biskupska. Later I assisted Mrs. Biskupska in conducting the course. I was a 
member of the club of wire craftsmen Diarek affiliated with UEUV for four years. In 2015, I was 
awarded "Rad zlarych klieJtz"' (Order of the Golden Pliers) by Stefan Mlich and the Povazie Museum 
in Zilina for my original and characteristic approach that I apply in my ftgural sculptures and my 
presentation of wire craft at home and abroad. In 2017, I won a prize for my wire sculpture in the 
national creative competition Stwirni knihu (Portray a book). As a gift from the Slovak Republic, my 
wire Bethlehem became part of the Bethlehem Museum in Bethlehem (Palestine) in 2012. I try to 
promote wire craft through my work at exhibitions at home and abroad. I regularly take part in wire 
craft meetings: organized by the Povazie Museum in Zilina and participate in wire work workshops. 
After the death of Mrs. Biskupska, I voluntarily continue to lead the wire work hobby group at Dom 
Quo Vadis in Bratislava together with other wire craftsmen. The general public can become familiar 
with the basics of wire work and wire jewellery there. 1 cooperate with the club Dzarek affiliated with 
UEUV that deals with wire craft and promotes wire work as a craft and a living tradition through 
exhibitions. 

Even today, wire craft, whether in its utility or artistic form, can attract and inspire many people. Even 
designers and creative artists use it to a greater extent. An enormous interest of people coming to 
exhibitions and their interest in learning wire work confirm this fact.

Nevedela som o remesle fakticky nic, kde zacaf, kde kupit' dr6t, klieste, literaturu, ... V televlzii isiel vtedy 
nejaky program o remeslach a predstavovali ,nahodou" drotarku Blazku Krivakovu a jej prace, 
s uvedenim kontaktu. Rozhodla som sa jej napisaf list, v ktorom som ju prosila o rady, kde eo zohnaf. 
Odpisala mi, eo som vtedy vefmi ocenila, a odporucila mi obratif sa na opravarov elektromotorov, u nich 
sa dal zfskat' medeny dr6t r6znych hrubok. 

V nasledujucom obdobi si moja najstarsia dcerka (eMe vtedy nechodila do skoly) kupila v blizkom 
knfhviazacstve malu zavesnu plastiku rybicky (pana Stefana Mlicha - pre mna vtedy neznameho 
drotarskeho majstra), ktora sa jej vel'mi pacila. A skusila som nesk6r urobit' podobnu. 

V roku 1996 som zacala intenzivne zhanat' material na dr6tovanie. Chcela som to jednoducho vyskusat'. 
Zistila som vsak, ze skoro nic nedostaf. Klieste sa mi podarili zazrakom kupif tri zakladne typy, akurat 
do mojej zenskej ruky. Ale s dr6tom to bolo fazsie. Viae ako medeny sa mi pacil pozinkovany a cierny. 
A najma hruby. Taky do zeleziarstva vtedy ani nedostavali. Dohodla som sa s predavaeom- ked' dostali 
kominove rury, tie boli zviazane hrubsim pozinkovanym dr6tom a tak mi ho odkladal a vzdy ked' dostali 
tovar, mala som trochu hrubsieho materialu. Tensi viazacf sa dal kupif pre bezne pouzitie v domacnosti. 
A vcelarsky zas bolo dostat' vo vcelarskych potrebach, ktore sme v Ziline mali. 

Technol6giu drotarstva som sa chodila ucit' do expozlcie Budatrnskeho zamku, pozerala som skumavo 
na exponaty a ked'ze mam technicke myslenie a oko, mnohe som odpozorovala, som teda samouk. Ale 
boli urcite ,gryfy", na ktore by som nikdy neprisla, keby mi ich majstri drotari neboli neskor prezradili, ... a 
mozno by som objavovala dlhodobo zlozitou cestou noveho skusania, mnohych pokusov a omylov. 

Prelomova bola v mojej tvorbe Y9stava vianocnych ozd6b koncom roka 1996, kde muzeum 
prezentovalo tvorbu viacer9ch majstrov drotarov z letneho symp6zia na zadanu temu. Na tejto vystave 
som videla pri praci aj naozajstneho drotara Ladislava Fapsa, ktory vefmi zrucne pre navstevnikov 
predvadzal klasicke drotarske remeslo. Zaroven som sa nakontaktovala aj na pracovnikov muzea, lebo 
som sa chcela nazivo stretnut' s tymito majstrami a eo-to sa od nich priucit', dozvedief, ... Mala som uz 
nejake drobnosti vyrobene z drotu a tak som prvykrat bola medzi drotarmi v lete r.1997 - VII. rocnik 
stretnutia drotarskych majstrov mal tvorive dielne venovane teme detska hracka. Musim skonstatovat', 
ze ma drotari vefmi srdecne prijali medzi seba. Ku svojmu stoliku ma prichylila svetoznama sperkarka 
Remigia Biskupska z Bratislavy a spomenuta Blazka Krivakova zo Ziaru n/H, ktoru som mala moznost' 
spoznat' konecne osobne. Obidve sa casom stali mojimi priatefkami. Vtedy som vlastne vsetky prvotiny 



z drotu venovala muzeu, lebo prace, ktore vznikaju poeas symp6zia, venuju v zavere jednotlivf autori do 
zbierkoveho fondu a tak muzeum zfskava kazdorocne nove exponaty na urcitu zvolenu temu. 

