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What is SEA-PLM?

A large-scale assessment to collect data, measure and compare learning achievement and
learning context across region and within countries

Cyclic assessment to track progress over time — every 3-4 years
Developed specifically for and by the South-East Asia region

References the curricula of all countries in the region and respectful of South-East Asian
values and context

SEA-PLM will provide the necessary student performance data to build a common set of

metrics (scales) in mathematics, reading and writing for primary school students across the
ASEAN region.

SEA PLM empirical scales have the potential of being linked to other internationally
recognised metrics. However, measuring student performance must be for the purposes of
diagnosis, rather than for the purposes of comparison.
