Introduction

support developing countries to accelerate progress to meet Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 4 for
quality education and the African Union (AU)’s Continental Education Strategy for Africa (CESA) 2016-
2025. The KIX Africa 19 Hub is led by a Consortium of partners: UNESCO IICBA, UNICEF East and
Southern Africa Regional Office (ESARO) and the AU.
