Among the communities in the DPRK are the Democratic Women’s Union of  Korea, the General Bureau of Public Welfare, the Korean Cooks Association, the Foodstuff Research Institute, the Zymology Institute, the Folklore Research Institute, Kimchi factories, universities, colleges and neighbourhood units and housewives.

The tradition contributes to social unity and others, since it is practised in the whole society involving neighbourhoods, relatives, villages, organizations and localities as forms of communities.
Koreans share experience among themselves to make delicious Kimchi according to season, while helping each other with raw materials and in preparation.

	Kimchi is a vegetable dish which is made by seasoning  various vegetables or wild edible greens with spices, fruit, meat, fish or fermented seafood before undergoing lactic fermentation. In this course tastes of the ingredients blend well, producing  a unique flavour. 

The tradition of Kimchi-making dates back to the 10th century and it has hundreds of variants.

As rice typifies the staple food of the Koreans, so does Kimchi the Korean’s side dish. It is served not only at every meal but also on special occasions such as wedding, holiday, birthday parties and memorial services for the deceased as well as state banquets. 

The daily consumption of Kimchi by Koreans is great in amount. Each Kimchi variant differ in ingredients and recipe according to seasons and localities. It has remarkable nutrition value as well.

Koreans take it for granted that they help each other in Kimchi-making among neighbours, relatives or workplace colleagues.

In this practice they boast their Kimchi, give advice on skills and congratulate each other on their successful Kimchi-making. 

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	All the Koreans are the bearers and practitioners of the Kimchi-making custom and, in particular, all the housewives are its major practitioners. Many families have their own recipes for Kimchi-making handed down through generations, which they regard as their precious family heritage  to be further developed and transmitted to their future generations. 

Its transmission is mainly carried out by mothers to their daughters or daughters-in-law. For newly married young women, acquiring the skill of Kimchi-making is one of the process to go through to become a good mother, and constitutes a very important part of their kitchen practice.

The methods of Kimchi-making is spread among households, villages and members in workplaces and throughout the society thanks to the conscious activities of practitioners, in particular, those who are socially recognized as the major practitioners. This custom is practiced among overseas Koreans as well.

Transmission and dissemination is also conducted through education at all levels ranging from   kindergartens to primary and secondary schools, colleges and universities. 

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	Kimchi-making custom has mainly passed down either through mothers to daughters or through mothers-in-law to daughters-in-law or orally among housewives.

Kimchi-related knowledge and skill is also transferred among neighbours, relatives or other members of the society who help each other with its practical making. 

Transmission of knowledge and skills on Kimchi-making is also carried out through the state education system. Children are taught about the basic kinds of Kimchi and the rudiments of Kimchi-making at kindergartens. They learn Kimchi-making on higher level at primary and secondary schools. Colleges and universities train Kimchi professionals.

With an eye to disseminating the knowledge and skills and to encouraging the practice, the Korean Cooks Association and the Democratic Women’s Union of Korea sponsor Kimchi-making events.

History museums in the capital and local areas put on show information on Kimchi-making ranging from its origin and development to its variants and features. In this way, they promote people’s awareness and appreciation of Kimchi-making custom. 

On the other hand, research institutes bring out valuable books and papers on Kimchi-making, thereby stimulating the development of this custom. 

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have today for its community?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	Kimchi-making is a major dietary custom that distinguishingly features one of the identity Koreans. With the development of culinary art, a variety of instant food and exotic dishes are present. However, the Koreans do not stop growing vegetables and picking wild edible greens in order to make Kimchi at home.

What is more, working collectively and sharing know-hows and materials with each other in Kimjang (making a large quantity of Kimchi for winter months) boost cooperative relations among families, villages and communities, thus contributing to  social cohesion among  groups.

As they make Kimchi, the Koreans develop affection for their native villages, and come to realize the need to treasure nature and learn more about it, and also their obligation to display creativity and talents in their joint effort to tailor their culinary life to nature.

Nationwide Kimchi-making contests and exhibition being organized on a regular basis, help many people share experiences and get more knowledge of it. In this way, it contributes to promoting health and enhancing  the diversity of  culinary culture.

	(v) Is there any part of the element that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, or with sustainable development?

	Since Kimchi-making is practised by all the Koreans, there is no part that is not compatible with existing international human rights instruments or with the requirement of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals or with sustainable development.

