Tripundanske svecanosti i kola sv. Tripuna - tradicije bokeljskih Hrvata u Hrvatskoj kulturna su bastina koju su bokeljski 
Hrvati doseljavanjem iz Bake kotorske, danas u drzavi Crnoj Gori, prenijeli u Hrvatsku. Zajednica Bokelja u Hrvatskoj 
vezana je uz tradiciju poznatih pomoraca i cehovskog udruzenja Bokeljske mornarice, bratovstine mediteranskog tipa. 
Bokelji u Hrvatskoj danas cine brojnu zajednicu organiziranu u bratovstine koje su ujedinjene nazivom .Hrvatska 
bratovstina Bokeljska mornarica 809", a djeluju u Zagrebu, Rijeci, Puli, Splitu i Dubrovniku. Trenutno u Hrvatskoj zivi 
peta i sesta generacija Bokelja koji bastine tradiciju Bokeljske mornarice na teritoriju Republike Hrvatske upravo u 
aktivnostima bratovstina. Svoju tradicijsku bastinu smatraju nezaobilaznim dijelom identiteta pa se zato okupljaju i slave 
sveca zastitnika - svetoga Tripuna. Blagdan obiljezavaju odlaskom na katolicko misno slavlje i izvedbom kola u svim 
sredistima bratovstina u Hrvatskoj. Svetom Tripunu posvetili su i posebno kolo koje se po predaji prvi put plesalo prilikom 
dolaska relikvija svetog Tripuna u Kotor 809. g. u cast zastitnika, pa se ono naziva kolom svetog Tripuna. Cesto se 
koristi i naziv kola Bokeljske mornarice jer ga izvode samo Odredi Bokeljske mornarice. Bokelji se okupljaju svake 
godine za proslavu sv. Tripuna oko dvaju sredisnjih dogadanja. To su Tripundan (3. veljace) i .,Bokeljska vecer", s 
tradicionalnim balom koji se u svakom od gradova u kojima Bokeljska mornarica djeluje odrzava u razlicito vrijeme. Ta 
okupljanja zajedno s kultumim dogadanjima (izlozbe, koncerti, predavanja i sl.) koje tim povodom bratovstine 
organiziraju, a odnose se na predstavljanje kulturne bastine Bokelja hrvatskoj javnosti, cine cjelinu koju Bokelji nazivaju 
Tripundanskim svecanostima. U prenosenju kulturnih vrijednosti Bokelja osobito je vazna uloga Malog admirala, djecaka 
od 7 do 10 godina, kojeg bratovstine biraju njegujuci tradicije u obitelji. Mali admiral izgovara lode sv. Tripunu (zahtjevan 
tekst upucen sv. Tripunu) uz crkvene tripundanske proslave i tijekom bokeljske veceri. Svi Odredi imaju Malog admirala, 
ciji je izbor izuzetna cast djecaku. Tripundanske svecanosti i kola sv. Tripuna - tradicije bokeljskih Hrvata u Hrvatskoj 
kao nematerijalno kulturno dobro - simbolicko je mjesto opstojnosti zajednice Bokelja u Hrvatskoj koje ispunjava duhovni 
prostor bokeljskog zajednistva. 
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Description 

Festivities of St. Tryphon and Kolo of St. Tryphon - Tradition of Boka Croats in Croatia represent cultural heritage that 
Groats who moved from Boka Kotorska, in Montenegro, brought with them to Croatia. The community of Boka Croats 
in Croatia is closely related to the tradition of famous seafarers and organisation of the Boka Navy, a Mediterranean 
type cofraternity. The community of Boka Croats in Croatia is very large. They are organised in fraternities under the 
same name "Croatian Cofratemity of the Boka Navy 809". The fraternities are active in Zagreb, Rijeka, Pula, Split and 
Dubrovnik. The fifth and sixth generation of Boka Croats lives in Croatia today and they are the successors of the 
Boka Navy tradition that they are trying to preserve through the activities of the fraternities. They find this heritage the 
inevitable part of their identity. Therefore, they organise meetings and celebrate their patron saint - St. Tryphon. They 
celebrate St. Tryphon's Day by going to Mass and dancing the chain dance in all cities in Croatia where the 
Cofraternities operate. The circle dance was dedicated to St. Tryphon and according to the legend, it was danced for 
the first time when the relics of St. Tryphon were brought to Kotor in 809, hence the name "Kolo of St. Tryphon". 
Another name of this circle dance is "Kolo of the Boka Navy" since only the squads of the Boka Navy dance this 
particular circle dance. The Boka Croats meet every year to celebrate St. Tryphon on two main occasions: St. 
Tryphon's Day (3 February) and the Night of Boka, a traditional ball that is held at different time in every city where the 
Boka Navy is active. These gatherings, together with other cultural events (exhibitions, concerts, lectures etc.) related 
to the presentation of the cultural heritage of Boka Croats to the Croatian public organised by the fraternities, form an 
integral event called "Festivities of St. Tryphon" by the Boka Croats. The role of the Little Admiral is a very important 
role in passing the cultural values of Boka Groats. A Little Admiral is usually a boy between 7 and 10 years of age 
selected by the Cofraternities with an aim of preserving the family tradition. The Little Admiral recites praises (Lode) to 
St. Tryphon (a very demanding text) at the Festivities of St. Tryphon and during the Boka Night. All squads have a 
Little Admiral, Being selected as a Little Admiral is a great honour for the boys. The Festivities of St. Tryphon and Kolo 
of St. Tryphon - the tradition of Boka Groats in Croatia as intangible cultural property - is a symbolic point of viability 
of the community of Boka Groats in Croatia that fills up their spiritual unity. 
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
