I, Abdubaitova Ayzhan Toyshibekovna, a member of the Union of Artists of the USSR, now of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, grew up and was brought up in the spirit of national traditions among
beautiful carpets, terme alasha, tekemets, luxurious embroidered tus-kilems, where, fortunately,
all traditional types of crafts and art developed and preserved, even in the most difficult times for
our people. And | knew for sure that when I grow up | will certainly become an artist-designer
because in order to develop folk art at a high professional level, education is necessary. And now,
the Almaty Art College, a member of the Union of Artists of the Republic of Kazakhstan.



Difficulties in my profession also consisted in the fact that, as it turned out, there were no
textbooks, systematic methodological manuals, and no programs for the study of applied art in
Kazakhstan at any of the universities. All events in the entire history of my long-suffering people
like war, famine, devastation, including the Soviet totalitarian system, have left their mark.
Unfortunately, many valuables, expensive gold-embroidered carpets, clothes of Kazakh biys,
sultans, khans, which could serve as samples, material for study, were taken out in the 17th-18th
centuries by the pre-revolutionary Russian geographical society.

As a result of a long and painstaking research work, the forgotten Zerleu technology of the famous
Kazakh zergers of the 15th-19th centuries (embroidery with gilded metal gutter-zer), which
belonged exclusively to the Kazakh nobility, was restored.

In 1996, according to the Central State Museum of Kazakhstan program for the restoration of the
national heritage, | made a copy from the original of the museum exhibit of the Beshmet Hanshi
Fatima (KP 3695), the wife of the khan Zhangir of Bukeevskya Orda of the 17th century.

Work is underway to study and use the Zerleu technology in modern clothing. And also students
study in the Zerleu technique, both my daughters Perizat and Daua successfully master it.

The tradition of the Zerleu masters and performance in this technique requires a special attitude
and conditions. This elite art of the elite is the property of the Kazakh people, which has come
from the past, which we do not have the right to oblivion, and must be preserved for the next
generation.

The secret of success: boundless Love for the native land, for the native people and art!

I dream of how the true daughter of the Kazakh people to revive the elite art of the ancients, to
return the status of high art to our original root art of decorative art, so that it can with dignity
represent our independent Kazakhstan at the global level.
