	International Martial Arts Centre, Category 2 institution ready to be opened this year is a result of WoMAU's efforts to develop and implement measures to strengthen institutional capacities for safeguarding ICH. WoMAU has involved in the whole process of International Martial Arts Centre from its draft proposal till feasibility study and all the related documentation. Now Korean government and UNESCO are about to make the final agreement right before the establishment of the Centre.

	World Martial Arts Union(WoMAU) cooperates with relevant governmental bodies for safeguarding of ICH through several programs.

One of them is Cultural Partnership Initiative (CPI). CPI, one of the ODA (Official Development Assistance) programs of the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism of Rep. of Korea, is a cultural residency program that invites experts on culture, arts, tourism, MICE industry from all over the world to stay in Korea for a certain period of time for exchanging related knowledge. For the CPI, WoMAU, conducting agency for 2 consecutive years of 2013, 2014 invited martial arts-related people and got  them trained Taekkyon and to experience Korean culture in cooperation with assistance of martial arts associations, local or central governments, sports-related institutes and ministries of various countries and even UNESCO national  Commissions.  

Last year, seven martial arts experts one each from Ghana, Sudan, Moldova, Uzbekistan, Myanmar, Sri Lanka and the Phillippines were invited to WoMAU's CPI and represented outstanding achievements related traditional martial arts in many ways during 5 months.
On top of that, WoMAU has played a leading role in safeguarding ICH in martial arts field through the work to carry out traditional martial arts training for education officials as being designated an executing agency and render cooperation to Chungju World Martial Arts Festival hosted by local government and provide administrative and technical assistances to the member organizations with a view to facilitating their participation in the Festival and other such events.

However we provided relevant government and community with expert knowledge as an advisory NGO to Inter-governmental Committee for Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritages (the Committee) and martial arts professional organization enlisting Taekkyon, on the UNESCO representative list. Based on this experience WoMAU endowed Cambodian member Bokator with information for the Urgent Safeguarding List.

	WoMAU itself produced a compendium of Taekkyon, a Korean important intangible cultural asset, sometimes giving a definition of words on its unique and typical movements in English. Showing it as a sample to members, WoMAU has been collecting writings on respective traditional martial arts from them to produce a world traditional martial arts series.

	We didn't participate directly in that measures but are participating indirectly by activities such as international conferences and seminars which discuss such measures. For instance, we hold international conferences and seminars under the title related to ICH safeguarding or attend as workshops or seminars held by other Category 2 institutions related to ICH safeguarding as an observer or a speaker. Also we has built up archives of different martial arts from WoMAU member organizations in WoMAU website and has been publishing a biannual news letter containing various martial arts-related information presented by martial arts experts and world martial arts organizations or communities.

	The Martial Arts Training Program for Teachers is an education program hosted by WoMAU that was selected as a sector field training agency for 3 years in a row by the local government. This training workshop is designed for providing local public education officials with chance to get trained to enhance right physical development and positive sprit of students with martial arts items.
Another education event held by WoMAU is Martial Arts Youth Summer Rally. The youth event   also related to Traditional Sports and Games (TSG) educates youth in martial arts culture by providing with an opportunity of experiencing martial arts first-hand. Particularly, it is to install youth a sense of pride in their cultural roots through building up cultural identity and exchange useful information among themselves, promoting ideals of peace, fraternity, solidarity and the virtue of non-violence, tolerance and justice.

To conduct these programs WoMAU cooperates with local schools, martial arts groups and individuals, especially youths.
Also as means of training and education for martial artists from member organizations home and abroad WoMAU uses the World Martial Arts Park where WoMAU organizes world martial arts festival every year and the Martial Arts Museum which shows history and features of respective countries' martial arts by images or pictures. This goes through advices of martial arts communities and concerned people and materials mainly collected from member organizations so that  martial artists from member organizations home and abroad as well as tourists and citizens can study  about various global martial arts  as ICH of humanity and enjoy themselves.

