	There are many communities that continue to show interest and commitment in preserving the heritage of Malay Martial Arts (Silat). The existence of these communities covers all 14 states in Malaysia. There are 548 martial arts communities in Malaysia. Generally, these communities are coordinated by two major bodies according to the communities' choice: National Silat Federation (Persekutuan Silat Kebangsaan Malaysia -  PESAKA) and Malaysian Society of Malay World Arts of Silat (Dunia Seni Silat Melayu Malaysia - DSSM). With the guidance, administration, and coordination of PESAKA, Silat is more visible as sports, in the Malay language known as "Silat Olahraga" while remaining the arts of Silat as a heritage item. Meanwhile,  DSSM is geared towards socio-cultural and recreational arts of the Silat and portraying the Silat with it  physical appearance of complete Malay traditional attire. Undoubtedly, both of these associations carried out programmes and activities to safeguard the Silat. Both PESAKA and DSSM fully agreed on Silat be nominated and recognized under the 2003 Convention.

	Silat is a combative art of self-defense and survival rooted from Malay archipelago. It was traced at the early of Langkasuka Kingdom (2nd century CE) till the reign of Melaka (Malaysia) Sultanate era (13th century). Silat has now evolved to become part of social culture and tradition with the appearance of a fine physical and spiritual training. There are many styles of Silat which inspired by the movements of human anatomy, nature and animal in which the name of the Silat would be known, for instance, Silat Harimau (Tiger) inspired by the movement of tiger been creatively forms the art of self-defence and attack by initiating a tiger in positioning one's hands, legs and body texture movement. The imitation in an aesthetic rhythmic motion which actually portray the art of the particular Silat. There a variety of Silat styles. In Malaysia alone, there are more than 150 known Silat styles such as "Seni Silat Gayang Lima" "Seni Silat Pukul Buah" "Silat Gayong", "Silat Bunga", "Silat Melayu", "Silat Cekak", "Silat Pulut' and so on. 

Silat is a martial arts that consists of bodily, spiritual, intellectual and aesthetic emotional movements. The learning of Silat fosters agility, skill, thoughtful, strategic, bold, confident, diligent, creative and courteous.

The names of different types of Silat which identify each of its community is derived from the names of natural elements such as animal, plants or any existent found in the environment of Malay nature itself.

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles, including gender-related ones or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If so, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	Since the occupation of Malaya (now Malaysia), silat has been marginalised from the palaces. Silat Masters consisting of former warriors continued their struggle and established informal Malay Silat institutions and transmitted the teaching and skill from generation to generation.

The Malay Silat was originally possessed by warriors since the time of the Langkasuka Kingdom and the splendor of the Malay Sultanate of Melaka. They are noble fighters and law enforcement of justice in military and defense institutions.

Now, the practitioners of Silat consist of Master/Guru/Teacher, Jurukaka/assistant/senior student and students regardless of gender, race, age, and background of their formal education. They are Silat practitioners who responsible for maintaining the practice of Silat and the continuation of Silat. They are members of the local community, living in the same vicinity. Masters are responsible for educating every student. The difference between the Jurukaka and the student is that Jurukaka is a senior student who has mastered some knowledge of Malay Silat from his Master. Jurukaka is among the chosen individuals from the students and often has the potential to be a representative of the Master in training other students.

Masters are individuals who are believed to have the skills and knowledge of the Silat. The position of a Master in Silat is highly respected. Master become references in the delivery of the  Silat lesson and could be one of the community's leader.

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	Teaching of Silat with proper syllabus and guidelines is well established by PESAKA and DSSM with assistance of government agencies such as: Department of National Heritage, National Academy of Arts, Culture and Heritage (ASWARA), Department of Youth and Sports,  higher institutions such as: University of Malaya (UM) and Sultan Idris Education University (UPSI).
Trainings of Silat are usually held in evening or night time, several days a week an open space such as courtyard, Silat court depending on the availability of the compound in vicinity of relevant communities or students' neighbourhood. While in rural areas training is usually held at the compound/courtyard of the Masters' house. Master and Jurukaka will attend to lead the training. Training is open to those interested in practicing Silat regardless of their ethnic, belief, gender, and age. Those interested have first to register their name; underage have to get permission from their parents. Students are usually briefed by Jurukaka on ethics, norms, and procedures of the particular Silat association of which they wish to become a member. Training is also held at the sports court or the hall of primary /secondary schools as Silat has been accepted as one of the co-curriculum activities. Normally, training is carried out in the evening after school sessions.

To improve skills, Jurukaka would participate in a series of specialised training in specific workshops scheduled by Silat Master under the supervision of PESAKA and DSSM. Jurukaka and students having passed certain levels of training will receive recognition as award of achievement through the award presentation particular accessory in custom-made attire whether a twisted belt or a slit indicating the degree of efficiency of recipients.

