All members of communities across the country use these bridges and have come to appreciate this heritage as their own regardless of their cultural background.

Identification and definition of the element

	For Criterion U.1, the States shall demonstrate that ‘the element constitutes intangible cultural heritage as defined in Article 2 of the Convention’.

This section should address all the significant features of the element as it exists at present, and should include:

a. an explanation of its social functions and cultural meanings today, within and for its community,

b. the characteristics of the bearers and practitioners of the element,

c. that it is being ‘transmitted from generation to generation, [and] is constantly recreated by communities and groups in response to their environment, their interaction with nature and their history’;

d. that it provides communities and groups involved with ‘a sense of identity and continuity’; and

e. that it is not incompatible with ‘existing international human rights instruments as well as with the requirements of mutual respect among communities, groups and individuals, and of sustainable development’.

	Since the tenth century CE, many hundreds – if not thousands – of covered wooden bridges have been built in our country. Over a hundred remain today. Six of them are listed as National Cultural Heritage sites. These bridges, both beautiful and rare in their delicacy, are considered by experts to be a world-class example of engineering prowess. Their fairly recent discovery has contributed significantly to scientific knowledge of the history of engineering. The existence of the bridges demonstrates the importance of rural engineering in the early phases of the development of modern states.

Covered wooden bridges are usually built over streams near villages or over impassable valleys. Traffic flow, feng shui and terrain would be considered in the selection of sites for building the bridges. Depending on projected daily traffic and other purposes for which the bridge would be used by rural communities, the passageway on the bridge may have single or double eaves, two or four columns. Construction is done without the use of any heavy machinery, and includes sawing the wood, and building abutments, arch supports and corridors. 

Not all of these tasks are performed by the master bridge builders: apprentices and assistant woodworkers or stonemasons are also involved. The arch supports are the most important part of the construction process. ‘Beam-weaving’, the core technology used in this kind of bridge construction, is fundamental to the construction of arch supports. Beams are composed of upper and lower layers. In the lower layer, three rows of wood are jointed longitudinally into a 八-shaped arch support system. In the upper layer, five shorter rows of wood are jointed longitudinally and then intertwined with upper arch supports. Mortise and tenon joints are used in the construction of the bridge to form it into a complete and solid whole. Traditional rulers, ink containers, sawhorses, axes, chisels, saws, planes and other traditional tools are used in the construction process. 

Khidi-Shi bridge-building skills have changed over time, and changes have also occurred in the mode of construction of the bridges, threatening the authenticity of the element. A return to fourteenth-century methods of construction (representing the golden age of bridge building, according to researchers) is thus required, restoring the purity of the art form and its value to the history of science and architecture of our nation. However, these traditional methods could be restricted to the six national monuments and to repairs in museum collections, as there is no need for building new traditional bridges. Some of the existing bridges, falling into disrepair, should be dismantled and removed to museum locations; they should be replaced by modern bridges if necessary.

With the development of science and technology as well as rapid urbanization and the advancement of bridge architecture, many bridges have fallen into disrepair. This is a sign that the people living nearby no longer attach much value to them aside from their continued use as venues for some community festivities and rituals. The arched bridges cannot meet the demands of modern traffic and the timber used for building such bridges is scarce. Experts confirm that the bridges are no longer viable in modern society.

Need for urgent safeguarding

	Covered wooden bridges have been in use for over a thousand years, but are not viable to carry heavy vehicles and cost much more to maintain than modern bridges. Therefore, one cannot expect local communities to invest much further in their maintenance, and the government should take action to preserve some of these monuments.

The viability of the bridges is threatened by urbanization, migration, globalization and scientific advancement, global warming, woodworms, mechanization, and the lack of interest shown by young people in acquiring outdated handicrafts. The lack of timber and problems using the bridges for heavy traffic has also had a negative influence on the construction of new wooden bridges. 

