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Chinese UNEVOC Centre wins Gold Award in iGEM 

 

In November 2019, the 16th international Genetic Engineering Machine competition (iGEM) 

was held in Boston and lasted for four days. SZPT-China Students Team from Shenzhen 

Polytechnic (SZPT) won the gold award and the nomination award for the best Food and 

Nutrition project, with their research project on antihypertensive probiotic food.
