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Community workshops and initiatives for validation 

During the safeguarding workshop that was part of the development of the dossier, some had the 

idea of asking the attending bearers to extend the community process on the free, prior and 

informed consents to those Sanjuaneros who because of old age, health issues or distant 

residence were not able to be physically present during the work sessions, but who at the same 

time have been considered pillars of the manifestation for bolstering the nomination process with 

their knowledge, along with those adults and young individuals whose input has given life to the 

tradition. There was one representative from each state in charge of handing out the consent form 

to the leading bearers of each community. Below are the signatures and fingerprints of 

Sanjuaneros, in alphabetical order, from the states of Aragua, Carabobo, Distrito Capital, Miranda, 

Vargas and Yaracuy. 

On April 26, 2019, in the city of Caracas, Venezuela’s Cultural Diversity Center invited tradition 

bearers from six states that celebrate the element, to show them the nomination dossier related 

to the “Festive Cycle around the devotion and worship towards Saint John the Baptist” to 

UNESCO’s Representative List of Intangible Cultural Heritage.  The activity was attended by 29 

Sanjuaneros, both male and female, who gave their approval in writing to enhance the visibility of 

this manifestation and signed off its safeguarding plan within an international setting. 

Also included is a series of photographs documenting the process of approval, and the 

community’s involvement in the preparation of this dossier.   
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Turiamo is a natural bay, rich in agriculture, fishing and cattle ranching. It was settled by former 

slaves who ran away into the mountains and built tiny villages. San Miguel of Turiamo used to be a 

two-street village, with only seven families, but great traditions.  

We left Turiamo in 1957, during the dictatorship of Marcos Pérez Jiménez, because we were told 

the Navy was going to build a base. My mom, Eusebia Tovar, who was the first Captain of Saint 

John the Baptist, brought his image with her to Maracay, along with the rest of the religious 

figures kept in the church and the traditions associated with them. 

In spite of the hassle that comes with the move to the city, that same year my mom organized the 

Velorios a la Santísima Cruz de Mayo festival, in honor of the holy May Cross (May 3), and the 

beginning of the Saint John the Baptist month (May 31). 

We felt likes orphans, as our little village, our little country, was taken away from us. They took 

everything, but they couldn’t take away our love, our faith and our dedication to Saint John the 

Baptist.  

Saint John is part of my family. He’s my brother. I share all my feelings with him, when I’m feeling 

joy and when I’m feeling sad. He’s more Turiamero (from Turiamo) than all of us.  It’s like my mom 

used to say, you light a candle in honor of Saint John, you pray to Saint John, you give to Saint 

John.

What does it mean to be a Sanjuanero? 

To me, it means to be raised in the belief, the faith, the respect, and the spirituality that I inherited 

from my grandparents, my mother, and my village.  

It means to understand nature in a spiritual, contemplative manner, following the customs that 

gave joy the enslaved, and combining those with the universal language of their drums.  

 

What should we do to keep this tradition alive? 

It should be part of the education process, as early as pre-school, in the states where these 

celebrations take place. 

Workshops should be conducted by the practitioners themselves, those who know about the 

tradition first-hand, thus ensuring authenticity and keeping our identity alive.   

Patience, beliefs, faith, determination, preservation, promotion, projection.

John the Baptist, along with the wise pieces of advice given to me by the Mrs. Cándida Mijares. 

For the past 30 years, I’ve been in charge of the celebrations held in the community of Brisas de 

Tarapío, in Naguanagua, where many believers and worshipers of Saint John the Baptist come 

together to celebrate and venerate him year after year.

But I also protect the altar and I’m currently learning about its sacred secrets. 

To me and every worshiper, Saint John is joy, peace, brotherhood, and life. This is why we want 

the world to learn about his values and his greatness. We want to share Saint John’s world of 

spirituality.  

Even though I still don’t have children, I’m sure that when they’re born, they will be Sanjuaneros, 

and they will inherit all the wisdom that was passed on to us by our grandparents.

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San Juan Junior Pastor, which is the name that we used for Saint John the Baptist, represents a 

piece of legacy given to me by my grandparents, specially my grandfather, who descended from 

African slaves. He is a saint, an ancestral bath with casserole, he’s essence, and he’s fertility (rain 

and thunder, rebirth and bloom). He’s ritual, song, dance and drums. 

Since I have use of reason, I’ve been involved in the magical and religious activities associated with 

Saint John, in the Pantoja sector, where my female cousins and my uncles would go look for me to 

participate. To me, Saint John is magic, life, fertility, family, and ancestors.  

To our community, he is the quintessential Afro-Venezuelan legacy, with his music (always 

performed with drums), the decorating of the church, and the walks across the heights of the 

valleys (which is no longer done). To parade him, to sing to him, to play and dance for him, to 

make promises to him, these are all very important activities for the community, which for the 

past ten years has been trying to get local schools involved.

What do we think about UNESCO declaring the element as Intangible Cultural Heritage of 

Humanity? We’d say it is 100 percent positive, and a matter of pride for the Venezuelans who 

have struggled to keep the tradition going, as it is a legitimate expression of our region.

To me, it means to be committed to the future, to the community, to the people, to my children, 

to my ancestors, and above all, to Saint John the Baptist. It’s what represents me as a practitioner. 

It means to dress him, to take care of him, to pray to him, to baptize him. To be a Sanjuanero is to 

be a teacher every single day. It’s passing on the oral tradition from one generation to the next.  

How important is it for the manifestation to be nominated as heritage before the UNESCO? 

We are heritage from the moment the community recognizes the manifestation, but it is also 

important to gain international attention, as it consolidates the work of the community and helps 

it garner the respect of local institutions.
