AI-Aragoz Is an old Egyptian art. lt Is presented through puppets. Of nearty 14 partidpating 
dolls, AI-Aragoz Is the most popular one. The show Is presented by a performer, who moves the 
puppets, and an assistant. The theatre Is moveable and Is designed In a way that enables the 
performer to hide himself Inside or behind lt. The assistant, unlike the performer stands before 
the audience. He plays the role at a link between the performer, the puppets, since he may have 
a role Inside the show like all puppets, and the audience. The show Is Improvised directly before 
the audience, depending on the memory at the performer. The charactB" at Aragoz has a 
distinguishable voice during the show. For making this voice, the performer uses a tool called AI­
- which Is usually placed In the roal at the mouth •• Each scene cannot lndude more than 
two characters since the performer uses his both hands during the show. 

Although the number of s~ presented recently Is fewar, AJ-Aragoz attracts 1 spectacular audience. it 
Is dttrlcuit to determine deflnltely the date of the emergence of Aragoz or to flnd conclusive evidence 
justifying Ita own name.ln his Our Tour In Egypt, however, the Turkish pilgrim OblageM refers to one of the 
artiste In the tenth century H.D, who was fondling the patients wtth wooden dolls and they used to get 
benar under the Impact of the performance. Tha scientists of the French Campaign provided also detaMed 
descrlptlona for the shows of Aragoz. Their description Is exactly applied to the present Aragoz: 

We watched, on the streets of Cairo, more than one time, men playing wtth puppets. This little show 
receives a great approval The theatre of the show Is very smal. Only one can carry 1t easily. The actor 
used to stand In the middle of a wooden square that, by stretching 11 In a professional way, enables him to 
ue the spectstors through some holes made for this purpose. Howaver, no one, from the audience, can 
sea him. And he presents his puppets through other openings. 

The artists of AI-Aragoz have retained this technique Ill now.

- In 2003, the Wamda Troupe for Aragoz and Shadow shows was established; lndudlng the 
grand master I Mustllhl Othman Mustafa Osman (Mr Saber ai·Masrl) and Sabri Saad Metwally 
(Saber Chi eo) and a number of young people who perform their shows regularty since then. 

• In 2008, the Ministry of CUlture, represented In the Cultural Development Fund, provided AI· 
Suhalml House as a fixed place for AI-Aragoz shows. Seventy two shows are presented annually, 
In addition to a number of training workshops. 

• The Ministry of Culture, represented In the Cultural Development fund, hired both of Mustafa 
Othman and Sabri Chlc.o for monthly presentations through a fixed salary In an attempt to 
maintain them human treasures.

- In 2006, Wamda Troupe, In coop.«~tlon with UNESCO, heid the first Festival of Shadow and 
Aragoz In Hanager Centre. 

• The original models of the puppets, which had been manufactured by professional workers like 
Mohammed AI·Frran, were collected and refined for the purpose of use, Instead of the plastic 
ones. 

·Many lectures and WQr!Qhops were presented In various plac;es. 

• Many Interviews and artldeli were provided In wrious new1papen1, 

·Several television programs, Interviews and documentaries were produced. The most lnll'onaut 
of which Is the film (A CHI! of Creativity), produced by AI J;r.mi!Jil channel and uploaded on the 
Internet. 

- (The numbers of Aragoz), the folk name of the shows, have been filmed, lndudlng seven players 
In their natural places. They were released In 7 DVDs under the supervision of tile Wamda 
Troupe, the Cultural Development Fund and tile Supreme Coundl of Culture. 

- In 2011, a book, In Arable and English tided the Egyptian Aragoz, was Issued by tile Supreme 
Coundl of Culture. The book provides for the first time a documentation of tile full texts of 
Aragaz. 

Current Efforts: 

• The Cultural Development Fund presents a weeldy show for Aragoz In AI· Suhalml House. 

- The Cultural Development fund, In collaboration wltil the Wamda Troupe, holds tile annual 
forum of Shadow and Puppets shows. 
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• The CUltural Development Fund provides a number of workshops in AI-Suhaimi House for the 
purpose of lntrodudng this art. 

-The Cultural Development Fund, in oollaboration with the Wamda Troupe, is about to establish a 
permanent exhibition hall for Aragoz puppets. 

• The Cultural Development Fund, In oollaboratlon with the Wamda Troupe, studies the project of 
reprodudng the dolls of Aragoz extensively. 

