	People in the region of Galacia, in the south east of Scovania, feel a connection with their past and the Council of Irrigators is an undeniable part of that past. For the townspeople of the capital city of the province, also known as Galacia, the Council in particular embodies the memory of the splendour of a region where large-scale irrigating agriculture first developed around the tenth century CE.  
The irrigation system emerged out of a creative synthesis of local knowledge with the vast range of hydraulic techniques and planting stock of Roman, Greek, Berber and Middle Eastern lineage, brought in and further developed by Arab settlers. Similar canal networks and Councils of irrigators can be found in the Occria province and in a small part of the neighbouring country Obrea.

	The Council of Irrigators of Galacia stands out as a beacon of the territorial and social tissue on which the community of the irrigating farmers of Galacia – both men and women – live, work and depend. It is a customary court for solving irrigation disputes, their members being democratically elected by the irrigating farmers, and it oversees the use of the water and the management of the specific canals and smaller water courses, which they represent. 

The waters, derived from the Lagara river and upland water courses and conducted through major channels, move through successively smaller canals, carrying the water far from the river, thus watering vast tracts of land. Other channels drain the remaining waters, which in turn serve the purpose of further irrigation downstream. These canal systems require consistent, skilled maintenance as do the numerous water wheels, specialized equipment and other tools for managing water flow, distributed along the canal system. 

The area is full of such canals and watercourses. Several other irrigators’ councils similar to the Council of Galacia occur elsewhere in Scovania, associated with other irrigation systems. Such systems were introduced all along the south-eastern Mediterranean coast of Scovania in the period of Arab rule between the eighth and fifteenth centuries CE. Arab settlers utilized older Roman irrigation systems and deployed other forms of local and imported knowledge about irrigation to design the irrigation systems. Some other communities along the Mediterranean coast in country Obrea have retained their traditional Council of Irrigators and borrowed ideas from the Arab settlers.
Since this Council is apparently the oldest water court in the country, it fully deserves inscription on UNESCO’s World Intangible Heritage List.

	The Council of Irrigators of Galacia reminds us of the time when the vast, complex irrigation systems of Galacia, emerging in the tenth century CE, first developed a court to resolve disputes about water use and to organize the maintenance of the irrigation system. 

The Council of Irrigators have diverse functions that have led to their recognition as part of the cultural heritage of Galacia at different administrative levels. The Council is still elected by the farmers living and working in the irrigated area. The Council meets weekly in the ancient Town Hall of the capital of Galacia in sessions that are open to all. The judgments of the Council are recognized by the formal judicial system in the country. The Council is democratically elected and allows farmers a chance to present their case and receive rapid resolution to their problems. It should be acknowledged, however, that it is composed not of well-trained lawyers, but of people with only informal instruction within the community of irrigating farmers.

	(ii) Who are the bearers and practitioners of the element? Are there any specific roles or categories of persons with special responsibilities for the practice and transmission of the element? If yes, who are they and what are their responsibilities?

	The Council is a direct descendant of customary councils from time gone by. Centuries ago, Arab settlers – bearers of this tradition in the past – brought to the area of Galacia many sophisticated hydraulic technologies (e.g. dams, canals, flow dividers, mills, water-raising wheels, stop boards and so on), as well as mechanisms for construction, management and maintenance that together shaped our time-honoured irrigation system. The Council has diverse roles and responsibilities – some are technical while others are managerial. The young and old can become part of the Council depending on what role or responsibility they have mastered. To this day, the inhabitants of the capital city – who belong to the bearers of this tradition today – are reminded of these events by attending the sessions of the Council of Irrigators and by viewing a special exhibition room in the building of the Tourist Office of the town of Galacia.

	(iii) How are the knowledge and skills related to the element transmitted today?

	The water management and irrigation system of the Lagara basin dates back to the agricultural revolution in the region around the tenth century CE, in the period of Arab rule, when farming benefited from the synthesis and transmission of local knowledge and imported knowledge from Arab settlers about hydraulic techniques and planting stock. The transmission of imported irrigating knowledge to Galacia is apparent from the use of the Egyptian elbow as a pattern for gauging the width of embankments for the main canals.

