	CRF, due to its membership of UNESCO ICH İzmir Province Commission, directly participates in the studies of generating province inventory. For example, in 2016, within the context of a study on "Roman Havası" (Roman Dance and Music), CRF contacted with Başkent University State Conservatory, Ege University State Conservatory, Mimar Sinan Fine Arts University Ethnomusicology Department. Upon completion, CRF proposed UNESCO ICH province commission for "Roman Havasi" to be added into Turkey ICH National Inventory. Representatives, experts and academicians participated to this Commission meeting ,which was conducted in coordination with İzmir Province Culture and Tourism Directorate, in order to represent Ege University, 9 Eylül University, Konak Municipality, Bergama Municipality, Izmir Musicians Association, Izmir Culture and Tourism Association and CRF. Upon analyzation by the commission, it was accepted that "Roman Havasi" - "Dance of Roman" file to be sent to Ministry with the proposal of to be written in Turkey National Inventory.

	CRF's primal fields of expertise is; it conducts field research related on ICH, makes documentation and inventory studies. As these studies were conducted; CRF collaborates with public enterprises, municipalities, academic institutions, NGOs and experts.
Field Research can be categorised as; a) Traditional Cuisine Culture b) Game and toy culture c) Handicraft Tradition d) Rituals.
Examples from field research and inventory studies:

Hamsi-name Publication and Promotion Project and Georgian Cuisine Culture Project: Both projects are field research, documentary and book projects conducted in Eastern Blacksea Region, which were supported by EU and referenced by UNESCO and Ministry of Culture and Tourism.  Turkish-Lazuri and Turkish-Georgian books and documentary DVDs as project outputs were handed in to the groups where the research was conducted in order to transfer the traditional culture to the next generations.  

"Ashure" ritual's field research and documentary study: Ashure ritual was documented in Alevi-Bektashi, in "Kadiriler" and in other groups by gathering samples from Turkey in general and with field researches.

Wedding Ceremonies : Field researches and documentation studies were conducted about wedding ceremonies in forest villages of Kure Mountains National Park such as Yoruk Wedding in Central Anatolia, Kyrgyz Wedding in Eastern Anatolia, in collaboration with subnational administrations. 

Biographical studies have been conducted with handicarftmen since 2013. These studies contain photographs, documentaries and voice records of interviews. 

Research, publication and promotion studies about ICH components of Turkey registered in UNESCO ICH Representative List are still being carried out.

In order to enhance the preservation measures in the field of ICH more efficiently and to encourage scientific, technical and artistic studies; educational and instructional art studies are being conducted, especially to younger generations, in Potter Atelier, Tile Art Atelier, which are in collaboration with CRF. In this educational programme not only traditional methods and production stages, but also experiences of traditional masters' were passed on.
“Toys Exhibition from All over the World and Anatolia Seven Regions and Four Seasons" It was held in 2013 in Sivas Buruciye Madrassa, open to public, with collaboration of Cumhuriyet University, and Sivas Governorship Provincial Directorate of National Education.
Datça Toy Festival: This activity, that was held in Datça, was organized with the collaboration of CRF and Datça Municipality. This activity, in which Children Museums Association was also contributed, hosted atelier studies for children and adolescents. 
Our Intangible Cultural Heritage – Semah Activity: This activity was held with the collaboration of Hüseyin Gazi Association and Foundation, Ankara Bar Association and CRF in Ankara. This activity made upon to inform Alevi groups on UNESCO ICH Convention. Documentaries and Semah were also presented. 
Intangible Cultural Heritance and Keşkek Introducing Programme: In this actvity, which was held with the collaboration of Turkish - American Association; UNESCO ICH Convention was introduced. This activity contained traditional cuisine culture, celebration keşkek tradition, a presentation and Zeybek folk dance.

These programmes are conducted in collaboration with public enterprises, academic institutions, trade bodies, educational institutions and NGOs. Examples from these studies:
ICH Convention and İzmir Province ICH Components Conference: Conference was held for high school students with collaboration of İzmir Province Directorate of Culture and Tourism, TAKEV Schools and CRF.
Museum excursions and educational tours have been organized for children in preschool on cultural heritage of Izmir with the collaboration of İzmir Metropolitan Municipality İZELMAN Preschools and CRF. 
Toy Atelier Studies:  In this Toy Making Atelier Study, which was held with the collaboration of CRF, Contemporary Drama Association and Children Museum Association, the process of making a toy was taught to children, teens and adults. 
ICH and Photographic Documentation : This activity, which was held with the collaboration of CRF and Photography Art Institution (PAI) -Fotoğraf Sanatı Kurumu (FSK)- was organized for a particular group of photograph artists in Ankara, FSK(PAI) center. In this UNESCO ICH Convention themed conference, the aim was to inform attendees on ICH's photographic documentation and for that a photographic presentation called "Wrestler" - "Pehlivan" was made accordingly. 
Urla Grape Harvesting Festival  UNESCO ICH Workshop : A workshop was held concerning the studies of ICH in Urla, Izmir. Ministry of Culture and Tourism, Urla Municipality, Neighborhood headmen, local manufacturers, CRF and NGO representatives participated in this workshop. Participants were informed on ICH and exchanged views on Urla traditional grape harvesting. In this workshop, participants talked about safeguarding of ICH and sustaining the cultural spaces inside municipal borders.
