	The PFF experiences cooperating with communities, groups and intangible cultural heritage practitioners, resulted of a research project that ran over the whole of Greece. Its aim was the documentation and study of folk culture, music and dance, pre-industrial technology and children games. The results of the research were published in the special scientific journals “Ethnographica” and “Endymatologica”. The intangible cultural heritage, transmitted from generation to generation, is constantly recreated by communities and groups in response to their environment; it provides them with a sense of identity and continuity.

	The PFF has digitized its sound and video archives from the  field research of local dances, music and customs of the whole of Greece, via the “Digital Convergence” project to save the intangible cultural heritage of Greece.

The PFF has also digitized its Shadow Theatre Archive in order to participate to the International Scientific Conference “Greek Shadow Theatre – Intangible cultural heritage” and help to the enrichment of the Archive/Data Base of the Greek Shadow Theatre in collaboration with the Research Team “Medieval and Modern Greek Culture Studies” of the University of Granada.
