The undersigned prof. univ. dr. ing. CIORTEA Gligor in his capacity as president of the General
Association of Margineni, that represents members from over 20 village municipalities in 4 counties
(Sibiu, Gorj, Valcea, Arges), [ know very well the problems of typical pastoral families. Among these
families there are also some which moved with the transhumant mobility. This mobility of shepherd
families was due centuries ago on one hand to the oppression and enhancement of taxes on each animal
and on the other to the need of finding new pasturing areas beyond the mountains. Some of the great-
grandchildren of those families still performs transhumance today with sheep from the Tsurcana breed — a
rustic sheep breed.

The main goal of our association is to militate for the preserving of traditions, folk attire and authentic
folklore associated to pastoral lifestyle. Also, we aim to preserve the old pastoral practices as active
elements of maintaining and safeguarding traditional pastoralism forms of an extensive type. In many
localities where members of our association originate there are still small shepherding places, and the life
of the entire community is organized according to the pastoral calendar. In these localities, pastoralism is
still the living engine of local economy. We believe that the active preservation of mountain shepherding
has a direct implication in the modelling and stability of mountain pastures’ biodiversity. Also, mountain
shepherding contributes to maintaining harmony between man, animal and environment, which respects
the action plans of the European Commission designed to implement the Strategy of biodiversity
preservation 2030, The European Green Deal and the “From farm to fork™ strategy. The conservation of
traditional pastoralism of the extensive kind thus contributes not just to the environment preservation and
biodiversity, but also to sustainable rural development of villages in the mountain area.

There are much necessary measures for drafting a set of laws meant to recognize and to respect the
practice of transhumance, including here the cultural part of it (the safeguarding of pastoral festivals, the
scattering of sheep within the mountains).

It is in the interest and name of all the members of the association that I run that I express my support for
the inscription of TRANSHUMANCE on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of
the Humanity of UNESCO.

Letter of consent

The undersigned dr. SAVESCU ION in his capacity as president of the “Corbii de Piatra” Association of
sheep breeders, I express my support in the name of the Association that I represent for the inscription of
TRANSHUMANCE on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of UNESCO.

Given the ancient occupation of sheep breeding by people in the area of Corbi localitiy and the fact for
hundreds of years sheep breeding was undertaken according to seasons (in the summer, breeders were
going with the sheep at the mountain region, and during autumn and winter they moved to the plain area
or to the wetlands were food is easier to reach), the moving was being done on specific routes, this
biannual moving being called transhumance. The fact in the past this mobility also determined
intercultural exchanges, we consider that this phenomenon of cyclical movement of animals could be
considered an integral part of the national heritage.

Transhumance, as an ancient occupation of our people demonstrated the strong connection between man,
animal, and environment.

The animal breeding within the family encouraged the development of rural communities in mountain and
pre-mountain regions and was also a sustainable economic lifestyle.

The limited pastures and hayfields from these areas determine farmers to move together with their
animals in areas with higher fodder potential. The travel is done on paths known from years ago and this
determined a connection between people who perform transhumance and the inhabitants in places where
shepherds spend the winter, and these connections also encouraged economic and cultural ties.
Transhumance also has a social role in the preservation of the rural population, both in the plain and in the
mountain areas.

We consider that the preservation of transhumance as an economic activity helps keeping alive the small
mountain villages. It is why transhumance has multiple roles in maintaining the pastoral rural life with its
cultural, economic, and social implications.

The current situations of the global economy that moves towards the market economy transforms so much
that the practice of shepherding as a main activity of communities in the mountain areas becomes a more
difficult task. The extensive breeding in these areas is less profitable because of the very low profit, the
time load necessary for farming work that is permanent (24 hours a day, 365 days a year), and also
because of the predators that destroy our animals.



Maintaining the breeding tradition in these areas and its transmission to the young generation is a very
delicate problem that cannot be solved without the recognition of the professional knowledge of breeders
and the legal support. This is how we can bring some hope to the preservation of this important practice
of pendular pastoralism of a traditional primitive type.

M-am nascut intr-o familie veche de pastori, in care traditia cresterii oilor a
fost transmisa din generatie in generatie si a asigurat si asigura pentru familiile
noastre mai mult decat era si este necesar pentru traiul zilnic. Toti inaintasii mei,
locuitori ai Tarii Lovistei au pastrat cu sfintenie traditiile stravechi si obiceiurile
pastoritului in muntii Fagaras si Parang. Chiar daca unii feciori din familie sau
indreptat catre alte meserii, totdeauna a fost cineva care sa duca mai departe
acesata libera si minunata indeletnicire.

Pentru mine, oile si familia mea, Muntele este sacru si vesnic, el ne da
viata, el ne da tot ce ne trebuie pentru turmele noastre. Traiul pe culmile alpine,
pline de maretie ale Carpatilor mi-au daruit o vietuire sanatoasa libera si cinstita,
cu respect fata de natura, cu iubire si mandrie fata de oile si de indeletnicirea
noastra.

