The collection its integrated by books, periodic publications, archives, photo and video library, its open to the public, but especially to the bearers of the traditions and investigators and students on this topics. 

The CDRB carries out research in these fields; it also cooperates with other organizations and gubernamental institutions to contribute to the rescue, preservation and diffusion of the elements inscribed in the Representative List of the UNESCO.

CDRB has being working in the research and elaboration process of the documentation files for the elements that have been recognized by the UNESCO, for example, "Parachicos in the traditional January feast of Chiapa de Corzo",  “Traditional Mexican cuisine - ancestral, ongoing community culture, the Michoacán paradigm", "The pilmigrage: Ritual cycle of the carrying of the Virgin of Zapopan". And also in the projects lilke "The artisanal talavera of Puebla (Mexico) and ceramics os Talavera de la Reina and El Puente del Arzobispo (Spain) making processe", file that is being evaluated over UNESCO as the first binatinal candidature that Mexico presents.

Finally, CDRB works to support the follow-up on the safeguarding plans of this elements, especially Traditional Mexican cuisine.

Collaborates with the National Institute of Anthropology and History (INAH) in the national meetings where is carried out the follow-up of the Safeguarding Plans, and in the annual international meetings organized by the same institution to review differents items in ICH .

Collaborates with the Conservatory of Mexican Gastronomic Culture giving follow-up to the traditional cuisine Safeguarding Plan.

Collaborates also with the Conservatory in the design and planning the academics activities of its annual meetings.

Works with other high level academic institutions such as the Colegio de Michoacán, the Intercultural University, government institutions such as the National Fund for the Development of the Crafts (FONART), the National Institute of Anthropology and History (INAH) and craftmen -as bearers- to plan and speak at the permanent Seminar of Studies on Popular Art and Traditional Knowledge. This seminar has being organized annualy since 2014, and already planned for 2019.

Attends as member, but also as speaker in two permanent seminars: "Theorical concepts and definitions in cultural heritage" and in the "Traditional Cuisines" wich takes place every month at the INAH.

Participates with Crafts Houses from diverse states in the country as jury of handcraft competitions in which is promoted the reassessment of the craftsmanship traditions.

	CDRB developed the methodological instruments and the training model to carry out the inventory of the traditional cuisines of Mexico in collaboration with members of the Conservatory of Mexican Gastronomic Culture.

It´s also part of the training workshops on the application of these instruments, given to the permanent delegates from all the country, group that has being formed by the Conservatory; and also to schools that are supporting the survey of this information. These methodological instruments were presented as a contribution in a follow-up meeting of the Safeguarding Plans organized by the INAH.

Since 2015 we have associated with the National Commission for the Knowledge and use of the Biodiversity (CONABIO) for the survey of the inventory of the natural resources used in the Traditional cuisines of México.

These methodological instruments are designed to be applied also by the bearer communities of the traditional know-how of  Mexican gastronomy. 

In 2018 the Center bagan the inventory of the traditional costumes related to the cuisines in the Death Celebration, -probably the most important festivity in many places of the country-.

The Center is also working with the National University creating especialized vocabularies related to arts and crafts and to gastronomy activities. The result of this action will benefit the identification and definition studies in this topics.

It advises investigators and bearers of the traditions in the design of training workshops. It collaborates with  the diffusion of the know-how and handicraft trades as well as of the traditional cuisines and in Mexican Cultural Heritage.
It collaborates with lectures and articles in books and magazines about intangible cultural heritage and especially of the traditional cuisines and craftsmanship know-how.
