	Since its establishment, the Foundation has actively been involved in State efforts to implement the Convention on ICH and introduce its new requirements in Mongolia. The President of the Foundation has been working as a member of Mongolian National Committee for World Heritage since 2006, a member of National Expert Committee on ICH since 2013, and as a President of the National Committee for ICOMOS since 2007. Members and President himself have actively involved in the updating the existing heritage law to be more compliant with 2003 UNESCO Convention. The Foundation actively worked in the drafting group for the elaboration of new Law on protection of cultural heritage which includes the special articles on ICH (2013-2014). As results of this activity, this law was adopted by the Parliament of Mongolia in June, 2014. Since 2007, the Foundation, in close cooperation with other ICH NGOs, experts and members, has elaborated and implemented action policy introducing UNESCO “Living Human Treasures” Programme in Mongolia. The Foundation has continuously participated in updating process of National Representative List and the National Urgent Safeguarding List in last 3 years. As a result of this action, over 300 ICH elements were added to the two Lists in addition to the initial 88 ICH elements.

	Since its establishment, the Foundation closely collaborated with competent governmental organizations as Ministry of Education, Culture and Science, Government Implementing Agency for Culture and Arts, MNC for UNESCO, National Centre for Cultural Heritage, Academy of Sciences of Mongolia, Mongolian National Public Radio and Television(MNB). In 2014-2018, the Foundation has actively participated in the updating the National Inventory of ICH, elaboration of legal documents and regulations, identification and documentation of ICH and its bearers, preparation of the nominations, promotion and dissemination of ICH and etc. In last 3 years, the Foundation and the National Centre for Cultural Heritage, in close cooperation with the MNC for UNESCO, have created 10 individual documentary films on 10 different ICH elements of Mongolia (25-30 minutes each) and, consequently, the ‘Central Asian ICH Film Festival in Mongolia-2018’ was held in Ulaanbaatar in 2018. Festival was held as a main side event of 2018 Sub-regional meeting for ICH Safeguarding in Northeast Asia focusing on theme ‘ICH in Education: Towards Joint Collaboration for Promoting ICH in Formal and Non-Formal Education’. In addition, the Foundation, with the Mongolian State University of Arts and Culture, has organized the Thematic Conference entitled ‘Ways of the Transmission of ICH through Education at Schools’ on August 31, 2018 with wide participation of education and video documentation experts. Foundation also initiated and signed on the MOU with MNB TV for nationwide distribution and dissemination of 10 Mongolian ICH documentary films created by the Foundation.

	Foundation has actively been involved in drafting the State’s Periodic Report gathering and submitting information of last 4 years’ activities of its own and other relevant NGOs who work and collaborate closely in the field of ICH and its safeguarding. More specifically, the information database at the National Centre for Cultural Heritage is significantly enriched with information of concerned ICH related NGOs as the outcome of the UNESCO Project implemented for ‘Improving the Capacities of ICH Related NGOs in Mongolia’. The Foundation has also been involved in drafting and translation of C part of the Report, the Status of elements inscribed on the Representative List including ‘Urtiin Duu - Traditional Long Song’ and the ‘Naadam - Mongolian Traditional Festival’. It has collected activity reports of last 5 years related to ICH elements including: ‘Urtiin Duu - Traditional Long Song’, ‘Mongolian Knuckle-bone Shooting’, ‘Traditional Craftsmanship of the Mongol Ger and its Associated Customs’, ‘Naadam - Mongolian Traditional Festival’, ‘Mongolian Traditional Art of Khoomei’, and the ‘Mongolian Traditional Practices of Worshipping the Sacred Sites’.

