Tulum, daha ¢ok Anadolu’nun kuzeydogusunda kullanilan nefesli bir halk calgisidir. Diinyada benzer 6rnekleri bulunan tulum; kuzu,
koyun veya oglak derisinden yapilir. Tulum calgisy; deri, agizlik (dudula), nav, dillik, analik, olmak iizere bes ayri béliimden
olusmaktadir.
Tulum yapiminda kullanilacak deri suyla karisik ates kiilinde 2-3 giin bekletilerek tiiylerin dokiilmesi saglanir ve tabaklama islemi
yapildiktan sonra bas tarafi, 6n ayaklar disarida kalacak sekilde ve arka kismi igeri gelecek sekilde tersten sikica baglanir. Sag &n
ayak kismima dudula yani agizlik baglamir ve sisirilip asilarak kurumaya birakilir. Kuruduktan sonra stirekli yumusak kalmas ve
catlamamasi i¢gin findik, badem yag1 veya gliserin siiriiliir. Daha sonra sol 6n ayak kismina bir oluk atilir. Bu kisma 'nav' denir.
Genellikle simsir agacindan yapilir. Nav kismi analik ve dillik adi verilen ve ezginin elde edildigi boliimleri tasiyan kismidir. Navin
oluk kismina analik ad1 verilen iki adet kamus, iki sira halinde, delikler ayn1 hizaya gelecek sekilde diizgiince yerlestirilir. Yan yana
olan bu deliklerden ¢ikan seslerin ayni ayarda olmasi gerekir. Dillik, analigin igine girecek kalinlikta, iyice kurumus kamisin bogum
yerinden, bir ucu agik diger ucu kapali kalacak sekilde kesilerek olusturulur.
Tulum calarken galgi koltuk altina gelecek sekilde yerlestirilir. Tulum icrasinda ilk olarak agizliktan hava tiflenerek derinin ici
tamamen hava ile doldurulur. Hava, nav boliimiiniin icinde bulunan dillere ulasarak sesin olusmast saglanir. icraci iki elini de nav
kisminda kullanir. Kamislarda bulunan delikler iizerinde parmaklarin titretilmesiyle degisik sesler elde edilir.

Bagpipe is a woodwind folk instrument used mostly in the northeast of Anatolia. Bagpipe, which has similar examples
around the world, is made of lamb, sheep or kid skin. The instrument consists of three parts: bag, blowpipe (dudula),
chanter (nav).
The skin to be used for making bagpipe is kept in ash mixed with water for 2-3 days to make the hairs fall off and after
tanning, the head side is tied tightly in reverse so that the front legs are outside and the back side is inside. A blowpipe is
tied on the right front foot and left to dry by inflating and hanging. After drying, hazelnut, almond oil or glycerine is
applied to keep it soft and prevent cracking. Then a groove is made on the left front foot. This part is called chanter|
which is usually made of boxwood. The chanter is the part that carries the parts called analik and dillik, from which the|
melody is obtained. Two reeds, called analik, are placed neatly in the groove part of the nav in two rows so that the
holes line up. The sounds coming out of these holes, which are side by side, must be in the same tuning. The dillik is
formed by cutting a thick, well-dried reed from the knuckle of the reed so that one end remains open and the other|
closed.
When playing the bagpipe, the instrument is placed under the armpit. In the performance of the bagpipe, air is first
blown through the blowpipe and the bag is completely filled with air. The air reaches the tongues inside the chanter|
section to create the sound. The performer uses both hands in the chanter. Different sounds are obtained by vibrating
the fingers over the holes in the reeds.
Bagpipe, an instrument used especially in the northeast of Tiirkiye, is an important folk instrument that is played at
weddings, festivals and various entertainments and is indispensable for horon, one of the most important folk dances o
the local people.
