The Norwegian Youth Association’s objective says that “Through popular cultural activities, Noregs
Ungdomslag (NU) shall create engagement and thriving local environments.” In this, there is a
fundamental understanding that we shall do cultural work in local communities all over Norway.
This work is done through local and regional courses, publications, competitions, gatherings and
meetings.

NU is an old organization with a rich and compound history, and a diverse and varied content.
Since our foundation in 1896, public information, culture and language have been central
components in our work. Today, we mostly focus on five key areas; traditional folk dancing and
music, bunad (national costume), amateur theatre, community centres and Norwegian language.

With our local branches, NU is an organization that has gathered generations in cultural activities
throughout the nation for well more than 125 years. Today our organization counts 328 (?) local
branches, and many places, their activities and gatherings take place in a community house built
and owned by the local branches themselves. Local branches hold an experience and knowledge
about their activity that is invaluable, and it has always been in the spirit of our organization to carry
those on to the next generation.

Being an ‘generational organization’ with members rating from 0 to 100 years of age, we work with
transmission of knowledge across generations. We view our work to be an important part of
preserving Norwegian cultural heritage. We are proud of our structure, which is founded on
voluntary work in local communities. It is conditional that our organization is run from the ground
and up, with volunteers in local and regional branches, as well as in a national board and national
congress, giving direction for the administration to follow.

The administration office is located in Oslo. In this way, we are able to both reach out to our local
branches across Norway, as well as keeping close contact with political organs and cooperating
organizations. This accessibility makes it possible for us to achieve attention to our organization
and to awake attention to our important cultural work.

Our organization consists of 19 regional and 328 local branches, with a combined number of
13.384 members (31.desember 2019). Our local branches run activities for children, young adults
and adults. Activities vary, but the main purpose of all local branches is to create safe and
including spaces and cultural activities in their communities. Many local branches maintain and
refurbish community houses owned by themselves.

NU is a democratic organization and all members above the age of 14 have the right to be elected
members of boards and committees. Our national board is elected on the annual National
Congress. As part of our informational work, our members receive our publication, «Ungdom»,
which includes relevant articles about our work and fields of speciality. Members also receive
newsletters and find relevant information on our website and our social media profiles.

Our National Congress has passed a document called «Fagpolitisk plattform», which is a field-
political platform stating our main priorities and views on our fields of speciality. This platform
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reflects the organization’s work and the composition of our administration consisting of six
employees. We also have two employees in project positions. In our administration, we have
advisors responsible for the fields of folk dancing and music, amateur theatre, national costume
and community houses. They have professional or experienced qualification in their fields, and the
administration functions as a support and resource to our branches.

The administrative language in NU is nynorsk, one of two official written standars of Norwegian,
nynorsk being the minority of the two. By actively using nynorsk as our admitted language, we
promote this part of our language and culture. The administration mainly works politically and
professionally to facilitate quality meeting places for our members, to offer education through
courses, information and tutorials, and to ensure quality conditions nationally for our branches.

One of our main activities is to offer courses and competence development to our members. NU
has a long tradition of inviting members to participate in central courses in traditional folk dancing
and music, amateur theatre and handcrafts. We also offer courses and advice on how to run a
local branch and how to maintain community houses. In addition to this, we offer our local
branches professional instructors, who visit them and teach courses locally. In an ordinary year, we
plan for about 40 courses as the ones described.

Every year our summer camp for youths between the ages 13-26 takes place. The participants
take part in courses in traditional folk dances and music, theatre and acting, handcrafts and
outdoor life.

In addition to courses, we invite both members and others to different seminars with relevant
topics. We also collaborate with other organizations to organize courses, seminars and events.
Lately, the number of digital seminars has increased, which has given us the opportunity to reach
out to even more people.

It is a strength that our organization is diverse. Because of this, we are able to maintain strong
relations and collaborations with a multitude of organizations and institutions with interest in the
fields of speciality we have defined in our platform. Through collaborations we both manage to
increase our own competence, to communicate our own competence through to others and are
given a greater opportunity to work for the safe keeping of important knowledge and traditions,
politically and professionally.

Our administration holds a wide professional competence, with employed advisors in our different
fields of speciality. Our employees have either formal education or practically achieved
competence in their fields. Our organization has 125 years of experience working in our fields of
speciality, and thus we have a large archive of information and knowledge that are put to use.
Through our collaborations we also hold a great deal of knowledge and information. Our
administration therefore has both competence and capacity to do advisory services.

The national board consists of members with a range in fields of interest. They also represent
different parts of the country. Together, the members of the national board, offer a great resource
that the administration can include in advisory services. In addition to this, our organization has
different consultive committees acting as a resource towards the administration and national board.
These committees are a useful resource in our advisory work.

Our organization consists of 328 local and regional branches spread across the entire country. The
number of members in our sub-organizations vary from 5 to 700. We continuously cooperate with
our local and regional branches to provide educational activities, courses, events, membership
services and informational work. Our main means of communication with our local and regional
branches are through newsletters including relevant information and requests, our web page,
Facebook-page, Instagram profile and our membership publication, ‘Ungdom’.

