Folkland, International Centre for folklore and Culture is an institution registered on
20.12.1989 under the Societies Registration Act of 1860 vide the No 406/89.

Folkland has a credit of organizing many a festival on folk arts, workshop on folklore,
culture, linguistics etc. Seminars, discussions and symposia are also conducted and thus
contributed in the process of re-kindling the folk lamps, which has shed streaks of light
into our past treasure of knowledge.

Folkland has revitalized the old and extinct art forms by extending the training to those
performing community members. Chimmanakkali (Pulayan Community), MangalamKali
(Mavilan Community),Vannankoothu (Vannan Community), Kurathiyattam (Kuravan
Community) etc were the art forms which were given training with the help of old artists
and community members.

Folkland has already conducted workshops on Theyyam Costumes, myths, literature,
tribal arts, Poorakkali, Ethnomusic, folk handicrafts etc. Besides its annual festivals,
Folkland has a credit of hosting 17th Indian Folklore Congress at Trivandrum 23rd to
27th December 1996.

Considering the vast work in the field of
documentation, Folkland is made a member of reputed organization, Archive Resource
Community housed at Delhi.

Folkland has been recognized as an eminent Institution by the Dept of Culture, Govt of
India since 1999 and 17 of its artistes and one Guru/ Director have been given salary by
the Dept of Culture. It has been affiliated to Dept of Handicrafts, Ministry of Textiles,
GOI.

Folkland has worked with several communities such as Mavilan, Vannan, Malayan,
Pulayan who are the Teyyam performers and practitioners of Magic, ethno music, ethno
medicine and crafts. Mangalam kali , a unique practice performed by a hill tribe
(indigenous community) was revitalised by the Mavilan community with the initiative of
Folkland and its artist, a lady performer was given distinguished membership by Folkland
when she appears on the media at her age of100years. Now there are around 60 artists
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in the community to perform Mangalam Kali.Folkland has also conducted her
performances at different stages and became instrumental to bring her state award
instituted by Kerala folklore academy. It has inspired the younger generation of the
community to study their traditional art form. Folkland has documented around 3000
hours of folk practices. another work in which Folkland has involved is the screw pine
craft. It was undertaken by the women folk of Pulaya community. Folkland has inspired
them to revitalise the traditional crafts and given training and also extended the
insurance coverage to them. Another field in which Folkland involves is the manuscripts.
Folkland has surveyed around 200000 palm leaf manuscripts and started digitization
process in order to protect the same. Most of the manuscripts are community based
knowledge.

Membership:

i) There shall be four (4) Classes of membership.

(a) Patron Membership:

A person who is interested in the field of folk, ritual, traditional and performing arts
and culture and attain the age of 18 years and contribution Rs.5,000/- towards
membership fees, is competent for patron membership. The issuance of patron
membership is subject to the consent of Central Body Members. Patrons are ex-
officio Director Board Members.

(b) Life Membership:

A person who is interested in the field of Folk, Ritual, Traditional and performing
Arts and Culture attain the age of 18 years and also subscribes Rs.2,000/- towards
membership fee is competent for life membership.

(¢) Ordinary Membership:

A person who is interested in the field of Folk, Ritual, Traditional and performing arts
and Culture and attain the age of 18 years and also subscribes Rs.100/- towards
membership fee is competent for ordinary membership. The term of the ordinary
membership is restricted to one year from the date of subscription.

Associated Membership:

This class of membership is restricted to Artists, Students, research fellow etc., who
seek the assistance of the institution. The fee for the associate membership shall be
Rs.25.00. The validity of Associate Membership limits to specific period only and
their names shall not be included in the list of Members and are not competent to take
part in the annual election.

(ii) The application forms for membership can be had from the Registered Office
against the payment of Rs.10.00. The prescribed application forms must be submitted
to the Chairman. The issue of membership shall be subject to the approval of the
governing body. R

(iiiy Nobody can claim the membership as their right and the rejection of the
application for membership by the Governing Body shall not be challenged.

(iv) Termination of the Membership:

Those members whose activities seem to be against the welfare and progress of the
institution shall be liable to be terminated. Governing body shall be competent
authority to terminate the membership.