Odvtedy sa pravidelne zucastriujem tYchto stretnutr vzdy s inou tematickou ulohou, ktore ma vzdy 
obohatia nielen vzajomnym stretnutim prfjemnych fudf (drotarov, nadsencov pre remeslo i navstevnfkov 
podujatia), ale najma krasou drotenych diel, ktore su vytvorene rovnakou technol6giou stareho remesla 
a napriek tomu su tak odlisne a roznorode, lebo ka:Zdy autor uz ma svoj vycibreny rukopis, podfa 
ktoreho sa vzajomne mnohf pozname na pocetnych vystavach aj bez uvedenia mena autora. A to je 
dolezite, lebo okopfrovat' maze hockto-hocico, zrucnych l'udi je po celom svete vera, ale najt'azsie je 
nieco nove vymysliet', eo tu este nebolo. A cfm jednoduchsie, tym fazsie na vymyslenie! A v tomto nas 
muzeum novymi ulohami inspiruje a snazr posunut' dalej. 

Techniku spracovania drotu som postupne zdokonafovala i vdaka spomenutYm kazdorocnym 
symp6ziam drotarov v Budatfne, lebo niektorf starsf drotari obcas mali chut' nieco mladsim prezradit' zo 
svojich remeselnych tajomstiev. Vieme z minulosti, ze kazda drotarska rodina si svoje vzory chranila 
ako dediestvo otcov a aj ked mnohe vyrobky zvacsa uzitkoveho charakteru sa v ich tvorbe opakovali, 
ka:Zda vyroba bola svojska, lebo boli pouzite vlastne prvky. Tak sa mi jeden rok (este pred r.2000) 
prihovoril aj pan Ladislav Mikulfk (moj nedosiahnutefny vzor vo figuralnom klasickom remeselnom 
spracovanf drotu) a z obycajneho pasu sluciek, preklapanfm raz do jednej a potom do druhej strany, 
vznikli v jeho rukach nove vzory, na ktore som nemala sancu sama prfsf. Remika Biskupska mi tiez 
prezradila svoju technol6giu vyroby kvietkov, ktore su tak specificke pre jej sperkarsku tvorbu. A dost' 
ma raz povzbudil v tvorbe aj pan Ladislav Jurovaty,st., ktor:Y na jednej vystave v Bratislave uz z diafky 
identifikoval moje drotene krfze, cize spoznal moj rukopis. Vyzval ma, aby som sa pustila do 
monumentalnejsfch objektov. 

Hoci som sa z technol6gie drotarskeho remesla postupne naucila dost' vera, mnohemu nepoznanemu, 
specifickemu som akoby ,pricuchla" v spolupraci s Povazskym muzeom v Ziline - pri spolocnej tvorbe 
knizky pre deti v r.2003 s Mgr. Katarfnou Hallonovou- ,Drotovanie s Markom Dzarkom", kde sme sa 
v prvej casti knizky podelili s citatefmi o poznanie drotu ako zaujimaveho, netradicneho materialu, s 
pracovnymi nastrojmi, s konkretnymi postupmi tvarovania zakladnych technologickych prvkov a ozdob, 
vypletov a spojov, cize akoby malej drotarskej abecedy, bez ktorej by to dalej pri praci s drotom neslo ... 
Dokonca nam neskor niektorf znalf v problematike vycftali, ze sme zverejnili az prflis vel'a z technol6gie 
ako takej. Mali sme vsak obe zato, ze to, eo sme my mali moznost' sa naucit', spoznat', to, co sme 
nacerpali z archfvov, je potrebne dalej rozvijat' a odovzdavat' nasledujucim generaciam, aby sa 
drotarske remeslo nestratilo, nezaniklo, ale aby sa ozivovalo a rastlo v novych a vylepsenych 
postupoch, nielen ako uzitkove, ale aj ako umelecke s posunom k novym formam dizajnu, o co sa ja 
sama vo svojej tvorbe usilujem. Kniha vysla v malom naklade 600 ks, bolo by potrebne ju nanovo vydat', 
lebo je stale o nu vefky zaujem a mohla by sa stat' aj metodickou pomockou v skolach a centrach detf i 
dospelych. 

Moja tvorba je charakteristicka kresbou hrubym pozinkovanym drotom, zvacsa jednym t'ahom, 
doplnenym klasickymi drotarskymi vypletmi v kombinacii najeastejsie s kameriom a plechom. lde 
o dekoratfvne i uzitkove objekty, reliefy, vianocne objekty a ozdoby, pozdravy, obrazky, sperky 
i netradicne kraslice. Pouzfvam vyhradne povodne techniky, cize klasicke drotarske remeslo. 

Zaverom chcem uviest', ze podfa mojho nazoru by malo v sucasnosti Povazske muzeum v Ziline vo 
vseobecnosti este viae posilnit' sekciu DROTARSTVO, lebo toto je to ,vzacno", co inde vo svete 
nemaju! Zbierkove fondy muzea su naplnene mnozstvom krasnych a neopakovatel'nych vyrobkov 
z drotu, tvarovanych pomocou kliesti nielen od star:Ych majstrov, ale aj od sueasnych poeetnych 
remeselnfkov i v:Ytvarnikov. Cely svet v uzase na prezentacnych vystavach tohto remesla (aj na mojich 
autorskych i spolocnych kolektivnych doma a v zahranici) pozoruje jeho v:Yvoj a ocenuje vefku zrucnost' 
a vynaliezavost' Slovakov. 