Rather, the custom of helping each other with making Kimchi makes their relation smoother and more cohesive. It makes people join efforts, regardless of social status, gender or age, characters or intellectuality, as it involves various processes such as securing vegetables or wild edible greens, making Kimchi-seasoning and sharing good experience as well as providing good ingredients and conditions for storing Kimchi. In this way, it brings to the heart of the people sense of joy and pride as well as love for the nature, encouraging them to lead their life in harmony with the nature.

Mutual assistance among neighbours, villages and groups in Kimchi-making lays the foundations for social cohesion and unity in one mind, thereby adding zest for life in families and workplaces. 
The popular characters of the Kimchi-making practice will lead to a boost in exchange and cooperation with other nations as well as among communities, groups and individuals.

Contribution to ensuring visibility and awareness and 
to encouraging dialogue

	The inscription of this element will ensure better visibility of traditional diets worldwide and appreciation of benefit thereof. It will help people acknowledge the diversity of ICH, significance of human activities aimed at further developing the dietary traditions, and also the need to protect nature.

The inscription will also enhance awareness of importance of the Kimchi-making practice common, yet indigenous to each locality, and instil into them a striking attachment to their native land in a new dimension.

On the national level, it will encourage public interest in the intangible heritage in relation to the traditional dietary custom, which, in turn, will contribute to the effective implementation of measures adopted by the state for protection of natural environment and traditional customs.

On the international level, the inscription may boost cultural exchange between the DPRK and other countries across the world, thus enriching the treasure trove of Intangible Heritage of humanity.

	(ii) How can inscription encourage dialogue among communities, groups and individuals?

	The inscription will provide a premise of dialogue for those who are dedicated to the development of traditional dishes in pursuit of enhancing nutritive value of their own similar to Kimchi.

In consequence, its inscription will encourage dialogue with other nations, over the enhancement of nutritive value of traditional dishes. By the same token, joint symposia and cultural events will be arranged on many occasions at home and abroad, promoting dialogue and exchange for dissemination of Kimchi-making skills, which in turn will provide other nations with a window on the Korean culinary culture.
Given the differences in climatic conditions and geographical environments, different vegetable-storing methods exist across the world. Therefore, the inscription of Kimchi-making will promote cultural exchange in such a way that different nations of the globe acquire knowledge on it in comparison with their own methods.

	(iii) How can inscription promote respect for cultural diversity and human creativity?

	One of the important features of Kimchi lies in that it varies in kind.

The ingredients of Kimchi such as vegetables, wild edible greens and seafood saw an increase in each local area along with the lapse of centuries and thereby lots of Kimchi variants came into existence with the addition of new materials for seasoning. This process of developing Kimchi  bears testimony to cultural diversity and creativity developed and displayed by the human beings. 

As they utilized nature by concerted efforts, they acquired knowledge and experiences related to Kimchi-making as well as storing methods to enhance its nutritive value and flavour.

These facts demonstrates the wisdom of human beings who accumulate knowledge for effective use of nature while improving social relations and breasting difficulties by virtue of cooperation and unity. Therefore, its inscription will catalyse contribution to promoting respect for human creativity.

	The viability of Kimchi-making custom is being ensured by the positive efforts of groups and individuals involved in the enactment of this element.

The Korean Cooks Association, in cooperation with different public organizations, arranges Kimchi-making events on a national or regional scale in each season and many housewives are widely involved in them.

Kimchi-related research institutes, universities and colleges foster study of Kimchi, while bringing out books and papers on its knowledge and skills as well as on experiences for presentation and promotion through media. 

Primary and secondary school curricula include Kimchi-making to inculcate students with its knowledge.

Neighbourhood units and enterprises offer assistance to those families of elderly couples and patients having difficulty in practicing the Kimchi-making. Elderly women lead the way in transmitting the spirit of helping each other, and experiences to younger generations, encouraging, thus, to the continued viability of this element.

	In the DPRK, the Central Broadcasting Committee of Korea, the Cooks Association of Korea and other related organizations sponsor Kimchi-making events and shows at all seasons with a view to safeguarding the element.