	The World Martial Arts Union (WoMAU) signed Memorandums of Understanding (MOU) on the cooperation with the Ministry of Sport and Youth of Moldova, the University of California Martial Arts Program (UCMAP), the sports dept. of Young-San University and Korea Institute of Sports Science (KISS), sharing the vision that the mutual cooperation and support will help promote development and education of the youth through martial arts and other relevant sports.

WoMAU also participated as a research institution in a project to develop and spread a training textbook for traditional martial arts leaders, which the Ministry of Culture, Sports and Tourism carried forward for promoting traditional martial arts after the Traditional Martial Arts Promotion Law was enacted by Korean National Assembly in 2008.

In addition WoMAU operated International Martial Arts Centre Bureau, Category 2 institute in its secretariat under financial support from Chungju city government, providing administrative and technical assistances including feasibility study to the relevant governments with a view to improving cooperative activities with members both in quality and quantity. 

On the other hand, WoMAU has visited cultural centers, martial arts schools, member organizations etc. all over the world for mutual exchanges of traditional martial arts. The countries that we visited with traditional martial art groups of Korea for bilateral martial arts exchanges marking the anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic relations with Korea are Russia (2009), Greece(2011), Vietnam (2013), Rumania, Ukraine and Moldova(2014).

	Yes. Starting from the 2nd session of the Intergovernmental Committee meeting taking place in Tokyo in 2007, WoMAU has attended the sessions of UNESCO meetings (the Committee meeting and general assembly of the States Parties).  Since 2007, in the cultural and educational side, WoMAU had been exploring the possibility of working with the UNESCO to make meaningful contribution to its relevant programs. 

As a result, WoMAU obtained a status of official partner from UNESCO (Consultative Status) as well as an advisory NGO to the Inter-governmental Committee for Safeguarding of Intangible Cultural Heritages (ICH). In this context, it may merit a particular mention that WoMAU has successfully worked out to get martial arts recognized by the relevant UNESCO body as a segment of intangible cultural heritages. Thanks to this, Taekkyeon of Korea for the first time for a martial art is enlisted on the UNESCO's Representative List.

Accordingly, we may recommend them to try jointly inscribing through their governments. In case they seek our advice on that, we will provide them with our expertise gladly.  Currently horseback archery and Pencak silat are the candidates.

	No, we deal or handle with martial arts only, among other things mainly traditional martial arts which are one of valuable ICH of humanity.

	WoMAU has 47 member organizations all over the world most of which became members after going through deliberations by WoMAU secretariat at the first step and then by existing members. In order to deliberate new members' applications WoMAU secretariat needs more martial arts literacy comparing with the general public and related networks such as the academic world and organizations or experts. WoMAU deliberates them using its intangible and tangible properties.
In addition, WoMAU, an advisory NGO, not only analysed the draft proposals submitted by Korea Taekkyon Association to the relevant government but also provided the government with the relevant information or expertise in the process of drafting it. At the very beginning WoMAU encouraged the Korea Taekkyon Association to submit a proposal for UNESCO representative list to the ministry.

	Yes, we have. WoMAU wrote Taekkyon book itself in English and Korean. Additionally we also wrote a draft proposal of International Martial Arts Centre for Youth Development and Engagement, Category 2 institution in English and Korean after we were recommended Category 2 centre by UNESCO and passed it over to relevant Korean governments so that they can submit it to UNESCO. WoMAU participated in the whole process for the establishment of International Martial Arts Centre including feasibility study by UNESCO and now it is on the threshold of establishment. We have 2 staffs to do that.

	WoMAU dispatches Korean traditional martial arts demonstration teams to member states to promote exchanges of personnel and information between the member organizations. This bilateral cultural exchange activity conducted to mark the anniversary of diplomatic relation with Korea in general, encourages the world martial arts community to contribute positively for the world peace as inscribed in WoMAU Agreement. 

Along with this, WoMAU undertakes organizing study activities such as seminars and conferences for promotion and preservation of each country's traditional martial arts, organizing or sponsoring demonstration or exhibition events and rendering cooperation to Chungju World Martial Arts Festival. Martial artists invited from many countries show their own martial arts to the general public in the Festival. And WoMAU provides administrative and technical assistances to the member organizations with a view to facilitating their participation in the Festival and other related events.