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have for its community nowadays?

	Silat portrays Malay identity. The existence of Silat would not be completed without the appearance of traditional Malay attire, Silat musical instruments, and customs that are still visible in the royal ceremony. The Malay traditional merit titles such as the Raja (King), Permaisuri (Queen), Panglima (Knight), Bendahara (Prime Minister), Datuk and other titles represent the Malay culture remains in modern Malay institutions.

Silat is also a medium of exhibiting the social interaction among communities, for example, Silat often be performed during the Malay wedding ceremony, official opening ceremonies and a welcoming performance during official functions of the Malaysian government such as the King's coronation. Silat is also promoted as stage performances such as in theatrical Mek Mulong, Randai, Menora and Mak Yong prior to independence of Malaysia.

Silat teaches its practitioners to achieve a more meaningful purpose of life by doing virtue and abstaining from all the disgraceful traits that can be harmful to the community and in the spiritual and physical aspects.
Silat is not only known as the traditional art of the Malays but been extended as one of the martial art sports and been accepted internationally. It is now highly sought after by the younger generation.

Through basic education, Silat reinforces the socio-cultural Malay practice. Silat is seen as a catalyst for a civilised citizen with a sense of identity and love of the country, unity, mutual respect and self-discipline.

The practice of Silat contains the elements of belief, language, customs, arts and history inherited from one generation to the next. The combination of these elements has formed Silat as the core of the Malay identity.

	In practicing Silat, none so far is incompatible with the existing international human rights instruments. Instead, it is an instrument that cultivates one identity in maintaining the harmony of self discipline, family unity, and a sense of belonging to the community. Silat can be participated by anybody regardless of gender, age and races. Silat teaches its practitioners to achieve a more meaningful purpose of life by enhancing "togetherness" and abstaining all disgraceful traits to the community in spiritual and physical aspects. While, the Master who can be a man been addressed as "ayahanda" which literally means "father", the female Master been addressed as "Bonda" literally means "mother". It shows a very close relationship between the Masters and the trainees, regarded as one own family.

Silat is a healthy activity for the physical and mental fitness. The body movements contribute to improve physical strength and stamina. Thus, Silat is a popular activity/sport of many races and ethnic groups in Malaysia. The silat element found in performances such as theater and music is acceptable to all races in Malaysia and widely regarded as a part of Malaysian culture.

Silat educates good ethics and behavior of the practitioners. For instant if you are in a Silat attire you are always reminded to keep your words and behavior right.
Silat is a life-long learning practice. One who acquired the skill and attained certain level of achievement will countinue to pass on the skill to his next of kin/trainee/community, hence preserving the arts and knowledge to the next generation.

The awareness on the ICH elements which attached closely to the existence of Silat such as Silat attire and oral tradition would witness a bright future by the next generation. As a result, Silat and associated ICH elements would be well preserved. Undoubtedly, the trainee would also curious to learn the Malay traditional weapons while performing Silat. Weapons used in Silat are not among those prohibited by the Malaysian law, particularly on Arms Act 1960 of the Malaysian law. The provision of the National Heritage Act 2005 defines that moveable object including arm and armour to be at least fifty years old is defined as antiquity and classified as a historical object including the artefact. Most of these weapons consider as heritage objects associated with the Silat.

	Traditional music, dances and other form of performing arts would trigger the interest of Malaysian and the masses would aware on the heritage treasure of Malaysia.

In addition, the recognition actually means in rendering respect and gratitude to the ancestor of those the first generation of Masters/Guru who contributed a lot without expecting any return for their hard work and sincerity in rendering the knowledge, practice, norms, and ethics of Silat to Malay generation.
The listing will be an eye opener to the Malaysian. Hence, it would be a catalyst for the growth and expansion of the practitioners.

	The diplomatic ties of Malaysia with neighbouring countries and other countries are always maintained and enhanced. The recognition could be a referral to foreign researchers in understanding Malaysian heritage as a whole besides the comparative study on the value of other martial arts practice. It also connect local and international communities. Awareness in sharing issues and threats, creating a new direction in mutual understanding, coordination on programmes and activities, planning and implementing through multilateral relationships, to reiterate the good practice methods in enhancing awareness programmes amongst the community would be initiated. Meanwhile, international cultural exchange could provide opportunities and platform for the Silat communities to enhance the implementation of Silat activities in Malaysia. Similarly, Silat music and its attire can be promoted and intensified further internationally. Furthermore, world-class Silat sports at the international level will be more festive with the participation of various countries in the Silat Games.