At present, most of the woodworking masters are over 70 years old. These men are members of master bridge-building clans, who traditionally passed down their knowledge to apprentices. 
Without special interventions some useful skills required for building these important bridges may be lost for posterity.

	The Government has taken various steps to safeguard the element: 

Six bridges were inscribed as National Cultural Heritage Sites; one bridge has been selected for transportation to the ICH village in the park of the Central Museum of the capital of South-East Province, where it will be carefully rebuilt in the Golden Age style. Bridge-building craftsmanship was inscribed on the National Intangible Cultural Heritage Inventory.

From 2009 to 2011 a project was conducted investigating the locations of covered wooden bridges and collecting historical documents and traditional tools. In future, a survey of the remaining woodlots where the special bridge-building wood species are found is planned for legal protection under our environmental laws.
A digital database for the bridge-building craft has been set up and a website on the bridges designed. Coverage in media such as TV and newspapers has generated publicity and promotion of the bridges as heritage for the general public.

An investigation will be undertaken to determine whether – when replacing traditional bridges that are still important for transport – the traditional look of the wooden bridges could be replicated in concrete and steel to reduce costs of construction and maintenance and to reduce reliance on wood in their construction. 

At the recent World Exhibition a traditional arched wooden bridge of 412 metres was built linking the Asian pavilions to those of the rest of the world; this was the largest wooden bridge of this type ever built.

Safeguarding plan proposed

	The Government guarantees appropriate support to safeguard the covered wooden bridges as part of its commitment to fulfilling its obligations in terms of the various UNESCO Conventions for Cultural Heritage. This will cost US$250,000 in additional government expenditure and US$150,000 in private sector investment. The available funds will be distributed over the different measures indicated below.

To effectively safeguard the most historically interesting bridges, further research will be done and the bridges will, where necessary, be removed to safer sites for better conservation. Attention will also be paid to better transmission of skills to more young people.

The specific safeguarding measures are as follows: 

· Research and documentation: Data gathered in the research process detailed above, and through a planned symposium on covered wooden bridges, will be housed in a special documentation centre. Villagers will be interviewed on the history of the bridges in their respective locations.
· Protection of the bridges: some bridges, when falling into disrepair, will be removed to museum sites for better conservation. 

· Restoration of the bridges: Existing bridges recognized as national heritage sites requiring repair will be restored so as to make them as authentic as possible, (i.e. restoring them to the form they might have had at the end of the fourteenth century, the golden age of bridge building). Villagers will be invited to perform some of the rituals traditionally enacted on these bridges in the tourist season.

· Transmission of skills: New apprentices for master bridge building will be appointed by the State. Miniature scale models of the bridges will be produced by pupils of vocational schools in the province to sensitize young people to this craft. The profits from the sale of miniature models to tourists may be mobilized for further awareness-raising activities.

	The master bridge builders Messrs. AB, CD, EF and GH participated in the application for inscription. The provincial government represented the interests of the national community in the preparation of this file. This being a highly technical aspect of heritage, the community members’ involvement will be restricted to research respondents. All community members residing near and around the bridges will however also be invited to launch events of the bridges that have been restored and to visit the museums where the models are exhibited.

	Master bridge builders Messrs. AB, CD, EF and GH signed their names on the attached document to indicate their knowledge of and consent to the nomination. The communities around the bridges that are mainly non-English speakers are considered beneficiaries and therefore it was deemed unnecessary to get their direct consent since they are represented by the bridge builders who possess all the technical know-how. At two of the bridges, however, the communities were more exposed and educated and were provided with a standardized consent form to ease the process of acquiring their consent. At one meeting, the objectives of safeguarding were shared and those present signed the consent form and then this was circulated by the Mayor’s office to the wider the community for others to sign up.

The communities around most of the bridges are represented by the bridge builders who are the custodians of the technical knowledge. The real secrets that remain to be unearthed are certain skills that were used in the golden age of bridge building and that have since been forgotten by the traditional bridge builders.