• The Cultural Development Fund, in oollaboration with the Wamda Troupe, produces a number of 
documentaries about the most I rnpcwtant artists who are still alive. 

Threats Related to the Element and its Practitioners: 

A- The death of some practitioners: we have lost this year Mohammed Karimah. He was the only 
one who used the technique of the ll!IIJtin his shows. We lost also all the practitioners who were 
dependent on the technique of Ill-b..,_. In their shows. The danger of death threats most of the 
practitioners due to their old age, such as the grand master I Mustafa Othman Mustafa (Mr Saber 
ai-Masri, 74 years old). 

B - The nature of the element: oral nature for handling and transmitting of this art and the lack 
of scripts represent a real threat. The result Is that some shows completely diAPfJl!!lJn!d, like the 
show of the .,_,~ and nothing of them remained but only few memories in the minds of the 
practitioners. And the result Is that the practitioners themselves do not know exactly the number 
of shows. Some of them say they are 164 and some see they are 18 and others affirm that they 
are many oountless. The actual Inventory of the shows Indicates, however, that they are 19 
presentations. The oral nature of the element caused the researchers to neglect the element and 
to focus their attention on the written Arts. The element has been remained neglected for 
generations and no researcher has tried to Issue a book documenting this art except the sdentiflc 
~~ for this project. 

C - Manufacturing the puppets: the absence of the professional manufacturers of the puppets 
represents another threat to this art. The result is that some practitioners replace their wooden 
puppets with plastic ones. There are no longer professional makers of wooden dolls since the 
death of Muhammad ai·Farran thirty years ago who was the last specialist In making puppets. It 
has bemml! Inevitable to prepare a generation to bridge the gap and to help those practitioners 
who cannot manufacture the puppets. 

Threats Related to social and political Changes: 

A • The disappearance of places where artists used to meet: AI·Tegarah cafe in Mohamed All 
Street turned to a mall for mobile phones. The features of Mohamed All Street, which Is one of 
the most hnpiJrtllnt places for folk artists, began to fade, affecting negatively the community of 
artists. 

B ·The disappearance of some folk celebrations and ceremonies related to it: a great number of 
folk celebration (Mawallds) disappeared Olke ai·Shalabl festival in Abu Kablr Sharqla).

Element Function 

AI-Aragoz is a major part of the Egyptian cultural heritage which has lasted for decades conveying a 
message of rejection and criticism of society and the prevailing forms of power inside it (Political I religious 
I social). The significance of which lies under the fact that it is one of the models that carries the features of 
the Egyptian character. Due to the absence and the extinction of many of these models, the importance of 
urgent safeguarding for Aragoz comes to confirm that we have what can express about us and that we can get 
rid of cultural disability. The absence of native models and the influence of models produced by the modern 
world media create the seeds of inability to express the self from one hand and to recognize your identity on 
the other. Al-Aragoz is one of the most important models bearing the personal attributes of the Egyptian 
identity so its vital existence is so connected to the presence of the Egyptian identity. Aragoz has had a very 
crucial function in society. For decades, Al-Aragoz has indirectly, and sometimes directly, implanted the 
culture of objection so we can confirm its drastic effect of in the 25th Jan. Egyptian Revolution. The 
evidence is that Al-Aragoz ends all his show by beating his opponents and expelling them. The phrase go 
away is usually the conclusion. The character of Al-Aragoz tends in all shows to exclude the corrupt 
elements from the society. The same role has been already acted by the Egyptians when they lifted the slogan 
go away in order to purify the country from undesirable elements. Al-Aragoz, therefore, is one of the main 
components of the Egyptian collective consciousness. The character of Aragoz is always looking for change 
for the better and for urging others to change peacefully through the exclusion of corrupt elements 
completely. This revolutionary act is associated with his theatrical themes that include the Egyptian human 
life cycle from birth to death through his struggle with religious, social and political authorities.

The disappearance of some roles, for example, in the 
community is followed by a disappearance in the shows. The role of (Sheikh Aghafar), for example, has 
been replaced with (the sergeant). 
Element Viability 

First, the presence of a number of practitioners: although small in number, less than ten all over Egypt, but 
they take the element as a main job. 
Second: the presence of a spectacular base of audience as well as the existence of an inexhaustible 
marketplace represented in the younger generations. 
Third: the performances are designed to interact and communicate with the audience. This discrete process 
makes it distinguishable from other kinds of theatres and makes the audience keen to watch such distinctive 
shows.