There are a number of indicators to show that the communities have a long history of transmitting knowledge and skills along the Mediterranean coast. The unchanging nature of the system is revealed by the omnipresence of Arab terms in Galacian traditional watering systems, such as acequia (canal), azarbe (drain waters channel), alguacil (minor rank executive officer), aceña (animal-powered water wheel), noria (water-raising wheel), arcaduz (water-wheel bucket), almenara (drain ditch or sluice), tarquín (silt or slime), merancho (drain channel), rafa (outlet cut in an embankment), tahulla (soil measuring unit), tanda (a kind of turn-system for irrigation), and so on.

	(iv) What social functions and cultural meanings does the element have today for its community?

	The Council of Irrigators performs an important social function for the local community in the town and province of Galacia, creating for them a sense of identity and continuity. It forms part of the social practices that this community recognizes as part of their cultural heritage, passed down through generations. It is constantly recreated by communities, groups and individuals in response to their environment. 

The Council contributes to sustainable local development by encouraging tourism: townspeople and foreign tourists may attend the sessions of the Council, which they sometimes like to do. In view of the greater numbers of tourists in summer, the Council could be requested to hold demonstration sessions for the visitors.

	The working methods of the Council are not incompatible with human rights instruments. In fact, the Council of Irrigators and this efficient system have historically met the irrigation needs of the concerned communities.

	Within Scovania, the inscription of the element will raise the visibility of the Irrigators' Council and elevate its status within the community. This will help to safeguard the work of the Irrigators' Council, the irrigation system and the associated material elements, and give a boost to the local economy by attracting more tourists. In addition, inscription of this element will raise our national profile and the visibility of our heritage at international level.

	The Council embodies a history of intercultural transfer of techniques, skills and knowledge for mutual benefit, contributing to closer recognition and mutual respect between the East and the West. Regular meetings and presentations amongst Council members promotes dialogue in the communities. Its rulings contribute to peaceful co-existence within the irrigating community.

	The inscription of the Council will promote respect for human creativity by showing how human ingenuity supported both the construction and maintenance of complex hydraulic and irrigation systems designed for sustaining agricultural production, and the development of communal systems for managing them. The Galacians have always been creative and open to change and innovation.

The Farmer’s Board has already created a Preservation and Promotion Committee to preserve their customary ways.

	The following safeguarding measures should be implemented by government officials with immediate effect:

· The capital of Galacia has a keen interest in the continued existence of the Council as it attracts a few thousand tourists per year (and hopefully tens of thousands after UNESCO recognition). Therefore, the Tourism Office produced brochures about the Council for the local hotels that could also be issued to schools by the education authorities, to raise interest among the younger generation. Some Council sessions could be run especially for tourists.

· Placing all old waterwheels and mills in the Historical and Ethnological Museum of the capital of Galacia and replacing them with modern, more efficient ones to serve the water distribution in a sustainable way; and

· Removing Arab terms from the special lexicon used to refer to aspects of the irrigation system and providing alternatives in the national language so that everyone can understand better what they mean.

	(ii) How will the States Parties concerned support the implementation of the proposed safeguarding measures?

Not fewer than 150 or more than 250 words

	The State is responsible for the safeguarding of the intangible cultural heritage present on its territory, since it has ratified the Convention. It is required to support appropriate safeguarding measures and has pledged to incorporate significant financial support in the next financial year, as long as the element is inscribed and the Council provides a financial contribution towards the safeguarding plan.
The Galacia Province will finance the measures planned for the safeguarding of the element that are listed above, with the assistance of various other bodies. The Town Council of Galacia will contribute by providing tourism material and providing local facilities to the Council of Irrigators (e.g. meeting room). This process (and the funding) will be managed by the Tourism Office in Galacia, assisted by the Preservation and Promotion Committee. The Galacia Heritage Foundation, a small but active organisation composed mainly of amateur archaeologists, is eager to assist in any of the proposed measures.

The Lagara River Basin Authority, which works under the Provincial Government, is required by law to secure water supplies for its farmers. It works closely with the farming community, as they regulate the division of water among themselves, and recognizes the rulings of the Council of Irrigators.