In fiecare primavara, turmele noastre, cainii de paza si magarii necesari
pentru transportul celor de trebuinta la stana, pornim spre pasunile montane, unde
stam pana toamna tarziu. Dar nu numai atat, cum intra copiii in vacanta, sotia si
copiii vin la stana, alaturi de mine si ma ajuta la cresterea oilor, la muls si la
prepararea celor mai gustoase produse din lapte de oaie. In acest fel ma asigur ca
si copiii mei sa invete de mici tainele oieritului si tehnica prepararii branzei. Acest
lucru imi da speranta ca vor indragi animalele si Muntele si vor mosteni si duce
mai departe traditia straveche a pastoritului.

Noi traim intr-o zona de munte, care nu are terenuri suficiente pentru
producerea furajelor necesare iernarii oilor, fapt pentru care, asa cum faceau si



mosii si stramosii nostri, toamna tarziu, coboram oile din munti si pornim pe
drumurile vechi si batute ale TRANSHUMANTEI, spre dealurile de sub munte, la
ghinda si jir si apoi spre campiile Olteniei si Baraganului. De obicei parcurgem in
fiecare an, circa 200-300 Km sau chiar mai mult, pe vreme buna sau rea, pentru a
asigura hrana animalelor noastre dragi.

In ultimii ani, avem mari probleme deoarece tinerii au parasit zona montana
pentru o viata mai usoara la oras sau in strainatate si nu mai gasim sa angajam
ciobani, suntem nevoiti sa ne unim turmele mai multi oieri, pentru a pleca pe
drumurile, de multe ori perculoase dar totdeauna frumoase ale
TRANSHUMANTEL.

In anii multi de cand cresterea oilor réprezinta modul meu de viata, am
constatat ca este tot mai greu si intampin tot mai multe probleme : lipsa fortei de
munca, greutatea valorificarii lanii (pe vremuri contravaloarea acesteia ne asigura
plata ciobanilor), indiferenta autoritatilor care nu vor sa reglementeze
Transhumanta si traseele acesteia, probleme foarte serioase si care ne pun in
pericol viata noastra si a animalelor din cauza numarui foarte mare de ursi, lupi,
sacali, abuzurile primarilor la trecerea prin localitati, abuzurile padurarilor si'a
paznicilor de vanatoare, etc. . Parca toti incearca sa ne puna piedici si sa faca orice
sa ne descurajeze sa mai practicam OIERITUL si TRANSHUMANTA, aceasta
activitate, care ne asigura mie si tuturor familiilor de pastori traiul de zi cu zi. Noi,
OIERII, privim cresterea animalelor, TRANSHUMANTA, ca pe un mod de
existenta, o modalitate de viata, un mod de a ne scre istoria , de a ne pastra
identitatea.

Am totusi speranta, ca macar in ultimul ceas, oieritul montan, transhumanta,
miile de gospodarii in care familiile traiesc in special din cresterea animalelor, vor
fii in atentia autoritatilor si se vor lua masurile necesare pentru ca aceasta meserie
grea dar si foarte frumoasa, sa nu dispara.

Letter of consent

The undersigned PETCU ION, as private breed of Tsurcana sheep and member of the “TARA
LOVISTEI” Agricultural Association from TITESTI, county of VALCEA, Romania, I express my
support for the inscription on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Humanity
of UNESCO of our national Transhumance.

I was born in an old family of shepherds, in which the tradition of sheep breeding was transmitted from
generation to generation and ensured and still ensures our family’s income more than it was necessary for
the daily life. All my ancestors were inhabitants of the Lovistei Country and preserved sacredly the
ancient traditions and customs of pastoralism in the Fagaras and Parang mountains. Even though some of
the family youngmen decided to do other professions, it was always somebody who took over this free
and great job.

For me, my sheep and my family, the Mountain is sacred and eternal, he gives us life, he gives us
everything we need for our herds. The life on the alpine great peaks of the Carpathians offered me a free,
healthy, and honest lifestyle, with respect for the nature, with love and pride to my sheep and our
profession.

Every spring, our herds, the watchdogs, and the necessary mules for transporting the sheepfold objects —
we all head to the mountain pastures where we stay until late in the autumn. But that is not all: the
moment our children started they summer vacation, my wife and children arrived at the sheepfold
together with me and help with sheep breeding, with milking and preparing the most delicious products of
sheep milk. In this way I am sure that my children learn since early childhood the small secrets of
shepherding and of the technique of preparing the cheese. This gives me the hope that they will love the
animals and the Mountain and will inherit and take further the ancient tradition of pastoralism.

We live in a mountain area, that does not have enough lands for fodder that is necessary for the sheep
during winter, and that is why, as our ancestors did also, late in the autumn we descended with the sheep
from the mountains and headed to the old and very used roads of TRANSHUMANCE, to the hills
situated under the mountains, to the acorn, and then to the plains of Oltenia and Baragan. Usually, we
walk every year around 200-300 km and even more, on good or bad weather, to ensure the necessary food
for our dear animals.

During the last years, we had big problems because the young people left the mountain area for an easy
life in the town or abroad and we cannot find shepherds to hire, we must unite herds of several shepherds
in order to be able to get on the road of TRANSHUMANCE, roads that are many times dangerous but
always beautiful.