	The Foundation has been involved in preparation of several nominations. For example: 1) “Traditional Music of the Morin Khuur” (2003) and 2) “Mongolian Traditional Folk Long Son - Urtiin Duu” (2005) proclaimed as a Masterpieces of the Oral and Intangible Heritage of Humanity; 3) “Mongolian Traditional Art of Khuumei” (2010); 4) “Mongolian Traditional Festival - Naadam” (2010) inscribed on the Representative List; 6) “Mongol Tuuli -Mongolian Epic” (2009) and 7) “Mongolian Traditional Folk Dance - Bii Biyelgee” (2009); 8) “Mongolian Traditional Practices of Worshipping the Sacred Sites” (2017) inscribed on the List of ICH in Need of Urgent Safeguarding. The Foundation has prepared the request for international assistance for the implementation of the Project entitled “Improving the Capacities of ICH Related NGOs in Mongolia” and submitted to the Secretariat of the Convention in 2013. The Foundation has successfully implemented the Project in 2015. The Foundation has also prepared the request for International Assistance for the Implementation of the Project on “Supporting the natural and cultural sustainability through the revitalization and transmission of the traditional practices of worshipping the sacred sites in Mongolia” and submitted the request to the Secretariat of the Convention in 2017. Consequently, the Bureau has approved the request in 2018. The Foundation is going to implement this Project in 2019-2021 in accordance with agreed Action Plan. The Foundation has also prepared the nomination file of “Traditional Technique of Making Airag in Khokhuur and its Associated Customs” and submitted it to the Secretariat in 2018.

	The Foundation has been involved in the identification, definition and inventorying of ICH, in particular in elaborations of initial drafts of significant documents including “Regulations of identifying and selecting ICH elements and its bearers” and National Lists of ICH. The President is included and works in the composition of the “National Committee for Identifying and Selecting ICH elements and Bearers”. Foundation’s members and experts together with specialists and officers of National Centre for Cultural Heritage have been engaged in the Field surveys for identifying and inventorying ICH elements and bearers throughout territories of the different provinces of Mongolia. Experts have close cooperation with the community-based NGOs and bearers of ICH, and conducted on-site registration and documentation and received their free and informed consent. In the framework of the implementation of Project entitled “Improving the Capacities of ICH related NGOs in Mongolia” in 2015, the nationwide survey on specialised ICH related NGOs, community-based organizations and ICH bearers was carried out by the Foundation. In addition to above, a nationwide contest among ICH NGOs and bearers was announced and conducted for selecting the best practices and identifying and inventorying of the ICH elements. As a result of above mentioned activities, overall over 300 ICH elements are registered in the Lists of National ICH in addition to initial 88 ICH element.

	a) The Foundation has organized public events as worshipping ceremonies of Sacred Mountain (2015) in accordance with respective traditional ways. In 2014-2015, the Foundation invited the community-based organization ‘Airag Tour’ to cooperate in implementing a very urgent Project. The main reason for this Project was to revive tradition method of making airag in khokhuur (cowhide sack vessel) since people have started to massively use the plastic vessel instead. As a result of this Project, many airag making families have replaced the plastic vessels with nice khokhuur. These and other activities have been arranged within the nomadic communities and groups.

b) The Foundation and its members have conducted various research studies and surveys related to ICH. For example: 

•
The Foundation has conducted a nationwide research and survey entitled “Empowering ICH NGOs as Catalysts for Sustainable Development” in 2014-2015 which resulted in identifying over 100 ICH related small and big sized NGOs and establishing a nationwide network of ICH NGOs in Mongolia.
•
The Foundation in cooperation with the Mongolian State University of Arts and Culture has conducted the scientific studies on ‘Ways of Transmission of ICH through Education at Schools’ which resulted in organization of National Thematic Conference. 

•
Members of the Foundation have conducted scientific studies on ‘A Significance of Nomadic Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Sustainable Development of Mongolian Society’ and published the research results in the book called “ICH NGOs Strategy in Achieving Sustainable Development” published in Jeonju city of the Republic of Korea in 2018.

In last 10 years, the Foundation has initiated the “UNESCO World Heritage Education in Mongolia” Programme, and for this end, the Foundation organized the translation and dissemination of UNESCO Handbook “World Heritage in Young Hands”, creation and distribution of the handbook for the children and teachers titled “Intangible Cultural Heritage of the Mongols” (2009 & 2017), 10 ICH documentary films (2015-2018) which have received a great support from school society and general public. 

b) The Foundation does not have a specific permanent educational and training programmes within the community and group, but it has been engaged in several educational and training projects, namely: 

•
In the Training programme on “ICH elements registered in World Heritage from Mongolia” which is organised during Naadam - National Festival days each year. 

c) Organized various workshops, seminars and training courses for the capacity-building purposes. For example, the Foundation organized a Two-day National Workshop among about 80 leaders of ICH NGOs, community-based organizations and ICH bearers in framework of the UNESCO Project “Improving the Capacities of ICH related NGOS in Mongolia” in 2015. 

e) The Foundation elaborated the nomination of “Traditional Practices of Worshipping the Sacred Sites in Mongolia” which was consequently registered in the Urgent Safeguarding List. The Foundation has initiated national movement for appreciating and protecting sacred sites and is going to implement UNESCO Project with assistance from ICH Section of UNESCO.