NU has established cooperations with relevant UNESCO accredited NGOs. These are The
Norwegian Folk Art and Crafts Association, Norwegian Institute of bunad and folk costume and
Norwegian Center for Traditional Music and Dance. In addition to these organizations, we
cooperate with other organizations who practice intangible cultural activities, such as FolkOrg,
Norsk Folkedraktforum, Norsk Amatgrteaterforbund, Frilynt Norge, Nynorsk pressekontor,
Assosiation for Studies of Culture and Tradition, and Kulturalliansen. Through our collaborations
we run projects, offer education, host events and provide information in the fields of handcrafts,
folk music and folk dance, amateur theatre and Norwegian language.

We also run established collaborations across borders in the Nordic countries. Through the
association Nordlek, we promote Nordic folk dancing and folk music, and we have since 1920
regularily hosted festivals on a rotation between Norway, Sweden, Denmark and Finland.
Participants hail form all the Nordic countries including Iceland, the Faroe Islands and Aland. This
collaboration also run projects, informational work and courses between festival years, and they
arrange courses, gatherings and festivals directed towards children and youths. In the field of
amateur theatre, we are cooperating with organizations in all the Nordic countries, and are in the
present taking part in developing a new Nordic project directed towards youths.

Statutes of Noregs Ungdomslag (NU) (Norwegian Youth

Association)
Most recently amended by the National Congress 2019, 27 — 28 April.

§ 1 Objective
Through popular cultural activities, Noregs Ungdomslag ("NU") shall create engagement and living
local environments.

§ 2 Membership
1. A member joins through a local branch and is registered as a member after paying the annual
subscription.

2. A member can join NU directly if there is no local branch where he/she lives which it is natural to
join.

3. All members of NU shall have the opportunity to influence the work in the organisation. A member
has voting rights in the organisation from its 14th birthday, but arrangements shall be made so that
members without voting rights will also have arenas for participation.

4. If a member consciously works against the objective of the organisation, or refuses to follow
statutes and rules, the local branch may exclude him or her as a member. Such decisions can be
appealed to the annual meeting in the local branch and the regional branch as well as NU's national
congress.

§ 3 Local and regional branches

1. Branches with at least 5 members above the age of 14 can be approved as local branches of NU.
The local branch joins through a regional branch. NU's steering committee may accept societies
directly where there is no regional branch.

2. Community houses and assembly houses with no membership activities can be approved as an
immediately registered branch of NU, with the status as house branch.

3. NU's national board shall approve the statutes of regional branches and immediately registered
branches. The board of the regional branches shall approve the statutes of the local branches. The
statutes shall be in compliance with the statutes of NU.

§ 4 National Congress

1. Summons

NU's national board summons to a national congress annually. A provisional agenda shall be sent out
3 months before the national congress. An extraordinary national congress will be held if the national
congress or the national board makes such a decision, or if 1/3 of the regional branches demands it.

The final agenda and agenda papers shall be sent out 1 month before the national congress.

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2. Matters on the agenda

a. The national congress shall every year adopt the annual report and accounts with the auditor's
report for the preceding year and elect a national board , auditors and an election committee. The
national congress shall every other year fix the subscription rates for membership and adopt a work
program and budget for the coming year. These resolutions apply for a period of 2 years.

b. Through the local branches and regional branches, the members may propose natters for the
national congress. Matters, including grounds for them, must be submitted in writing to NU's
national board 8 weeks prior to the national congress.

¢. NU's national board decides what matters should be put on the final agenda. All matters submitted
in time shall be mentioned from the rostrum, with the reasons for the board's dealing with the
matters. Matters which are not on the agenda may still be dealt with if there is a special decision by
the national congress.

3. Delegates

a. Regional branches that have submitted annual reports for the preceding year, have the right to
send delegates to the national congress. Local branches and house branches that have submitted
annual reports and paid subscriptions for the preceding year have the right to send delegates to the
national congress.

b. The delegates from the regional branches shall be elected at the regional branches' annual
meetings. The annual meeting can give the board power of attorney to elect delegates. Regional
branches with up to 1000 members have the right to send 3 delegates and then 1 more for each start
of a new 1000 members.

c. The delegates from the local branches shall be elected at the annual meeting or at a branch
meeting. The annual meeting can give the board power of attorney to elect delegates. Local
branches with up to 100 members have the right to send 2 delegates and then 1 more for each new
100 members. Each delegate has one vote at the national congress.

d. The delegates from the house branches shall be elected by the house's board. Each house branch
has the right to send 2 delegates to the national congress.

e. Central employees of the organisation cannot be elected to be delegates.

f. When cogent reasons have made it necessary to deviate from the election rules, the national
congress can approve delegates elected otherwise.

g. Delegates from the regional branches and the local branches have voting rights if they are
registered as paying members of NU. The delegates from the house branches have the right to speak
and submit proposals, but not to vote at the national congress.

h. The secretary general has the right to speak at the national congress.

i. The employees' representatives have the right to speak in matters relating to their working
conditions.