There shall be a Governing body of not less than seven members annually elected by
the members. The Governing body consists of :

(2) Chairman: Chairman is to be elected by the Governing body members followed
by the Annual General Body meeting. Governing body meeting shall be presided over
by the Chairman. In theé event of his absence any other Director is competent to
preside over the meeting. The power of supervision and management of the
institution shall vests with the chairman.

(b) Secretary: Secretary is to be elected by the Governing body members followed
by the Annual General Body meeting. Secretary shall prepare the agenda and serve
notice to the Government body members seven days prior to the meeting. Secretary
shall maintain the minute of the meetings.
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(c) Treasury Director: There shall be a Treasury Director elected by the Governing
body members followed by the Annual General Body meeting. Treasury Director
shall look after all the accounts. He shall maintain proper account books and Bank
Accounts and shall submit the accounts to the Governing Body once in every three
months. Besides other functions he shall be in the charge of financial matters.

(d) Programme Director: There shall be a Programme Director elected by the
Governing body members followed by the Annual General body meeting. Besides
other functions he shall be in the charge of Programmes and ceremonies to be
performed in and out of India.

(e) Directors: There shall be three or more Directors, who are none other than the
members of Governing body. Governing body is competent to co-opt or elect any
more Directors from the Governing body. There shall be no restriction for co-opting
the Directors from the members if it thinks fit. One Director shall be elected from the
life Membership, and other Director shall be elected from the Artists. Patrons are ex-
officio Directors.

Duties of the Coverning Bodv Members:

All Governing body members are jointly responsible for the administration of the
institution. It shall be the duty of the Governing body to appoint the staff, Artists for -
teaching, arrange programmes in and out of India, make necessary arrangements to
conduct research, preserve the folk lore, arrange necessary funds for the institution
and all other activities which can help the progress and welfare of the institution.
Governing body can authorise any Director or Chairman to do all the necessary duties
on its behalf. Chairman shall preside over the Governing Body meeting. The
decisions are to be taken on the basis of majority opinions. In case of tie, Chairman’s
decision shall be final. A Governing body members who abstains from attending the
meetings consecutively for three times, without sufficient reason and prior consent of
the Governing body shall be liable to be expelled. Governing body is competent to
constitute sub committees for better administration. Governing body members are
entitled to accept travel allowance and Dearness allowance if necessary. The quorum
of the committee shall be 1/3 of the strength.

Funds:
The sources of the fund of the institution shall be from membership subscription,
contribution from public, remuneration from performance, fees collected from the

students, royalty from the books and periodicals etc.

Utilisation of funds:

The funds shall be utilised for buying land, equipments, purchasing and construction
of buildings, rents, maintenance of the buildings, huts, architectures, antiques, salary
to the staff, T.A. & D.A. for artists and directors remuneration for guest artists and all
other unforeseen necessary expenses.

Annual General Body:

There shall be an annual general body meeting in the month of March.

(a) Quorum of the General body shall be 1/3 of the total strength.

(b) Chairman shall preside over the meeting. Secretary shall submit the Annual
report in details before the General body. Resolutions are to be passed by

the General body on the basis of majority votes.

(¢c) There shall be seven days notice for the General Body Meeting. Notice shall
be c1rcu]ated to all the general body members by the Secretary.

Amendments:
Any provisions of the Bye-law can be deleted, altered and added by the 3/5 majority
of the general body mieeting. The proposed amendments shall also the circulated

seven days prior to the General Body Meeting.

Special Provisions:

(a) The Patrons and life members are entitled to get a free copy of all periodicals
and books.

(b) There shall be a Director elected from the life Members, Patrons are ex-
officio Director elected Board Members.

(c) The ordinary members are entitled to avail the facilities such as library,
Research thaterials etc. at free of cost.

(d) Goveriirig body is entitled to co-opt any person whose work is devoted in
the field of Folk Lore, as Director, Organiser, Co-ordinator, or any other
designation for a specific period.

(e) Chairman ih ¢ompetent to take appropriate decisions in the case of
necessity, subjject to the ratifications by the Governing Body.

(f Directors and Governing Body members can dccupy the Hostels
and guest houses at the free of cost whenever necessary.

(g) Governing body has right to constitute separate sub-committees in separate
names or Necessary purposes.

Dissolution:

In the event of dissolution all the funds, assets of the institution shall be imparted to
other institutions whose objectives are similar to this institution. It will not be
distributed among the members.