Prave z tohto dovodu odporucam prvok .drotarstvo" zapfsat' do svetoveho Reprezentatrvneho zoznamu 
nehnutefneho kultumeho dediestva rudstva UNESCO.

I, the undersigned Maria Krajcova, hereby grant my free, prior and informed consent to the 
nomination of the element Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and Art to the Representative List of the 
Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity. 

In the 1990s, the public did not know much about the phenomenon of wire craft. Everybody 
had a general knowledge of who wire craftsmen were and how they wandered around the 
world and struggled to earn a living. I heard of them for the first time as a child thanks to the 
book "Dzarkovia" written by Karol Tomascik. I presented one part of the book at 
Hviezdoslavov Kubin, a competition in recitation of poetry and prose. I had no idea at that 
time that this almost extinct craft would appeal to me one day and that I would pursue it in my 
artwork. 

After graduating in architecture in 1988, I moved to Zilina and in 1991 my family and I found 
out about the Pova.Zie Museum - a wire craft exhibition. I was extremely impressed. In my 
work, I used many techniques (painting, drawing, wood carving, macrame, jewellery made of 
natural materials, corn husk, folk embroidery, tapestries, Easter eggs, etc.), but this was 
something unusual, exceptional and unrepeatable, something I had never seen before. The 
wire craft touched my heart and I felt a strong desire to try it {and it has stayed with me for 
more than 21 years). 

1 did not know a thing about wire craft, where to start, where to buy wires, pliers, literature, etc. 
There was a TV show about crafts where the wire craftsman Blazka Krivakova, her work and 
contact information happened to be presented. I decided to write her a letter and ask for some 
advice, where to buy things, etc. I really appreciated it when she wrote back to me and 
recommended to contact electric motor repairmen to get copper wire of various diameters. 

Later, my oldest daughter (at pre-school age) bought a small hanging sculpture of a fish in a 
nearby book-binding shop (the author was Stefan Mlicha- a wire craftsman master unknown 
to me at that time) that she liked very much. I tried to make a similar one later. 

In 1996, I started to hunt around for wire work material. I simply wanted to try it. But 1 found 
out that it is impossible to buy such things. It was a miracle when 1 happened to buy three 
basic types of pliers, just perfect for a woman's hand. However, finding wire was far more 
difficult. I liked galvanized and black wire more than a copper wire. And thick, in particular. 
Hardware stores did not carry that type of wire in those days. I made a deal with the shop 
assistant - when the store received chimney pipes that were tied together with a thicker 
galvanized wire, he put it aside for me. So, every time they received new goods, I got a little 



bit of thicker material. A thin binding wire could be bought for common household use. And a 
beekeeping wire could be found at the beekeeping supply store that we had in Zilina. 

I used to visit the exhibition at the Budatin Castle to learn the technology of wire work and 
closely examine the exhibits. Since I am capable of technical thinking and perception, I 
managed to learn a lot by observing. I am self-taught, but there were certain "hacks" that were 
later shown to me by wire craftsmen masters, otherwise I would have never figured them out 
alone ... or it would have been a long and complicated trial-and-error way. 

A breakthrough in my work came with the exhibition of Christmas decorations at the end of 
1996 where the museum presented thematic works of several wire craftsmen masters who 
attended the summer symposium. At this exhibition I saw the real wire craftsman Ladislav 
Faps skilfully demonstrating the classical wire work to visitors. I also contacted museum 
employees, because I wanted to meet these masters and learn something from them. I already 
had some small items that I had made of wire, so I met wire craftsmen for the first time in the 
summer of 1997 - the VII Meeting of Wire Craftsmen Masters offered creative workshops 
focused on toys. I have to say that wire craftsmen welcomed me with open arms. Remigia 
Biskupska, a world-fumous jewellery maker, let me join her, as well as the above mentioned 
Blazka Krivakova from Ziar nad Hronom whom I finally met fuce-to-face. Both of them have 
become my friends. I actually gave all of my first wire artworks to the museum, because all 
artworks created during the symposium are donated by individual authors to the museum 
collection fund. In this way, the museum can acquire new thematic exhibits every year. 

1 have regularly taken part in these meetings since then, every time with a different theme. I 
always benefit from these meetings, not only thanks to meeting nice people there (wire 
craftsmen, enthusiasts and visitors), but also thanks to the beauty of wire works of art that are 
created using the same old wire craft technology and yet they are so different and diversified 
because each author has his/her own refined "handwriting". Therefore, we are able to identify 
each other's work at numerous exhibitions even without seeing the author's name. And this is 
what I consider to be important because anybody is able of copying and skilled people can be 
found all over the world. But the hardest part is to come up with something new, something 
that has not been here yet. And the simpler it is, the harder it gets to think it up! The museum 
inspires us with new tasks and encourages us to move forward. 