The chairmen of the provincial, city and county people’s committees, in cooperation with the Ministry of Agriculture and the Ministry of Fisheries, make sure that various materials and containers for Kimchi-making be supplied through commercial networks to all families within their administrative units including island villages, while ensuring that farms in the suburbs supply  vegetables for the urban population.
When kimjang season is at hand, organizations and establishments concerned grant women employees who are married preferential day-offs, and provide every family with social conditions necessary for Kimchi-making.
Media give wide publicity to experiences and skills of Kimchi-making including those newly collected across the country, while research centres such as the Foodstuff Research Institute and the Zymology Institute foster academic research into preserving traditional taste and adapting it to suit modern taste.

ICH safeguarding-related agencies take responsibility for identifying and inventorying of recreated Kimchi-making methods.

Along with this, the custom of Kimchi-making is included in all the curricula from kindergartens to schools and universities.

	Since the custom of Kimchi-making has been practiced by all the Koreans at home and abroad in all seasons, the element will not be endangered by the result of inscription on the List, in view of the continued viability and transmission.

Most Koreans eat Kimchi at least once a day, and many of them, at every meal. This customary practice preconditioned the continual of the tradition of Kimchi-making from ancient times on.

 Many people hope to make more tasty Kimchi and to recreate new variants as many as possible, and they do compare their Kimchi with others including neighbors, villages and workplace colleagues.

Many people demonstrate that, though same seasonings and methods are used to make Kimchi, it has different taste according to the differences in maker's skill, the time in each season and storage method, notwithstanding the fact that the use of different ingredients makes the taste of Kimchi different.
With the increasing demand of people for tasty food, people give effort to recreate more tasty variants reflecting given natural environment and local conditions, which provides favorable environment for the safeguarding and promotion of the element.

As Kimchi-making constitutes an important part in the dietary life of Koreans, the custom is practiced constantly. And their ardent love and the favorable conditions resulting thereof command a good prospect for its sustained safeguarding. Moreover, various associated measures are being incessantly proposed by the large population.

The viability of ICH elements depends on their practice. Therefore the Government increases investment in the safeguarding the element and providing social conditions in a planned way.

Non-permanent national heritage protection committees in the capital and provinces hold  meetings twice a year for the protection of ICH, where they discuss and settle the issues arising in safeguarding ICH including the element.

Each year, according to local demand for vegetables, the Government draws up plans targeted at farms to ensure the production and supply. To meet the growing demand for vegetables in urban areas, vegetable farms in the suburbs are to be expanded and vegetable greenhouses upgraded. Other Kimchi materials and storing means are provided according to the needs of the population through local commercial networks which rely on the well-knit vegetable supply system. Thus, vegetables find their way to all families and establishments such as nurseries, kindergartens, schools, universities, rest homes, hospitals, institutions and enterprises.

The Law on Protection of the Cultural Heritage of the DPRK adopted in 2012 is being supplemented on a regular basis. For the safeguarding of the element including the general ICH, which largely depends on the given natural environment, legal steps are to be taken to protect land, rivers, forests and sea.

A series of events will be sought to be organized such as culinary ones, Kimchi contests, academic symposia and meetings for exchanging experiences, aimed at dissemination of more know-how on making Kimchi.
The NAPCH bears the main responsibility for updating the State Inventory and local lists with recreated variants of Kimchi, in collaboration with local people’s committees and organizations, and, for this purpose, undertakes collection of related information in a planned way.
Mass media, newspapers and magazines present Kimchi-related knowledge at optimal time for Kimchi-making, so housewives can get detailed knowledge.

The Government draws up budget for research and educational institutes to ensure that   research papers and reference books are published and archived in libraries across the country including the Grand People’s Study House, focusing on wider public.

To guarantee the sustainable viability of the ICH, education in Kimchi-making is promoted to transmit the element.

The transmission of knowledge of the element is closely combined with educations within the families, schools and the society.

In families, parents tell children their own skills and let them make Kimchi by themselves to transmit the experience. In kindergartens and playgrounds, toy tools and materials are available so that children can play imitating Kimchi-making. At primary and secondary schools, lectures are given combined with practice, while students in faculties and departments related with Kimchi are offered practical training in restaurants.

With the backing of the state, educational institutes are equipped with all kinds of tools and other means for Kimchi-making including vegetable fields.

Educational environment will be developed along with the development of Kimchi-making methods and skills, on a systematic basis.

	(ii) How will the States Parties concerned support the implementation of the proposed safeguarding measures?

	For the implementation of the safeguarding measures proposed in the section 3.b.(i), financial support will be provided to all central and local state organs, safeguarding groups, scientific research and educational institutions as well as the media.
With an eye to creating an atmosphere to encourage the Kimchi-making practice, functions of non-permanent national heritage protection committees in the capital and local areas will be enhanced and financial backing will be given to mass media presentation.