	The recognition and appreciation of Silat will encourage the participation of all parties to organise various activities and dialogues in an effort to promote and preserve the Malay Silat. Silat has a very close link with traditional values and the respect for other cultures. Silat is not violent, should not be seen in the perspective of war, but should be seen as enriching the martial arts heritage that transcends various cultural and ethnic boundaries between nations. The principle of unity in diversity will be able to promote international dialogue between Silat with other martial arts around the world.

This recognition will also encourage higher education institutions in Malaysia which are actively practising Silat such as University of Malaya (UM), Sultan Idris Education University (UPSI), and others which could jointly organise seminars, symposiums, workshops on related martial arts organisations as part of international dialogue.

	Silat is a medium to highlight the art of Malay cultural heritage. Nevertheless, it encourages the participation of other races. Silat exhibits the good practice and exemplary values. The vibrant of Silat with its traditional blend is a positive choice to promote the culture of the Malay community to be shared with other cultures which possess the same principles and values. Both these bodies had implemented many programmes and activities with full and active involvement of various Silat communities such as "Ten thousand steps wearing Silat costume" at Kampong Bharu Kuala Lumpur. The community then could always choose to practise the sport Silat or in the form of performing arts or both, as they prefer.

In addition, PESAKA in collaboration with The Ministry of Education Malaysia has introduced "1 School 1 Silat " programme in school co-curriculum. The programme offers students of primary and secondary schools to practise Silat as one of their co-curiculum activities.

In Malaysia, efforts have been made by many government agencies such as Ministry of Tourism and Culture, Ministry of Youth and Sports, the National Arts and cultural Academy (ASWARA), and the Prime Minister's Department of Malaysia in encouraging community to practice and showcasing Silat. Due to its significance, the Department of National Heritage has gazetted Silat as "Heritage" in 2008. Its mean, Silat has been documented, preserved, promoted and enhanced in accordance to the provisions of the National Heritage Act 2005 [Act 645].
Continuous research have also been conducted by several agencies such as the National Arts and Cultural Academy (ASWARA) and several universities such as University of Malaya (UM) and Sultan Idris Education University (UPSI) concerning Silat.

	There are several steps being undertaken in ensuring the viability of Silat. First and foremost, Silat - had been listed as Heritage in 2008 (Listing as a "Heritage" status by the purview of Heritage Commissioner, means Silat is fully protected by the Malaysian law as a "Heritage" as stipulated under the National Heritage Act 2005). 
1. Documentation and Research

The Department of National Heritage Malaysia has proposed budget to the government under the Eleventh Malaysia Plan (RMK-11) 2016-2020, Rolling Plan 3 (RP3) to establish a comprehensive inventory system for the identification, documentation, research and records of Malaysian heritage. This system will be functioned as a database to safeguarded elements in regard to all elements of heritage in Malaysia. The sum of RM8.2 million has been proposed for approval.
Various activities were continuously will be conducted by DSSM and PESAKA (the authorised bodies) to document  Silat in the form of videos and printed materials for more references to the communities and martial arts practitioners. Through research, there are interested parties to carry out in-depth studies on Silat such as Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences University of Malaya (UM), Institute of the Malay World and Civilisation (ATMA UKM), the School of Arts and Social Science University Science Malaysia (USM) and independent researchers . These studies are part of documentation of the oral tradition of Silat which will record and describe the values, ethics, norms, restriction, philosophy and define the meaning and interpretation in every of its movement. Other related research focus on the guidelines on the relationship between Masters and disciples/trainees, its preservation and procedures involved. Moreover,the government and private organisations are often involve in conducting related research for the purpose of enhancement  of Silat practice for the public.
2. Protection and Preservation

The protection of Silat been extended to the highest level in 2009 by the declaration of Silat as National Heritage (Declaration as a "National Heritage" status by the Minister of Tourism and Culture and protected under the National Heritage Act 2005).
To ensure that this heritage can be preserved, various bodies will work together in implementing programmes related Martial arts of Silat with the involvement from PESAKA and DSSM with the support from the related agencies including the Department of Youth and Sport and the Department of National Heritage and higher education institution, municipalities, agencies, and states in ensuring the preservation of Silat will be give due priority.