During the many years when the sheep breeding represented my way of life, I noticed that it becomes
more and more difficult and I face more and more problems: the lack of workforce, the difficulty to use
the wool (in the past this represented enough income for shepherds), the indifference of authorities that do
not want to support Transhumance and its pathways, the serious problems that are endangering our life



and the life of our animals because of the great number of bears, wolfs, jackals, the abuses of mayors
when we cross through their localities, of forest men and hunters, etc. It is like everybody wants to put
pressure on us and discourage us not to practice PASTORALISM and TRANSHUMANCE, this activity
that ensures me and all the shepherds’ families the livelihood. Us, the SHEPHERDS, we consider animal
breeding, TRANSHUMANCE as a mode of existence, a way of life, a way of writing history, of
preserving our identity.

I dot still have the hope that at least in the last moment, our mountain pastoralism, transhumance and
thousands of households in which families live especially thanks to the animal breeding, will be in the
authorities’ attention that will take the necessary measures for this difficult but beautiful job not to
disappear.

Strabunicul meu, Ion Cojan, ndscut la un an dupd Marea Unire, ne
povestea cum era demult cu transhumanta: ,,Dupd 10 mai plecam cu turma la munte, ca abia pe 23
aprilie veneam de pe unde eram. Faceam cam 30 km pe zi si ajungeam in 5-6 zile, depinde cat de
grabiti eram. Dormeam pe unde apucam, pe marginea santului dupa ce mulgeam oile si mancam
tot ce apucam; mamaliga era intdi... Din mamaligd transhumai. Am umblat cu oile pe Fagiras,
Sighisoara, Targu Mures, Tecuci, Buzau, Ploiesti. Asa era meseria de «nomaziey, ca sa traiesti, € o
meserie foarte grea, nu este o meserie stiintificd, dar e practicatd In mare.

Treceau muntii
spre Buzau, Briila. Se orientau si dupa cum era anul. E méncare in Regat? Daca nu, plecau spre
Ardeal. Se duceau spre Mures, Tarnava Micd, Mare, dar si spre Dobrogea, Tighina. Au adus

caracule d-acolo, dar aici nu prea le place.



Tata a fost cioban toatd viata lui, acum am mostenit eu. Am 900 de oi, toate rasi tigaie. In
mod clar, in zona noastrd rasa de oaie traditionald si de bazd este tigaia. Este o rasd veche
roméneascd, adaptata locurilor acestea. Ea are lana scurtd (nu foarte scurtd, insd) si creatd, moale.
Produce o 1and semifind de foarte buna calitate. Este o rasd productiva la lapte si bund de carne.
Evident, nefiind specializatd pe niciunul din sectoarele productiei ovine - 1and, carne, lapte,
pielicele — nu exceleaza in vreunul, dar, cum am spus, este oaia ideald ce se poate creste la stana:
bifeazd multumitor fiecare din sectoarele enumerate, este rezistentd la conditii meteorologice

schimbatoare si nu este pretentioasd la mancare sau predispusa la imbolndvire.

La munte, la Comandau, varez doar sterpele. 300, 400, in functie de an. Cred cd sunt
singurul voinestean care le mai vireaza la munte, restul le tin aici aproape, cd e mai simplu. Urc cu

oile si caii la munte pe la inceputul lui mai si le cobor la sfarsitul lui septembrie.

Deloc usoara, meseria de oier este una veche, in care s-au acumulat cunostinte transmise
mai ales prin viu grai de la o generatie la alta. Consider cé aceasta necesitd pricepere, dragoste
pentru animale si sacrificii. Cu toate greutatile, nu intentionez sd renunt la cresterea oilor, desi
vremurile 1n care péstoritul nu era doar o meserie, ci un mod de viata in Voinestii Covasnei, au cam

apus.

The undersigned, Cojan lancu, from Covasna — Voinesti, breeder of Tsigai sheep, member in the County
Association of Sheep Breeders in Covasna, | express my support for the inscription of transhumance on
the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Humanity of UNESCO.

I was born in the Voinesti of Covasna, an area of important pastoral traditions, where shepherding was
passed from father to son for hundreds of years. My ancestors were always on the road: they spent
summer with the sheep in the Vrancea or Buzau Mountains, or some other mountains, they also went in
transhumance getting as far as where the Danube arrives to the Black Sea and even farther. My great-
grandfather, lon Cojan, was born a year later from the Great Union [1918], and he was recounting us how
was transhumance in the past: ,,After the 10" of May, we were leaving with the flocks to the mountain,
because it was as late as the 23™ of April when we were able to arrive from our various pathways. We had
to walk around 30 km a day and we arrived in 5-6 days, depending on how much we were in a hurry. We
slept wherever we could, such as on the side of the road, after we milked the sheep and ate whatever we
had; but mainly polenta... It was polenta that allowed me to walk on transhumance. I walked with the
sheep in Fagaras, Sighisoara, Targu Mures, Tecuci, Buzau, Ploiesti. This is how the job of ‘being a
nomad’ was, the job that allowed you to have a life, it is a very hard job, not a scholarly job, but a
practical one. We had helpers, we had an old man who advised us and he led everything, and we were
around 5-6 people with 1000-1200 sheep. We weighted the milk, competed with each other to see who
was getting the best pastures for their sheep, in which place, on which grass.”