The President participated as a moderator of the meeting and given his presentation. The delegation of the Foundation also participated in the Conference on ICH NGOs of Asia-Pacific region and the ICH NGO Forum in June of 2015 in Republic of Korea and also, in the Central Asian Sub-regional network meetings in Tashkent, Uzbekistan (2014), in Jeonju, Korea (2015), in Dushanbe, Tajikistan (2016), in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan (2017) organized by ICHCAP.    

b) For the last 5 years, in cooperation with ICHCAP in the Republic of Korea, the Foundation has implemented a series of important projects to form a favourable legal background, establishing an inventory and information fund of the ICH and improving ICH video documentation in Mongolia. For example, it implemented the Project “Conducting ICH video documentation” from 2015 to 2017. This Project was resulted in creation of a series of 10 Mongolian ICH documentary films in Mongolian and English which were broadcasted through TV and disseminated in forms of DVD. It also created a book “Living Heritage: Five Landscapes of Central Asia” containing 50 ICH video films of 5 Central Asian countries and the “2018 Central Asian ICH Film Festival in Mongolia” was held in 2018 in Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia. All these projects are described in other parts of this report.

Our delegation has actively involved in drafting and elaboration of the ICH NGO Forum proposals or statements and attended daily ICH NGO meetings, sharing opinions and ideas concerning the Agenda of the Committee meetings. For example, the Foundation brought 10 Mongolian ICH documentary films to the 12th Session of the Intergovernmental Committee of the ICH Convention. These films were presented to delegates of this Session in framework of the Video Exhibition “Living Heritage: Five Landscapes”. President of the Foundation participated in the NGO Forum and Capacity Building Workshop which were held on the days preceding the 12th Committee’s Session and has given the presentation on “Contribution of the UNESCO Accredited NGO in Mongolia". As a member of the ICH International Scientific Committee of ICOMOS, President informs to ICH NGOs and colleagues about new ideas, concepts and working methods of ICOMOS International. For example, he participated in the 19th General Assembly of ICOMOS and Scientific Symposium “Heritage and Democracy” which was held in 2017 in New Delhi, India and given the presentation at the Session of the Culture-Nature Journey.   

Also, our delegation, being active in the advisory functions to the delegation of State Party, regularly advises to them in the IGC debates.

Titles of some of the books and films created and disseminated by the Foundation are as follows: 1) Rituals and Festivals of Nomadic People (2005), 2) Traditional Knowledge and Skills of the Mongols (2004), 3) Sacred Sites in Mongolia (2009), Mongolian National Long Song (2012), ICH and NGO (2015), Living Heritage: Five Landscapes of Central Asia (2018) and etc. The Foundation has been involved in preparation of the nomination of ICH elements of all domains to the ICH Lists of 2003 Convention. Four members of the Foundation have been involved in elaboration of most ICH related nominations of Mongolia in English or in translation in to English. Since its establishment, Foundation has elaborated about 20 Project proposals and nominations in English and submitted to international and regional organizations most of which were approved and successfully implemented. Foundation and its members were actively involved in the preparation of nomination of “Orkhon Valley Cultural Landscape” (2000-2003) to the World Heritage List of the 1972 WH Convention. Foundation and its members have been involved in various activities for the preparation of the nomination files for submission to the ICH Lists under 2003 ICH Convention.   

Foundation and its members have actively participated in the translation of the “Implementation of the UNESCO Intangible Heritage Convention” Workshop Manual and the “Basic Texts of the 2003 Convention”. 

In cooperation with UNESCO Category 2 Centre – International Information and Networking Centre for Intangible Cultural Heritage in the Asia-Pacific Region (ICHCAP) under the auspices of UNESCO, the Foundation has successfully conducted a series of Projects with aims to form a favourable legal background, establishing and inventory fund of the ICH and introducing UNESCO’s Living Human Treasures System in Mongolia, which are explained in other sections of this report.  

Foundation has submitted to the Secretariat of the ICH Convention the request for international assistance for the implementation of the Project on “Improving the capacities of the ICH related NGOs in Mongolia” which was approved and implemented in 2015. Within the framework of this Project, about 80 NGOs took part in the activities aiming to improving their capacities.