§ 5 The national board

1. It is the national board's responsibility that the work in the organisation is carried out in
compliance with the statutes, guidelines, work programmes and other decisions made by the
national congress.

2. The national board binds the organisation in financial matters by means of the signatures of the
national board leader and the secretary general.

3. The national board shall make nominations to the national congress for the election of an election
committee.
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4. The national board has 7 members and is made up of a leader, a political deputy leader, an
organisational deputy leader and 4 board members. 3 people are elected as deputy members to the
national board.

5. The leader is elected for one year. The members of the national board are elected for two years,
so that half of them are elected each year. The deputy members are elected for one year.

6. The leader and the two deputy leaders make up the executive committee of the national board.
The national board elects deputy members for the executive committee among the members of
national board. The executive committee runs the organisation between the national board meetings
on a mandate from the national board.

7. The employees of NU's central organisation shall have a representative at the national board
meetings when dealing with personnel matters.

§ 6 Election committee
1. The election committee shall make nominations to the national congress for the election of a
national board and an auditor.

2. The election committee is made up of 5 members with 3 deputy members. The leader is elected
for 1 year, the others for 2 years, so that 2 are elected every year. The deputy members are elected
for 1 year.

§ 7 National Council

1. The national council is an advisory body for the national board . The national council deals with
and gives recommendations to the national board in matters the national board submits to it. The
national council can also take up its own matters.

2. The national council is made up of the leaders of the regional branches. The members of NU's
national board have the right to attend meetings and speak in the national council.

3. The national council shall meet at least once a year.

§ 8 Joining other organisations

NU's regional branches and local branches cannot join other organisations or collaborating bodies
that are incompliant with NU's objectives. Regional branches and local branches must report to NU's
national board about joining other organisations.

§ 9 Language

1. Employee representatives and employees, branches and business enterprises under a branch of
NU have a duty to protect nynorsk ("New Norwegian”) and dialects according to NU’s object clause
and statement of principles.

2. The working language in NU’s central organisation is New Norwegian.

§ 10 Drugs
NU shall work actively to create an attractive, alcohol and drug free culture of togetherness. All
events at central level shall be free of alcohol and drugs.
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§ 11 Withdrawal, change of objectives and closure

1. Regional branches and local branches that want to withdraw from NU must decide this at 2
ordinary consecutive annual meetings with at least an interval of one year between them and with at
least a 2/3 majority. If a minority of at least 5 members above the age of 14 wants to continue with
the name of the old branch and in compliance with the old objectives, this minority will take over the
name and assets of the branch. Exceptions may be made for assets held by the branch at the time of
joining. Such exceptions must be based on statutes approved by NU.

2. All local branches have a duty to hold annual meetings according to their own statutes. If one year
has passed beyond the fixed annual meeting period, the regional branch shall ensure that summons
will be sent out for an annual meeting in the branch. In the same way, NU's national board shall
ensure that summons is made for annual meetings in directly joined branches and regional branches
if annual meetings are not held according to the statutes.

3. Regional branches and local branches that fail to submit annual reports for 2 consecutive years
shall be contacted by NU’s central organisation, where closure or required measures for reactivation
will be considered.

4. Regional branches and local branches that for 3 consecutive years have not submitted annual
reports shall be regarded as closed down. Local branches that do not fulfil the requirements of the
definition of a branch as set out in § 3.1 for 3 consecutive years, shall also be regarded as closed
down.

5. Regional branches and local branches that are in breach of NU's statutes and are not willing to
follow statutory orders by the national board and the national congress, shall be said to have
changed objectives and thus can no longer be members of NU.

6. Matters relating to this paragraph can be appealed by the relevant branch to NU's national
congress. The national congress will take the final decision.

§ 12 Safeguarding of assets
1. Assembly houses, other fixed assets owned by the society and shares of real estate cannot be sold
without the consent of NU's national board.

2. If a local branch is closed down, NU's national board shall ensure that any property will be used to
extinguish debts. Any remaining property after this shall be used to benefit local youth and cultural
activities in the best possible way.

If the branch does not carry out the dissolution of the society within 6 months of closing down, NU
shall carry out the dissolution.

Members of local branches cannot claim any means or parts thereof.

§ 13 About statement of principles, policy document relating to NU
NU'’s national congress shall adopt the statement of principles and the policy document with rules
supplementing the statutes.
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§ 14 Amending the statutes

Proposals for amending the statutes must be submitted to the steering committee not later than 8
weeks before the national congress. The proposal itself must be announced at least one month
before the national congress. An amendment to the statutes requires a 2/3 majority.

§ 15 Dissolution
In case of a dissolution of the organisation, its assets must be used in compliance with § 1 of the
statutes.