My technique of wire work gradually improved thanks to the aforementioned annual 
symposiums in Budatin, because every now and then old wire craftsmen revealed some of 
their craft secrets to the younger generation. We know from the past that every wire craftsmen 
family protected their patterns as a heritage of their ancestors. Even though many products, 
especially utility objects, repeated in their work, each manufacture was unique and used 
unique elements. And so, Ladislav Mikulik (my unattainable ideal in classic figurative wire 
work) spoke to me one day (before 2000). From a simple chain of loops, by flipping it over 
to one and then to the other side, new patterns were created in his hands. Patterns that I would 
have never figured out by myself. Remika Biskupska showed me her technology of 
manufacturing small flowers that are specific for her jewellery creations. I was also 
encouraged by Ladislav Jurovaty Sr. who was able to identify my wire crosses from a 
distance at one of the exhibitions in Bratislava, he recognized my "handwriting". He 
encouraged me to start working on more monumental objects. 

Even though I gradually learnt a lot about wire work technologies, I experienced something 
unknown and unique when cooperating with the Pov3Zie Museum in Zilina - when creating a 



book for children "Drotovanie s dzarkom Markom" in 2003 together with Mgr. Katarina 
Hallo nova. In the first part of the book we shared with readers the knowledge of wire as an 
interesting and unconventional material, tools, specific techniques of shaping basic 
technological elements and ornaments, meshes and joints. So, it served as a short ABC guide 
inevitable for working with wire. Even some experts criticized us later that we had disclosed 
too much information related to the technology. But we both believed that everything that we 
learnt and drew from archives must be further developed and passed to future generations so 
that wire craft does not become lost and perished but revived and expanded in new and 
improved processes, both utility and artistic, towards new forms of design. I strive to do this 
in my artwork. The book was released in a small quantity of 600 copies. It should be published 
again because it is still in high demand and it could serve as a methodological guide in schools 
and centres for children and adults. 

My artwork is characterized by using thick galvanized wire, usually in one stroke, and 
classical wire mesh mostly coupled with stone and metal plate. I make decorative and utility 
objects, reliefs, Christmas objects and decorations, greetings, pictures, jewellery and 
alternative Easter eggs. I only use original techniques, i.e. classical wire craft. 

I would like to conclude that, in my opinion, the Pova.Zie Museum in Zilina should in general 
reinforce its WIRE CRAFT department, because it is "something precious" that cannot be 
found anywhere in the world! The museum collections are full of beautiful and unrepeatable 
wire products shaped using pliers of old masters, as well as numerous contemporary artisans 
and creative artists. At wire craft exhibitions (either my exhibitions or collective exhibitions at 
home and abroad), the whole world is amazed at the development of wire craft and highly 
regards the great skill and inventiveness ofSlovaks. 
This is the reason why I recommend the element "Drotarstvo -Wire Craft and Art" to be 
entered into the Representative List ofthe Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

We strive to bring this craft closer to the widest public possible by 
participating at events organized by institutions that promote wire craft and at exhibitions at 
home and abroad. Our mission is to pass this craft to future generations. 

Wire craft is a phenomenon that we should be proud of, we should maintain and 
develop it so that our generation and future generations see it as something that was, is and 
will be part of our culture and history. These are the reasons why we have decided to give our 
consent to the nomination of the element Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and Art to the 
Representative List ofthe Intangible Cultural Heritage ofHumanity.

I collected many articles, 
documents and photographs from libraries and archives. I made video recordings with then­
living wire craftsmen masters about their life, place of work and habits and I recorded their 
technological and manufacturing processes. I myself master the original wire work techniques 
and present them not only at home, but also abroad. My father was a wire craftsman as well 
and I inherited the love for this craft from him. I promote wire craft in every possible way. I 
devoted one chapter in the monograph about my native village Jarabina to wire craft. Several 
times I talked about wire craft on the Slovak radio or in the open-air museum in Stam 
Cubovna- the administrative centre of wire craft in Spis. 

Since the 1990s, I have cooperated with several personalities and institutions that help 
maintain and protect the historical consciousness about wire craft in the society. Those were, 
in particular, Vladimir Ferko, a writer coming from a family of wire craftsmen and an author 
of nonfiction books about wire craft, Karol Guleja, one of the founders of the wire craft 
museum in Zilina and, especially, the museum itself, called the Pova.Zie Museum since the 
1950s. I helped its employees at documenting Spis wire craftsmen and I also took part in many 
activities organized by them to revive and promote wire craft, e.g. meetings of contemporary 
wire craftsmen, creative workshops and exhibition projects at home and abroad. 

To conclude, I declare that I have devoted all my efforts to maintain wire craft alive 
for future generations. I am firmly convinced that wire craft deserves to be listed among the 
world cultural heritage alongside fujara flute, Terchova music, bagpipe culture and Slovak and 
Czech puppetry. Therefore, I fully support and agree with this nomination and I confirm it 
with my signature.

I particularly make bowls and baskets, I wire wrap old ceramics and 
Easter eggs and I also make contemporary wire jewe11ery. When making utility objects I am inspired 
by historical patterns and I give them a more modem form. My wife also shares my love for wire, she 
helps me with my work, and my son learnt to work with wire too. 

In relation to my profession I cooperate with several institutions which document, examine and 
support this craft, e.g. UCUV in Bratislava (The Centre for Folk Art Production), Museum of the Slovak 
Village in Martin and Museum of Orava Village in Zuberec, where I regularly present this craft and I 
conduct creative wire workshops for children. In this way, I try to raise their interest not only in the 
wire work, but also in trying to find out more about the history of wire craft. For many years I have 
cooperated with the only specialized wire craft museum in Slovakia, the Pov!lZie Museum in Zilina, at 
reconstructing old techniques and teaching wire work. I regularly participate in various meetings of 
wire craftsmen or in creative workshops organized by the museum. The museum presents my work at 
many thematic exhibitions at home and abroad. 