To this end, the Cooks Association of Korea and its branch organizations will give assistance in organizing the nationwide April Holiday Culinary Festival in a significant way.

Each local government organ will acquaint itself with the demand of raw materials for Kimchi in their areas to identify the amount the needed in the supply plan, and take necessary measures including financial ones.

The Ministry of Agriculture, the Ministry of Land and Environment Protection, the Ministry of Fisheries and the Ministry of Urban Management will advance new practical approaches for the provision of Kimchi materials.

	(iii) How have communities, groups or individuals been involved in planning the proposed safeguarding measures and how will they be involved in their implementation?

	The proposed safeguarding measures were elaborated by the NAPCH involving entities related with the safeguarding of ICH in the fields of catering services, education, media and working people’s organizations as well as the public at large who are the main practioners.

They also took active part in the documentation and inventorying of this element on the State Inventory as well as preparing the nomination to the Representative List. Furthermore, they also  afforded supporting letters for the nomination providing many invaluable information required for inventorying and preparation of this nomination.

The pivots in implementing the proposed safeguarding measures will be the above mentioned communities, in particular, the many housewives. All the families will make it a tradition to make Kimchi in an indigenous way, while public entities will make positive efforts for the continued practice of the element.

Many housewives will participate in the seasonal and local Kimchi-making contests as well as exhibitions to be held on national or local levels.

Public organizations including working people’s organizations and neighborhood units  will make positive efforts to promote the traditional cooperation between people in making Kimchi, and to protect fields, greenhouses, forests and sea for the sufficient supply of Kimchi material.

	Since the ratification of the Convention for the Safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage in 2008, the element’s nomination for the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity has been carried out in accordance with the desire and full support of all Koreans.
The National Authority for the Protection of Cultural Heritage, true to its mandate assigned by the by the Government, for the safeguarding of the Intangible Cultural Heritage including the nomination, sought to ensure that the preparation for nomination of the element be prepared in accordance with the people’s will, in cooperation with the Ministry of Culture, the Education Commission, the Ministry of Physical Culture and Sports, the Ministry of Public Health, the Academy of Social Sciences and the Korean Cooks Association.

The Department of Intangible Cultural Heritage within the National Authority for the Protection of Cultural Heritage will sponsor provincial workshops aimed at motivating people of all strata to identify and safeguard more local variants. Many members of the Women’s Union of Korea in various localities including women living in Mangyongdae District, Pyongyang, as well as overseas Korean women proposed to include their practices of the element, while the residents in the northern mountain villages and the eastern and western coastal areas of the country stood on including theirs.

Information related with the nomination was provided by the Korean Cooks Association, the Foodstuff Research Institute, the Zymology Institute, the Folklore Research Institute, Pyongyang Jang Chol Gu University of Commerce and Pyongyang Han Tok Su University of Light Industry, while production of photos and video was conducted by the Central Bureau of Broadcasting Committee of Korea, the Korean National Heritage Preservation Agency and the National Heritage Information Technology Exchange Agency.

	All Koreans provided full support for the submission of this element to the List. It was impossible to obtain all of their consents. Therefore, we have received prior consent to the nomination of the element in three ways:

First, many state organs including  the Ministry of Culture, the Education Commission, the General Bureau of Public Welfare, the Central Committee of the General Federation of Trade Unions of Korea, the Central Committee of  the Union of Agricultural Workers of Korea, the Central Committee of the Democratic Women’s Union of Korea, the Academy of Koryo Medicine, the Cooks Association of Korea and the Academy of National Science and the Academy of Social Sciences sent their Letters of Consent to the nomination and out of them only 5 Consent Letters were included in the nomination file.

This element, together with its related information, was placed on the State Inventory on 5th, September 2012, which is managed by the National Authority for the Protection of Cultural Heritage (NAPCH). 
About ten ICH elements were selected and included in the State Inventory at the request and proposal of social groups, working people’s organizations and governmental organs representing the public at large. In particular, neighbourhood units and people’s committees, working people’s groups and social organisations including local people and major bearers and people’s committees in the North and South Phyongan Provinces, North and South Hamgyong Provinces, and North and South Hwanghae Provinces, and the Kaesong City, played active part in the whole inventorying process.