3. Promotion and Enhancement
In the era of globalisation, the safeguarding of Silat has to be initiated in order for the sustainability of its existence and would continue to flourish in showcasing Silat as the significant heritage of the Malay communities. The role of DSSM and PESAKA is visible as an effort to create a  coalition at a national level that could develop Silat effectively, an effort to uphold Silat as a heritage. Various Silat promotional efforts will be continuously aimed at promoting Silat. Among them is a programme named "Himpunan Seribu Srikandi" (Thousand Srikandi), aims to gather all female Silat practitioners across the country. Another programme which will continue to be is a popular television reality programme known as "Pendekar Muda" (The Young Warrior). This programme aims to attract young participants, who are practitioners of Silat to portray their skill, arts and committed to follow the norms and ethics of Silat. It is a competition in which all participants would stay in a training camp for a certain period of time. They will be given tasks, challenges, and session to demonstrate the arts of their Silat skill and will be judged by a group of Masters lead by a Masters from DSSM and PESAKA. It is a periodic reality show which attracts viewers from all over the country.
The viability and visibility of such programmes could be extended in future by awarding those best-selected practitioners with the national recognition and could be a role model of the communities concern. Such programmes inter-alia would portray the traditional Malay attire that could attract the interest of youngsters in the fashion industry.
4. Transmission
As a process of delivering, Silat is considered as an informal science which is learned informally and passed from one generation to the next. The process of change took place back from the Malay Sultanate era and has been transmitted to date with a change in social hierarchy. Silat was transformed from it exclusiveness owned by the royals to the public domain. Its being practice and appreciated by practitioners of communities without restriction. Silat is mostly accepted as a popular Malay performing arts in various formal and informal ceremonies and local customs. Silat will constently be popularised as an event of Sports in Southeast Asia Games.

The elderly Master will be encouraged to train and transmit the actual knowledge and skills to the trainees so that the lessons of the Martial art of Silat will not constant. Training activities are the most is important part for the revival and transmission.

Consequently, it has now become a popular sport for health and leisure. The inscription of Silat on the Representative List will strengthen the justification of authority in revitalising the reputation of Silat both domestic and abroad. It would endow the communities and relevant agencies with dynamic effort in enhancement, transmission, promotion plan and activities in the year to come.

Furthermore, additional regional training centers should be established, in which Silat will be transmitted; further facilitated, safeguarded and disseminated. One issue that could possibly be triggered by its inscription is the need for a blueprint of the management plan and monitoring effort in ensuring the proposed additional regional training centers could activate and pass down the tradition and vitality of Silat in an appropriate manner for the communities and for the sake of humanity in general.
Silat practitioners are planning to develop a new me thodology for practicing Silat which suit the modern substance lifestyle or personal physical needs and to contribute in improving health and quality of life for contemporary Malaysian.

PESAKA and DSSM with the relentless support from the related agencies including the Department of Youth and Sport and the Department of National Heritage in ensuring the safeguarding of Silat as a priority for it sustainability.

	The nomination of Silat to the Representative List was undertaken through the participation of the practitioners, Persatuan Dunia Seni Silat Melayu Malaysia (DSSM) and Persekutuan Silat Kebangsaan Malaysia (PESAKA). It was then unanimously agreed and consent granted by the communities and all related parties for Malaysia to nominate Silat on Representative List of ICH of Humanity under 2003 Convention.
There are 548 associations throughout the 14 States whole over Malaysia which actively practicing Silat. Generally, those associations/communities are coordinated by two main bodies/consortiums as an umbrella of Silats’ communities. The two bodies are PESAKA and DSSM.  PESAKA is addressing Silat as sports-based activities while maintaining the arts and representation of Silat. While Silat by DSSM is geared towards cultural and recreational art. The two bodies are actively involved in various programs/activities for many years in the effort to safeguard and uplift the Silat. They actually succeeded in coordinating programs and activities of various Silat association/communities throughout Malaysia under their umbrella based on the common interest by those communities. The initiative to be listed is derives from these two main bodies. Several administrative meeting been held with these two bodies separately in Kuala Lumpur. Meeting with PESAKA showed the interest of almost all associations under the affiliation of PESAKA beside the plan for nomination is also the plan for having more participation of sports Silat which suggested to be included. While the DSSM portrays the arts of Silat in performing arts. Many Silats’ Teachers and trainers of Sri Kandi or women warriors are involves in discussion and meeting at their vicinity at the State of Johor and State of Selangor during activities and programs organized by DSSM.
This form was completed after conducting interviews with the Masters of Silat, practitioners and related communities/associations and ensuring theirs through an understanding of the nomination for inscription on the Representative List. The Masters and the groups related submitted recordings of recent activities and participated in video field recordings for submission. The Masters, the associations, and local communities associated with Silat take great pride in this nomination, They showed a great interest and support, and hope that the nomination would give a new dimension for the existence of Silat in Malaysia.

On 30th October 2017, the Department of National Heritage held a meeting with Persekutuan Silat Kebangsaan Malaysia (PESAKA) for advice and consent on this nomination. While another meeting has been organised with Dunia Seni Silat Melayu Malaysia (DSSM) with the same purpose on 26th January 2018.