My grandfather was still active in transhumance — he was leaving on the day of Saint Demetrios. That
was the time when the shepherds were changed, they were hiring, they were leaving every 2-3 days, on
the mule, in different directions. If not, they were leaving towards Transylvania. They went towards
Mures, Tarnava Mica, Mare, but also towards Dobrogea, Tighina. They brought Karakul sheep from
there, but those sheep do not like it too much around here.

My father was a shepherd all his life, and now I have inherited that. [ have 900 sheep, all of them are
Tsigai breed. Defintely, in our area the traditional and baisc sheep breed is the Tsigai. It is an old
Romanian breed, adapted to these places. It has short wool (but not too short) and curly, soft. It gives a
semi-soft wool of high quality. It is a breed good for milk and meat. Certainly, it is not dedicated to any
of the sheep production sectors — wool, meat, milk, lamb skin — so it is not excellent in any of them, but,
as | just said, it is the ideal sheep that you can breed in a sheepfold: it is good enough for all the
enumerated needs, it is resilient to climate change and it does not require special food and it does not get
sick often.

On the mountain at Comandau, [ spent the summer only with the barren ewes: 300, 400, it may change
every year. | believe I am the only person of my village who spends the summer in the mountain pastures,



because the rest of them keep them here, close by, which is easier. I climb with the sheep and horses to
the mountain around the begnining of May and I descend at the end of September.

It is not easy at all the job of the shepherd; it is an ancient job, in which knowledge transmitted orally
from one generation to the next got to be accumulated. I believe that this needs skills, love for the animals
and sacrifices. Despite all the hard things, I do not intend to give up on sheep breeding, though here in
Voinesti of Covasna there are kind of gone the times when sheperding was not only a job, but a lifestyle.

An impressive and special
phenomenon and a specificity of the traditional pastoral life of shepherding in ROMANIA was and is
forever CARPATHIAN TRANSHUMANCE. Sheep flocks of Romanian shepherds in the mountain
villages walk for hundreds of years between mountain pastures and plain, on well-established routes of
transhumance, at hundreds of kilometres distances, having a specific and strict functional role within the
pastoral economy, in which the criteria of climate and pasturing places play a very important role.

Shepherding, this ancient occupation and the features specific to TRANSHUMANCE as an old practice
that is traditional to our people are encouraged by the connection and the harmony between life, man,
animal and mountain and ensures for thousands of years the continuity and sustainability of rural pastoral
life, with all its cultural, social and economic implications that are vital in maintaining family farms,
peasant household especially in the mountain regions of Romania where they have been for thousands of
years.

The active preservation of transhumance in Romania and the continuation of its forms could be
considered an integral part of national heritage. The shepherds, these PEOPLE of the human stock, Sons
of the MOUNTAINS, free, strong, honest and lovers of nature and animals are the ones that determine us
to say that only through the recognition of their professionalism and offering them a real legal support
from the authorities we can bring some hope for the preservation of this relevant practice of mobile
pastoralism in Romania. SHEPHERDING and TRANSHUMANCE are vital for the preservation,
continuity and development of the peasant household in Romania, which is unique in the world and
enjoys many qualities: ethnographic and folkloric, belonging to traditional gastronomy, ethnological, of
animal science, qualities that support in a steady balance the nest of Romanian traditional civilization.

The undersigned GALATAN DUMITRU-JIET, based in the town of Petrila, 53/10 Republicii street,
Hunedoara county, ethnologist, son of a renown sheep breeder in the Valey of Jiu: Galatan loan Nemes
(1913-1922), for the topic of transhumance, I declare:

The Valley of Jiu is known nowadays as an ethnographic and folkloric region named The Land of
Momadrlani, the momarlani being the inhabitants of this area, which were practicing since old times the
animal breeding, and especially the sheep breeding; they enjoyed favourable conditions for this job
because the Valey of Jiu is surrounded by a citadel of mountains with forests and alpine pastures: Parang,
Sureanu, Vilcan, Retezat.

Thanks to the knowledge of these shepherds, since around 1950, they started a long process of natural
selection according to their own view within the Tsurcana sheep breed and created a superior breed in
terms of physical features and as production of milk, a breed that is currently in the process of official
approval; the breed is Breaza of the Valley of Jiu or the Breaza of Petrila.

In the Valley of Jiu shepherds practiced the small transhumance, which was actually the pendulation
between the household, mountain and going ’to the countryside” during autumn and spring, because
during winter the sheep received fodder inside the village thanks to the hay gathered during summer. This
situation was privileged by the fact each household had around 50-80 sheep.

In the traditional village shepherds left ”to the countryside” in the autumn, and they returned in January,
usually after the Epiphany. After the sheep scattering done on the mountain, during autumn, the sheep
could be taken for a while at the subalpine sheepfolds, and then they formed smaller herds that went
towards Targu Jiu or Hateg.

On the way to Hateg flocks were going to the lands around Hateg, and some shepherds were headed to
Banat, in the Caransebes region, of Lugoj or of Timisoara. After Epiphany, the sheep were fed with hay at
home until spring, when they were leaving again "to the country”. From here they returned around May,
close to the 21st of May when sheep were taken to the mountain for the entire summer.