I am a proud wire craftsman not only for personal reasons,. but I really consider it to be a profession 
which originated in my home country and has become a craft typical for Slovaks. That is why I support 
all efforts made to make it a part of the world cultural heritage.

I, the undersigned Stefan Mlich, hereby grant my :free, prior and informed consent to the 
nomination of the element Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and Art to the Representative List of the 
Intangible Cultural Heritage ofHumanity. 

I was born in a wire craft region of Kysuce and my father worked as a wire craftsman 
for some time. This possibly also played a role in my later decision to work with wire. Since I 
perceived traditional craft as a closed chapter, I sought possibilities to take it to a higher level, 
even to the edge of art. When I started working with wire I was concerned about the fact that 
this craft was almost forgotten and I felt the need to contribute to its development. 

In 1991, I came up with an idea that, in my opinion, could help revive the wire craft 
and suggested it to the Povafie Museum in Zilina, a museum specialized in wire craft. It was 
an idea to establish a tradition of regular meetings of wire craftsmen in the premises of the 
institution and thus give them an opportunity to get to know each other better. This idea was 
implemented thanks to the museum management in charge at that time and since then the 
meetings of wire craftsmen masters have been organized in the museum for almost twenty­
seven years. The wire craftsmen exchange their experience and help each other at restoring the 
original technology. They create interesting wire artefacts at a creative workshop. The event is 
open to public and it has inspired many to start working with wire. Those were often museum 
visitors that happened to come to the event, the wire work attracted their interest and today 
they belong to excellent masters in this field. This is how the community of wire craftsmen in 
Slovakia has grown by dozens of people who enjoy working with wire in their spare time. I 
am pleased that I have contributed to the return of wire cmft to society, because in the 1960s 
and 1970s, when I started with wire craft, there were only ten or fifteen of us. 

From the very beginning I leaned towards the artistic processing of wire. I preferred a 
free creation using traditional work wire techniques. In this context, I examined the work of 
old wire craftsmen and defmed basic decorative elements that wire craftsmen used when 
designing their products. I make wire sculptures, reliefs and pictures. I manually shape the 
wire and connect it in a traditional way. I also use manually woven and industrially 
manufactured mesh and combine it with decorative and constructional wire elements and with 
stones, paper, wood and other materials. For the past years I have been designing and creating 
jewellery from semi-precious stones. I wrap them with a silver-plated wire using old 
techniques. Over the years, I have been a member of several associations of visual artists, e.g. 
Slovak Art Forum I am currently working for the Visual Artists Association of Central 
Slovakia that is part of the Slovak Union ofVisual Arts. I was awarded the Karol Guleja Prize 
for my lifetime achievement and activities supporting wire craft (awarded by the Town of 
Cadca in 2016) and the Order of the Golden Pliers for preserving, reviving and spreading wire 
craft (awarded by the Povafie Museum in Zilina in 2017).

In the past, there were people who used to show up in our towns and villages and offered 

their services by shouting "Pots to mend!" These people were wire craftsmen who travelled across 

half ofEurope in former times. Even though they existed in the 18th century, their craft did not die out. 

The skills, patience and fantasy when shaping the wire have been preserved to this day. That is why a 

small group of enthusiasts decided to establish the Wire Craftsmen's Club at the Municipal 

Cultural and Sports Centre in Kysucke Nove Mesto in 2007. It was established to commemorate 

and revive the traditional craft in our region. Promising wire craftsmen, irrespective of age and gender, 

learnt basic and, later on, even more difficult wire work techniques; first under the supervision of 

Peter Hlavatovic and later under the supervision of Ing. Zofia Cernysowi, CSc. 

At regular meetings at present, 15 members of all ages and professions make various wire 

ornaments and decorations for apartments and houses, utility objects such as coat racks, bowls, wire 

wrapped bottles and ceramics, wire jewellery and many others. We use different types of wires 

(galvanized, copper, silver-plated, stainless, black wire). In addition to wire, our basic 

equipment includes traditional tools of wire craftsmen, e.g. pliers, hammer, anvil and various 

needles around which we wrap the wire. We use traditional techniques such as needle lace, wire 

mesh for rabbit cages, basket-making and tightening technique, spiral bending and sewing, etc. 

By using these techniques, we try to preserve the history of wire craft and transform it into a 

modern form. 



We organize creative workshops for children and adults in Slovakia, the Czech 

Republic and Poland where we teach individual wire work techniques and thus strive to 

preserve traditional techniques of wire craft. Each year we accept new members who are 

interested in working with wire. With the help of the Povazie Museum in Zilina, we organize 

lectures on the history of wire craft. 

We represent the town and wire craft at various events in Slovakia and also abroad. 

Regular exhibitions, not only in Kysucke Nove Mesto and many other towns in Slovakia, but 

also in the Czech Republic, Poland and France, are a proof of skills and craftsmanship. Our 

works of art are admired in Austria, England, Ireland, Italy and even far away in Canada. 