The moving of sheep within the small transhumance was done on foot, which created a certain charm and
had a great role in maintaining the strong ties between inhabitants of different regions of the country, and
determined the spread of knowledge about common traditions, customs and cultural and spiritual values.

Nowadays there are major changes happening. The development of the cemented road networks and the
interdiction for foot transport was not in the advantage of shepherds. Sheep are transported with lorries
and the charm of transhumance is lost.

Only by the recognition of the shepherds’ professional status with its various features and the legal
support we can bring some hope to the perpetuation of this important traditional primitive type of
pastoralism.

According to the tradition and local legends of the Land of Momarlani, the first known transhumance in
the world of shepherds in the Jiu region took place after the first Roman-Dacian war (101-102 A.D). The
Roman soldiers entered into the Valley of Jiu by the passage Valcan, conquested the citadel of Banita,
which was the main defending point for the citadel of Sarmisegetuza and headed to the Tai gorge, the
Valley of Popii, the Peak of Petru, at the Comarnicel, close to the capital of Dacia, where these troops



made the connection with the other Roman armies in order to attack together the capital of Dacia. The
Dacian shepherds from the Valley of Jiu went to the mountains, created a resistance structure at the
subalpine sheepfolds that are situated after the Taii gorge, the Jiet gorge, with their animals and all their
belongings. After the war, they returned to their villages where their houses and households were
destroyed. They tried to rebuild them fast, but the autumn was coming, they did not have hay from the
summer to feed their animals in the winter, so they just headed to the road on the great transhumance for
the entire wintertime.

Argesului spre in jos intre localititile din sud de Costesti, o parte cétre
Bucuregti spre Ilfov , trasee care au o vechime istoricd aflate pe harta de
Transhumanti mai veche a oieritului din zona de sud de Carpati.



In lunga mea experientd de cioban transhumant aldturi de oile mele am
ajuns sd intdmpin o multitudine de probleme care mai de care mai delicate , atét

The undersigned Jubleanu Gheorghe, as private sheep breeder of Tsurcana sheep and president of the
”Sheepfold between the Mountains” Association of Sheep Breeders in the rural municipality of Nucsoara,
Arges county of Romania, I express my support for the inscription on the Representative List of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Humanity of UNESCO of our national Transhumance.

The tradition of breeding Tsurcana sheep was transmitted in the family from one generation to the next, in
our native place from my parents, grandparents and great-grandparents, and I hope that [ will have at least
a son in law to whom I could handle as a dowry my sheep fortune.

The importance of this tradition is due to the fact the village where I live is situated in the mountain area
and close to the mountain of Fagaras, which encouraged the use of mountain pastures and the best job
was animal breeding, and especially of sheep. In the area the Nucsoara village, due to the altitude, we
cannot cultivate corn, wheat, and other plants that could ensure the animal fodder during winter.
Therefore, from early times in the autumn and winter we moved with the sheep towards the lowlands to
offer them food. Our Tsurcana sheep are very well adapted to the harsh winter conditions, they have the
right type of hooves, without frequent diseases of their feet or lungs. For the transportation of food
products of minimal necessity, such as mutton paastrami, lard, corn and something to light the fire, some
thicker clothes and something against the rain we used the mules; we had around 4-5 mules at a flock of
700-1000 animals and some 4-5 watch dogs without which we cannot get on the road. Thus we descend
to the Baragan in the autumn through the plains of Pitesti, towards the valley of Arges down to the
localities situated to the south of Costesti, and a part of Bucharest and Ilfov areas, these being pathways of
a long history on the map of old Transhumance and of shepherding in the southern Carpathians.

In my long experience as a transhumant shepherd with my sheep, I encountered lots of problems that were
all very delicate, such as with savage animals there in the mountain (bears, and also wolfs), and then on
the lowlands with the village administration, and with other entities such as with the hunters and forest
men or with the landowners who tried to restrict certain parts of lands and roads from our animals.

Also, I want to emphasize that the contemporary shepherding is in decline, and I am the only person in
the village who practices this custom-occupation or job of transhumant shepherd, and if I am forced to
abandon and to sell my sheep I have nothing else to do.

The undersigned Epure Ghe. Alin from the village of Prigoria, county of Gorj, in my capacity as a private
owner of Tsurcana sheep and member of the ”Dacia” Association of sheep breeders from the county of
Hunedoara in Romania, I express my support for the inscription on the Representative List of the
Intangible Cultural Heritage of UNESCO of our national Transhumance.

The tradition of breeding the Tsurcana sheep was transmitted in my family from father to son and I hope
that one of my children to take over this tradition. I myself inherited my sheep from my parents because
they were also animal breeders including sheep breeders. Such as they did, I also practice transhumance
from mountain to plain and reached thus the Baragan Plain, where I had to face various obstacles such as
the harsh weather, wolfs, bears, jackals. During the 2012-2013 winter, we were totally covered by snow
in the middle of the Baragan Plain, between the village of Stefanesti and the village of Lehliu, where our
sheep were isolated for an entire week without food and water, and the same for us — the people.

During my long journeys of more than 300 km long we needed the mules to transport the food, the
clothes, and diverse objects of strict necessity.