We, the wire craft enthusiasts, are very pleased that we can share and pass our 

experience and knowledge of working with wire and preserve this old craft. That is why we 

give our consent to the inscription of Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and Art in the Representative 

List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

The Guild of Czech and Moravian Artistic Wire Craftsmen (Guild of Wire 
Craftsmen) was founded under this name as a civil society at the initiative of a few 
enthusiasts after a meeting of wire craftsmen at the wire craft museum in Zilina, Slovakia in 
1999 and it was registered at the Ministry oflnterior of the Czech Republic that year. 

The guild is a non-profit, voluntary and interest organization bringing together 
amateur and professional creative artists engaged in creative design of utility and decorative 
objects made of wire. We operate in the territory of Bohemia and Moravia, but our members 
also come from Slovakia. We aim to spread and maintain traditional forms of the historical 
craft and to develop and preserve the original wire craft through our awareness-raising, cultural 
and educational activities. The guild is open to anybody older than 15 who is somehow 
engaged in wire craft and has the same interest and goals. At present, we have several dozen 
members from all over the Czech Republic and other countries (approx. 55). The managing 
body of the guild is an elected committee led by a chairman - a guild master who is 
authorized to act on behalf of the guild and represent its interests. 

The guild helps its members in terms of expertise; it provides information necessary 
for their work and education and protects interests of all members in regard to artistry and 
authorship. The guild awards the title of "Master of the Guild of Czech and Moravian Artistic 
Wire Craftsmen" in folk art production to its members based on their presented works. 

The guild awards an honorary membership in specific cases. At present, honorary 
members are: 

• Regional Museum in Jilove near Prague -for supporting and helping the guild in 
organizing events and promoting wire craft. 

• Povazie Museum in Zilina- for preserving wire craft and on the occasion ofthe 
lOth anniversary, for organizing annual meetings ofwire craftsmen masters (year 
2008). 



• PhDr. Alena Vondroskowi- an author of a series of publications on wire craft, for her 
significant contribution to preserving, promoting and supporting wire craft 

• The City of Prague Museum- Ctenice Chateau- for supporting crafts actively, on the 
occasion ofthe 15th anniversary ofthe existence ofthe Guild and on the occasion of 
the 1st year ofCtenice wire work event 

The guild provides its members with specialized information, event schedules, etc. 
Once a year it organizes a national meeting of wire craftsmen with accompanying events 
that were organized until 2016 with the support of the Ministry of Culture of the Czech 
Republic where we regularly applied for a grant related to the documentation of wire craft. 

In 2018, a jubilee XX National Meeting of Wire Craftsmen wi11 be held. This 
meeting is regularly attended also by participants from Slovakia, where many of our 
members come from and where we cooperate with OCUV. 

In cooperation with other partners, e.g. the City of Prague Museum- Ctenice Chateau, 
Regional Museum in Jilove near Prague, Folk Creativity Club, Educational Association of 
Artistic Crafts and the Guild of Blacksmiths, we organize exhibitions, seminars, lectures 
and wire work courses. 

We, wire craftsmen and wire craft enthusiasts associated in this guild, are closely 
related to wire craft, we recognize its uniqueness and we are truly convinced that it 
deserves to be part of the world cultural heritage of humanity.

In the past, the municipality of Dlhe Pole belonged to villages where wire craft was 
one of the most important sources of livelihood of its citizens. Masters from Dlhe Pole were 
famous for their dexterity in processing metal plates and they were successfully active mainly 
in Poland, Russia and the Balkans, but also in the United States. One of the most famous 
Slovak tinker families comes from this village, its most significant representative being Jozef 
Holanik-Bakel'. Wire craft is therefore a famous chapter in the history of Dlhe Pole. Until 
today it has stayed in the mind of people here, e.g. thanks to the work of the folklore ensemble 
Drotar (Wire Craftsman). The village supports activities aimed at conveying knowledge of the 
craft to the young generation. In this context, we have a close and long-term cooperation with 
the Primary school in Dlhe Pole which focuses on the regional development and, in particular, 
with the Povazie Museum in Zilina which is the leading institution in the field of research and 
presentation ofthis matter. 

The cooperation with the museum has resulted in many interesting events focused on 
the presentation and knowledge of wire craft. The most important event was the national Wire 
Craft Festival 2013 dedicated to the 150th anniversary of the birth of Jozef Holanik, 
accompanied with a live presentation of wire craft and a wire work course, as well as the 
publication of the book by Klara Trhacova about the life and work of Jozef Holanik. The 
museum participated in creating the book in terms of expertise and graphics. However, the 
permanent exhibition of wire craft called Dlhopol'ski pani majstri- Navraty (Masters ofDihe 
Pole - Returns) is a highlight of this cooperation. It is a reminiscence of local tinkers and 
events that took place in the village and significantly influenced the craft history (the first 
exhibition ofwire craft and its ethnography in 1940). A special attention is given to the work 
of Jozef Holanik and his followers- Jakub, Juraj and Jozef Serik. The exhibition also presents 
wire art products of artisans who still live in the village or lived there until recently - Jan Madaj, 
JozefPolka and Peter Hlavatovic. 

In 2018, our village plans to open a live wire craft museum in the native house of J.H. 
Bakel' in cooperation with the Povafie Museum and the wire craftsman Juraj Serik. It is the 
only preserved original wire craftsman house in Slovakia that is registered in the list of 
cultural monuments of the Slovak Republic. A wire craft museum will be established there 
with practical demonstrations of wire work that will be presented by the tinker Juraj Serik, a 
great-grandchild of J.H.Bakel'. 