On our road, we had to stop and make the fire in order to prepare the food for us and our dogs without
which our journey of such long periods of time would not be possible. The sheep needed to be watched
day and night because of the dangers that threatened them: bears, wolfs, jackals, bad people. We also had
problems with the village administrations, with the lack of pastures and the lack of support from the
authorities, with the hunters that at some point shoot a few of my dogs. One day I got with my sheep on a
field and a man with a tractor passed on few of my sheep and killed them.

During my journeys I also had the chance of pleasant experiences, i.e. people who offered help and food.

Also, | want to say that [ am among the last sheep breeders in my village, and this job is almost
disappearing because of the great difficulties we encounter during our transhumance, and if [ will have to
abandon this job I will be left without my only source of income for my family.

Our association had as one major main goal, since its inception in 1994, to valorise the local intangible
cultural heritage represented by the traditions and customs of the old shepherds from Séacele. These
shepherds, together with the ones from Bran, Sibiu, and other Transylvanian shepherds represented an
esteemed element of national unity, being supported in this state of art by the phenomenon of
transhumance, by which they descended from the mountains and headed towards the Danube, the
Dniester, crossing the Danube to the kingdom of pastures that Dobrogea is, as far as to the Black Sea.

The Sacele shepherds took with them in transhumance their home customs and ”imported” from the
places where they arrived some specific features, that allowed them to become a community characterized
by an exceptional economic and spiritual development: work ethic, determination, seriousness, capacity
to sacrifice, generosity. All these qualities were inspired to people of numerous places that the shepherds
created along the transhumance roads in Baragan, southern Bessarabia, and especially Dobrogea,
contributing thus to the development from different angles of these Romanian lands.

By understanding since the very beginning the importance of transhumance for the development of sheep
owners in Sacele, the ”Izvorul” Association dedicated to this phenomenon numerous activities through
the many dedicated conferences, and their publication, ’Plaiuri Sicelene”, and other projects to which
they contributed in time.

Therefore, during the conferences organized to celebrate the ”Days of the culture from Sacele” and the
yearly celebrations for the old pastoral holiday of Saint Elijah, the members of the association presented
many papers about the transhumance of the old Sacele shepherds and their way of life on the shepherding
paths and roads, about their itineraries used to walk the sheep towards the place for winter, about their
special family relationships encouraged by mobile pastoralism and other many aspects of this
phenomenon.

On the pages of the journal ’Plaiuri Sacelene”, there were written over time numerous articles dedicated
to transhumance written either by the Sacele inhabitants that were knowledgeable about this ancient form
of pastoralism, or by renown researchers from the Museum of Ethnography in Brasov or the county
libraries in Brasov and Constanta. In these papers it was underlined the economic importance of



transhumant shepherding, the sacrifices that were done by shepherds, their customs performed during
transhumance, but also other aspects, such as the contribution of shepherds to the development of
education, trade, of the ways to practice shepherding and agriculture, to create new modern localities,
where socail relationships based on morality, honesty and work ethic were instilled.

Also, the ”Izvorul” Association was a member, together with the county libraries of Brasov and Constanta
to the project ”Between mountain and sea — transhumance of Barsa shepherds to Dobrogea”, organized
with two different occasions that are very significant for transhumance: Saint Demetrios - the time when
the flocks went to spend winter over the mountains, in 2017, and Saint George, the time when the flocks
returned to Transylvania, in 2018. Also, the ”Izvorul” Association supported as much as possible, in
2018-2019, the Museum of Ethnography in Brasov to organize events of presentation of another
interesting project on the same topic — ”The traces of the Sacele shepherds in Bessarabia”, which was an
opportunity to organize a heartfelt meeting between the descendants of the Sacele shepherds that got by
transhumance to southern Bessarabia and the descendants of their families of origin that stayed in Sacele.

By all these activities we tried to inspire the understanding by the Sacele inhabitants of today of the great
economic, social and cultural value of the pastoral practice of transhumance, that their ancestors practiced
so well.

Today, the knowledge and revalorization of this valuable element of our national heritage could be new
ways to develop by inner means this localities where there is a tradition in this field, reason for which I
support the inscription of Transhumance on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural
Heritage of the Humanity — UNESCO.

A doua rasa de ovine ca marime, dupa rasa Turcand, sunt populatiile din grupul Tigaie.
De la locul de formare din sudul Moldovei si din Dobrogea, Tigaia s-a rdspandit si in
Transilvania de catre mocanii care practicau transhumanta, fiind aclimatizata in zona de munte a
Carpatilor de Curburi (Sicele-Covasna, Bretcu, Bran, Tesila,Vrancea, Plaiesi, Buziu). Pastorii
romani transhumanti au dispersat din timpuri imemoriale rasa Tigaie in Sudul Ucrainei, Rusia,
Bulgaria, Slovacia si Cehia, in Voivodina si Campia Panoniei. in Turcia, rasa Tigaie a fost
importatd din Roménia si in prezent este cunoscutd sub denumirea de Kivircic. incepand dupa
secolul 18 dezvoltarea industriei textile de postavuri, stofe groase pentru uniforme militare,
paturi si de paldrii, in orasul Brasov si in localititile invecinate ca Prejmer, Covasna a sporit $i



cererea de lana semifind, caracteristicd oilor Tigaie, contribuind la formarea unei populatii
uniforme de Tigaie in aceste zone.