Our village strives to help in preserving the wire craft tradition by its cultural activities 
and presentations of the original wire work. We believe that we will be able to preserve the 
heritage of our ancestors for future generations in cooperation with partners that guarantee 
high level of expertise and professionalism, such as the Pova.Zie Museum in Zilina.

I, Ing. Jozefa Micieta, the Mayor of the Municipality ofVel'ke Rovne, as its statutory 
representative, hereby grant my free, prior and informed consent to the nomination of the 
element Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and Art to the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural 
Heritage ofHumanity. 

Our municipality is considered to be the most important centre of wire craft in 
Slovakia, with the largest concentration of wire craftsmen in the past. Many famous wire 
craftsmen masters came from our village. Many of them settled abroad and became very 
successful artisans and businessmen. After World War I, several wire products manufacturing 
cooperatives were established here, out of which the company "Svetom" existed until the early 
1990s. Our citizens still perceive wire craft as a living tradition that directly touches each 
family through their ancestors. A wire craftsman can be found in the history of every family 
in Rovne. Many significant contemporary masters have their roots here, such as Ladislav 
Mikulik, a naive artist, R6bert Hozlik, Ladislav Fapso, or Vladimir Ferko, a tireless promoter 
of wire craft and a journalist whose work about wire craft history "Svetom, moje, svetom" 
(Into the World, My Sweet) was translated into several European languages and Georgian. 

We commemorate this exceptional craft tradition by a number of public activities, e.g. 
Tinkery feast celebrations, various forms of live presentations of the craft, or wire craft 
workshops. We support the folklore ensemble Drotar (Wire Craftsman). Since the end ofthe 
1990s, we ·had helped the Povazie Museum in Zilina at executing extensive field research 
concerning its history and wire craft. This cooperation resulted in a long-term exhibition 
"Welcome to Drotaria- in reality and virtuality" established at the municipal office in 2008 
on the occasion of the 600th anniversary of the first written record of the existence of Rovne. 
Five years later, after a three-year complex reconstruction of one of the oldest local buildings 
- the former building of the municipal and notary office - we built a museum called 
"Drotaria Museum". The above-mentioned exhibition was re-installed here with new findings 
and exhibits, again in cooperation with the wire craft museum in Zilina. With more than two 
hundred authentic wire craft artefacts, it presents wire craft, which is inherently tied to our 
municipality, and shows significant local historical events, natural conditions and everyday 
life. In this way, a dignified memorial to wire craft was created, with an outdoor educational 
trail. The trail goes through the village around the most important local monuments and 
provides interesting references related to wire craft history. In recent years, we have built a 
wooden lookout tower situated above the village. It provides a great view of the whole region. 

The citizens of Vel'ke Rovne are proud of their craft traditions, they consider them to 
be unique and rare in the world. They support the inscription of Drotarstvo - Wire Craft and 
Art to the Representative List ofthe Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity and perceive it 
as an expression of honour to thousands of wire craftsmen who spread the awareness of 
Slovakia in the world with dignity.

They 

remind us of the ever-present past of the village - the wire craft - that is connected to the 

history of our village. An old wire craftsman with a pack basket on his back, a stick in one 

hand, a little boy in the other hand ... 

Not having enough possibilities to make a living, the poor inhabitants left their country 

and worked as tinkers, tinsmiths, oil vendors and peddlers abroad. Thanks to being hard­

working, they earned money and sent it to the families which they left at home. Many of them 

never returned home and died abroad. 

Some names shine as fixed stars on the wire craftsmen's sky. Without a doubt, many of 

them are natives of Vysoka nad Kysucou: lmrich Docar - also called the Lord of the Light, 

Stefan Huncik- the King of Wire Craftsmen, Imrich Krutosik, Martin Chalan, etc. They 

transformed a wandering profession of wire craftsmen into repair workshops, well prosperous 

manufacturing plants and a factory industry. 



The Municipality of Vysoka nad Kysucou strives to maintain the historical awareness of 

wire craft through conducting a wide range of activities, e.g. cultural programs prepared by 

folklore ensembles from our village and performed at various events, the latest being a 

presentation of wire craft at the regional celebration of sovereignty in Stani Bystrica with the 

participation of the Prime Minister of the Slovak Republic. The village organizes various 

exhibitions and craft markets every year where contemporary wire artists and masters are 

invited. 

The tight connection and inseparability of Vysoka nad Kysucou and wire craft is best 

presented in the work of Mgr. Katarina Hallonova who researched wire craft in the territory of 

Vysoka nad Kysucou while working on a monograph called Vysoka nad Kysucou in 2014. It 

would be useless to repeat the facts that have already been published in relation to the 

connection of wire craft and Vysoka nad Kysucou, therefore we enclose the document and 

state that we own the copyrights. 

I firmly believe that the phenomenon of wire craft will be included in the list of the most 

precious treasures of humanity, because it is an inimitable example of human inventiveness, 

skills a dexterity and it expresses the close connection between its representatives and their 

native land and nature.

Reasoning: 
The wire craft originated at the end of the 171

h century and developed in the area of poor villages 
of Javorniky. The Municipality of Kolarovice is one of the representatives of wire craft in the former 
Trencsen County. A stony and infertile land of Javorniky made young men leave and earn a living as 
wire craftsmen abroad. Most of them were socially and nationally conscious and brought progress to 
their poor native country. At present, we commemorate the wire craft every year by organizing a hike 
called ,,Drotarska krosna" (Wire craftsman's pack basket). The village supports folklore ensembles­
the children's dance ensemble Kolarik, the women's folklore choir Kolarovicanky and a brass band 
Ko/arovicanka. Their performances commemorate the life of wire craftsmen in the past. 