Asadar, putem spune cd ceea ce avem astdzi in standardul rasei datordm pastoritului
transhumant de secole al stramosilor nostri. De altfel, suntem constienti ca transhumanta a avut
un rol important in mentinerea biodiversitatii, a peisajului cultural/natural, a produselor
traditionale, a raselor locale de oi. Transhumanta simpld si reminescentele acesteia, care se
practici incd in arealul carpatic, conferd identitate satului pastoral montan cu specific
transhumant si gospodariei tardnesti pastorale, asa cum, in trecut, a fost o marcéd identitarad a
poporului nostru. Existenta transhumantei in spatiul locuit de roméani a condus la crearea si
colportarea unor cunostinte si practici transmise din generatie in generatie cu privire la itinerarii,
mediul inconjurétor, credinte si idei populare cu privire la flord si faund, calendarul agro-pastoral
(ocupational, folcloric si crestin), meteorologie si astronomie populard, medicind veterinara
empirica, prepararea hranei si a produselor si subproduselor traditionale de stana.

Consideram ca din cele mai sus expuse derivd importanta mentinerii inca active si
continuarea perenitétii fenomenului. Sustinem cu tarie masurile de salvgardare a transhumantei si
adoptarea unor masuri care sd permita transmiterea sa citre generatiile viitoare.

The undersigned Sorin-lordan Popica, president of the Association of Breeders of Species under
Conservation, I express my support in the name of the Association that I represent concerning the
inscription on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Humanity of UNESCO of
the Carpathian transhumance.

The Association of Breeders of Species under Conservation is active in the area of breeding the Rusty
Tsigai sheep, that is situated on the Curvature of Carpathians, since 2009, and is accredited by the
management of the Genealogical Register of the Rusty Tsigai under the no. 5531 from 01.11.2010. We
started with a small number of animals that represented a nucleus of pure breed animals, in only 5 farms,
including some research farms, and in 2015 we started the development and the inscription of new
animals in the Association and our Genealogical Register. The association started to organize the activity
of genetic improving by applying the principle of the pyramid, our animals being placed in elite farms,
farms aspiring to be of elite, reproduction farms and commercial farms. The total number of animals in
these farms is of approximately 50.000, and for them we have in place the Official control of production
and performances, and the animals in the commercial farms of approximately 200000 animals are
reproduced with rams of the pure breed of Rusty Tsigai.

The second sheep breed in terms of size, after the Tsurcana breed is the Tsigai. From the place of origin in
the south of Moldavia and Dobrogea, the Tsigai spread also to Transylvania due to the shepherds who
practiced transhumance, and the breed was gradually used to the conditions in the mountain at the
Curvature Carpathians (Sacele-Covasna, Bretcu, Bran, Tesila, Vrancea, Pldiesi, Buzau). The Romanian
transhumant shepherds spread since ancient times the Tsigai breed to the southern Ukraine, Russia,
Bulgaria, Slovakia, Czechia, in Voievodina and the Pannonian Plain. In Turkey, the Tsigai breed was
imported from Romania and currently is known with the name Kivircic. Starting with the 18th century,
the development of the industry of thick textiles used for military uniforms, blankets, hats, in the city of
Brasov and the nearby localities, such as Prejmer, Covasna increased the demand for semi-fine wool that
is specific to the Tsigai sheep, contributing thus to the creation of a constant population of Tsigai in these
areas.

Therefore, we can say that what is today standard feature for the breed is due to transhumant shepherding
of centuries ago that our ancestors performed. We are aware that transhumance had a significant role in
preserving biodiversity, the cultural/natural landscape, the traditional products, the local sheep breeds.
Simple transhumance and its reminiscences that are practiced still in the Carpathian areas ensures identity



to the mountain pastoral village that is specifically connected with transhumance and to the pastoral
peasant household, and in the past, this was a landmark of our people. The existence of transhumance in
the area inhabited by Romanians was conducive to the creation and spread of knowledge and practices
transmitted from one generation to the next, especially knowledge about itineraries, environment, folk
beliefs and ideas about the flora and the fauna, the agricultural and pastoral calendar (for occupations, of
folklore and the Christian one), popular meteorology and astronomy, folk veterinary medicine, food and
sheepfold products and by-products.

We consider that in the arguments listed above we exposed the importance of preserving in an active way
this phenomenon. We strongly support the safeguarding measures for transhumance and the
implementation of measures that would allow it to be transmitted to the future generations.

The transhumance is a complex phenomenon by which the Romanian shepherds contributed to the
civilization of large areas, by the organizing sheepfolds and sheepcots, that gradually became hamlets and
villages. Thanks to transhumance various old practices were spread in the area between Carpathians,
Danube, and the Black Sea and eastern Europe, practices that are very important for the development and
progress of these areas, such as shepherding, wool spinning, weaving, leather processing, furrier, cheese
making. Through the pastoral civilisation, the Romanian shepherds also spread knowledge about time
reckoning, agricultural calendar, that were always accompanied by diverse traditions, beliefs,
superstitions, customs, which are practiced in other transhumant areas, and in the places where shepherds
established their new homes.