I have decided to grant my consent because I believe that wire craftsmen were the ftrst Slovaks 
who strongly felt a sense of being part of the world. They were often the only representatives of a 
small nation about which the world did not know at all.

Its origins date back to the 18th century 
when the wire craft became one ofthe possibilities to make a living in this region. However, 
skilled wire craftsmen masters continued to develop their craftsmanship and dexterity (even 
abroad) and many of them transformed their craftsmanship into art. In this way, they spread 
the reputation of their native region. The town of Cadca systematically strives to preserve 
wire craft traditions. We regularly organize creative wire workshops for young people and 
general public and presentations of the work of wire craftsmen from Cadca (Juraj Serfk -
Master of Folk Art Production, R6bert Hozak and Jozef Hozak - Masters of Folk Art 
Production, Cubica Kullova, etc.) and other regions of Slovakia. In our town gallery and in the 
House of Culture in Cadca, we organize exhibitions devoted to wire craft and to artists who 
work with wire. We organize these exhibitions particularly in cooperation with the Povaiie 
Museum in Zilina, an institution which we respect and support as an exceptionally important 
cultural institution and which has long been devoted to wire craft, has performed its activities 
with a high level of professionalism and is a top leader in this field in Slovakia. The town 
annually organizes a festival "Drotomania '' (Wire mania, since 2005) as part of the St. 
Bartholomew feast celebrations. Its aim is to commemorate, revive, present and preserve 
traditional folk culture with a special emphasis on wire craft traditions of the Kysuce region. 
The wire craft is regularly presented here not only as a craft itself, but there are more 
extensive presentations and demonstrations of the works of wire craft masters, also films 
devoted to wire craft are shown, there are performances of folklore artistic ensembles and a 
hike called Drotarskymi chodnickami (Trails ofwire craftsmen). The Honour ofKarol Guleja 
has been annually awarded at the festival in the town of Cadca since 2007. It is awarded to 
personalities who have made a significant contribution to spreading the reputation of wire 
craft. Holders of this Honour are: 2007 - Vladimfr Ferko and Andrej Ferko, 2008 -Miroslav 
Cipar, 2009 - Ladislav Jurovaty Sr. and Ladislav Jurovaty Jr., 2010 - Juraj Serfk, 2011 -
Stefan Mlich, 2012- Jan Comaj, 2013- JozefHozak and R6bert Hozak, 2014 -lng. Cubomir 
Bemat, 2015 - Peter Kurhajec, 2016 - Remigia Biskupska, 2017 - Dagmar Krizova. Their 
names have been inscribed into the Golden Book of Wire Craftsmen which bears a great

artistic, historic and material value. The book is stored and can only be seen at the House of 
Culture in Cadca. 

The town ofCadca is the founder ofthe folklore ensemble Kysucan and the children's 
folklore ensemble Kelcovan that are the significant bearers of traditions of our town and 
region. Both ensembles very precisely and systematically pursue the theme of wire craft and its 
demonstration in their programs. In recent years, Cadca has significantly supported the 
national project "Srdce pre Slovensko" (Heart for Slovakia) of the wire craftsman Juraj Serik: 
from Cadca. The idea was created in Cadca and was preceded by the project "Srdce pre 
Cadcu" (Heart for Cadca). Juraj Serik created a superb large-scale wire heart for our town (it 
is placed in the town gallery, as well as other two wire objects- "Sun for Cadca" and "Angel 
for Cadca" from R. Hoza.k: and I:. Kullova). In the House of Culture in Cadca, the founder of 
which is the town of Cadca, you can fmd wire life-size sculptures of various personalities 
from Kysuce (J. Kroner, J. Palarik, E. A. Ceman). Their author is Ladislav Jurovaty Jr. and 
they were created at the initiative of the Kysuce Cultural Foundation - an organization that has 
long and significantly supported the development of the cultural life in Cadca and Kysuce 
region, with a special emphasis on wire craft traditions. Among members of this Foundation, 
there are Kysuce natives working in Bratislava, representatives of the town of Cadca and 
representatives of other Kysuce towns and municipalities. 

The town of Cadca also supports the regional education at its schools; it regularly 
organizes lectures and discussions with wire craftsmen and initiates children into the 
mysteries of this craft, whereas they have an opportunity to try wire work themselves. 

We support traditions and present efforts in this area by selling original wire products 
and decorative items in our town - in the Information Centre and the House of Culture in 
Cadca. We also support our wire artisans in the way that their original wire decorative and 
utility products are often gifted to our friends and partners from Slovakia, Poland, Czech 
Republic, Italy, etc., to awarded personalities of our town, honorary citizens, as well as to 
significant guests who come to visit our town. We also support the publication and 
propagation ofpublications related to wire craft. 

We are proud of the wire craft tradition in our region, as well as of the contemporary 
forms of existence of this craft and we will continue to support it to a great extent. It is very 
important for us that the wire craft is inscribed on the Representative List of the Intangible 
Cultural Heritage of Humanity and we fully support and agree with this act.