The Ethnographic Museum in Brasov developed research projects concerning transhumance, analysing
the ways of life, the mentality, the cultural specificity that the transhumant shepherding left in time and
space, with a special reference given to areas of origin of these shepherds in the county of Brasov (Scheii
Brasovului, Sacele) and the places to which they migrated (Walachia, Braila county, southern parts of the
Republic of Moldova, Crimea).

Besides the fieldwork, The Museum of Ethnography in Brasov organized various exhibitions dedicated to
this topic in order to offer information to the public about the complexity of the pastoral rural life with all
its implications in the social, economic and cultural fields.



Therefore, aside from the social and historical value, and the role played by the phenomenon in the
national heritage, it is necessary to encourage the preservation of pastoral practice for the sake of the
sustainable development of the rural areas.

Dulama Ionel, as mayor of Rucar rural municipality, | express my support in the
name of the institution that I represent to the inscription of TRANSHUMANCE on the Representative
List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of UNESCO.

Given the fact TRANSHUMANCE has an ancient origin as an old occupation of the Romanian people,
and the strong connection and harmony between people, animals and the environment, that has a role on
the rural development as an economic sustainable source that is based on the family household and still
active in certain small mountain villages, the multiple role of the rural pastoral life with its social,
economic and cultural implications of TRANSHUMANCE, from which it derives the importance of
keeping it alive and continue the eternal existence of this phenomenon that could be considered a valuable
part of the national heritage.

The sensitive elements of the transition to the market economy are practically delicate aspects of
pastoralism preservation with numerous risks in all mountain areas of the administrative aspects on the
presence of predators, the lack of work force or the disconnection with the new generation — these are
only a few social effects that determine us to say that only by admitting the professional relevance of
shepherding and giving legal support we can bring hope that these important mobile pastoralism practices
or of traditional ancient shepherding would be preserved.

In the village of Rucar, the transhumant pastoralism continues to represent the main means of subsistence
of an important number of animal breeders which preserve the features of pastoral economy established
here since ancient times.

Shepherding encouraged a series of economic manifestations like agri-tourism, that is a flourishing
business because in this area there are many pensions offering traditional products coming from the
animal breeding, products that are demanded by tourists and festivals from which the most important is
called ”Scattering of Sheep. Expopastoralis”—a local holiday that brings the whole community together
and where numerous cultural exchanges take place, as well as sharing experiences between different



groups of shepherds, and also traditional craftspeople that are all contributing to the identity of the
transhumant mountain village.

Within this event, the best animal breeders are awarded for their best animals in terms of beauty and
breed features, according to types of breeds, age, sex, etc.

I consider that the duty of the contemporary generations are to contribute to the preservation of traditions
and local customs and especially of TRANSHUMANCE, an old occupation on the area of Rucar, an
occupation for which we are proud and that we “exported” to localities with origins in Muscel — Soveja —
Vrancea, Casin — Bacau.

The ASTRA National Museum Complex is happy to support the process of inscription of the Carpathian
transhumance, as traditional pastoral life, on the Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of
the Humanity. ASTRA Museum is one of the main cultural actors in Romania and beyond, that strives to
preserve the traditional culture in all its aspects. Shepherding as important part of traditional life is a
representative component of the Romanian tangible and intangible cultural heritage.

Due to the rich fieldwork undertaken over time, ASTRA Museum is the most important deposit of
traditional heritage values. As for the pastoral life on these lands, this is illustrated by collections of
pieces from the old instruments used for example for cheese making or for accounting, as well as by the
great number of monuments transferred from the areas in which transhumance was and still is an
important active part of the daily life in traditional communities. In this respect, we mention the
presentation within the Open-air Museum in Dumbrava Sibiului of such simple constructions, but
essential for the shepherds and animals’ sheltering, such as the small cooking shelter from the area of
Parang Mountains, or the huts and different types of sheepfolds or the monumental constructions such as
the stable of Dacian tradition from Ludesti, the household with strong fence in Magura or the household
of a transhumant shepherd in Rasinari. Also, significant is the role played by the resources offered by
sheep, such as the sheepskin and the wool to the activities within the textile home industry such as

making sheepskin coats or weaving, that are handicrafts represented in the museum as part of numerous
households.

The photo collection of the ASTRA Museum that was enriched over time contains many pictures that
showcase the different aspects of life and daily activities of the shepherds that spend the summer with
their flocks on the high Carpathian areas.

Moreover, the research of pastoral life developed by the ASTRA Museum inspired exceptional
documentary movies dedicated to transhumance, produced by the ASTRA Film, such as La drum (1997)
or Jina (2017) directed by Dumitru Budrala.



The ASTRA Museum, a living museum that preserves the traditional culture and that highlights more and
more the intangible heritage fosters many traditional fairs, workshops, festivals that offer to communities
the appropriate environment where they can make their traditions and customs known. For these
occasions, the public can see not only the pastoral lifestyle, but also the customs connected strongly with
the pastoral calendar and pastoral folklore, but also the great dishes that shepherds prepare to offer
visitors new experiences.

The involvement that ASTRA Museum has within the communities to preserve unchanged the heritage
values is another reason for the support of the element Carpathian transhumance as traditional pastoral
life to be inscribed on the UNESCO Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of the
Humanity.
